After a heated confMntation Monday night 

on ABC’s "NightlineSen. Alan Simpson (R- 
Wyo.) forcefully lectured National Public Radio 
reporter Nina Totenberg as she got into a 
waiting car and held the door as she tried to 
leave. 

"I just wanted to get away from him," 
Totenberg said yesterday. "All I could think 
was, I wished my husband were here.... The 
man was not in control." 

Simpson said Totenberg repeatedly cursed 
him, which $he did not dispute. “I even raised 
my hand once because I thought she looked 
like she was going to strike me," Simpson said. 
"She was spewing it." 

The two had clashed on the air minutes 
earlier over Totenberg's interview with Anita 
F. Hill, the law professor who has accused 
Supreme Court nominee Clarence Thomas of 
sexually harassing her. 

Simpson denied that he shouted at Toten¬ 
berg as she approached a waiting ABC limou¬ 
sine, but said he was waving a journalistic 
ethics code and accused Totenberg of having 
ruined Hill’s life by invading her privacy.
