TROPICAL CYCLONE: ALERT 

ISSUED AT 5:00 PM, 08 November 2020 

(Valid for broadcast until the next bulletin to be issued at 11 PM today) 

TROPICAL DEPRESSION "TONYO" MAINTAINS ITS STRENGTH WHILE MOVING OVER THE WEST PHILIPPINE SEA. 

Track and Intensity Outlook: 

• On the forecast track, "TONYO" will move westward towards the western boundary of the Philippine Area of 
Responsibility (PAR). It may exit the PAR tomorrow morning.  

• TONYO" is forecast to intensify into tropical storm within the next 24 hours. 
 

Hazards affecting land areas: 

• Heavy rainfall: Today, “TONYO” will bring light to moderate with at times heavy rains over Ilocos Region, Cordillera 
Administrative Region, Cagayan Valley, Aurora, and Palawan including Calamian and Kalayaan Islands. PAGASA 
Regional Services Divisions may issue local thunderstorm/rainfall advisories and heavy rainfall warnings while the 
Hydrometeorology Division and River Basin Flood Forecasting and Warning Centers may issue General Flood 
Advisories and Basin Flood Bulletins as appropriate. 

• Strong winds: Tropical Cyclone Wind Signal (TCWS) #1 over the northwestern portion of Occidental Mindoro 
is now lifted. No TCWS is currently in effect. However, the Northeast Monsoon will bring strong breeze to near gale 
conditions over Batanes, Babuyan Islands, Ilocos Norte, Apayao, and the northern portion of mainland Cagayan.  

 
Hazards affecting coastal waters: 

• The Northeast Monsoon will bring rough to very rough seas (2.5 to 4.5 m) over the seaboards of Batanes, Ilocos Norte, 
and Ilocos Sur and the northern seaboard of Cagayan including Babuyan Islands. Sea travel is risky over these waters, 
especially for mariners of small seacrafts. 

• Moderate to rough seas (1.5 to 3.5 m) due to “TONYO” and the prevailing easterlies will be experienced over the 
eastern seaboards of Cagayan Valley, Aurora, and the northern portion of Quezon, and the northern and eastern 
seaboards of Catanduanes. Mariners of small seacrafts are advised to take precautionary measures when venturing 
out to sea. Inexperienced mariners should avoid navigating in these conditions.
