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PREFACE.

The moorland parish of Edlingham lies to the west of, and
borders with the parish of Alnwick; it comprises an area of
12,545 acres, divided into the six townships of Edlingham,
Abberwick, Bolton, Broompark, Learchild, and Lemington. The
former relative importance of the parish is shown in the ruined
towers of Edlingham Castle and of Lemington, besides which
there existed holds at Edlingham Newtown, Abberwick, and
Bolton, of which no vestiges remain.

Of the church dedicated to St. John Baptist, the features
of the west wall of the nave are characteristic of pre-Conquest
work, while the south and east walls of the nave, with the porch,
may be ascribed to the first half of the twelfth century.

For the general history of the church, castle, and lordship
of Edlingham, and of the various townships in the parish, the
reader is referred to the seventh volume of the new History of
Northumberland.

There are no populous hamlets, and the population is
dwindling, as may be seen from the following census returns of
the various townships :—
