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Why it was Started?

To turn the tide of education in Korea from the convention-
al quantity or mass education to the Quality Education, the
college was designed and started with a special emphasis on
Christian character building and practical training. Acquiring
Chrstian character building is mainly oriented toward the
spirit of service to others. Especially, in the light of the
prevailing tendency among college gradutes in Korea, the
tendency to remain in cities in spite of the urgent need of

educated leaders in rural community, the college inspires

students to prepare themselves spiritually and technically

for the service to rural community.
To meet the need in community, the college emphasizes

practical, technical training in various fields. Such a training

will enable students to meet any kind of situation not only
in rural community but also in urban community, if needed.

In short, the aim of the college could be summed up as:

To graduate college women with sound training for community
leadership as they apply their Head (theories or knowledge),
Heart (concern and enthusiasm), and Hands (skill and practi-

cal experience) to the good of the community. This aim is to

be accomplished through an all-around supervised college

program and living-on-campus arrangement with a limited

number of students (125 for each academic year).

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Academic Program

(A General Survey of Each Department)1.

Home Economics Department

As a part of basic training for the improvement of general
home life on every economic level in the community, the
Deprtment offers relevant courses derived from both natural
and social sciences. A special emphasis to be made is on the
training students for the improvement of existing rural home
conditions with limited means and resources available in the
community. The graduates from this Department may serve
as members of a community development team, home econo-
mics teachers, lay leaders in the field or as houswives.

2. Industrial Arts Department

The objective of the Industrial Arts Department is to teach
skills of many kinds. The curriculum will include wood work-
ing, leatherwork, metal and jewelry work, ceramics, spinning,
weaving, bookbinding and related crafts.

In so far as possible, the principles of Fine Art will be the
basis for the skills, but the main purpose of the courses is

practical application of the skills in the improvement of Ko-
rean Homes, to increase their beauty and the economic pro-
ductivity of people in their homes.

3. Rural Sciences Department

This is the first attempt to develop a Department of rural

science in our Korean educational system. Provision is

needed for community development leadership training and
the gaining of skills to outreach to communities in need of

trained people in the field of rural sciences, or for taking

initiative in developing unmet needs.

Sociology Department

The basic aim of the Department of Sociology is to give
both theoretical and practical knowledge of the application of
science to the study of people and their problems. It aims
to train expert and realistic leader. Since leaders are not born,

but trained,each class will aim to spell out ways in which the

techniques of scientific investigation and analysis can be used
to help students to understand the strenghts and weaknesses
in their local communities and to develop skills in constructive

planning and solution of social problems. Sociology graduates
will be prepared to represent villages and other communities
or groups on the regional, national, and international level.

General Reauirements

For the first two years, introductory courses in humanities,

social sciences, natural sciences and languages are provided.

Particularly, introductory courses in sociology, agriculture,

child development and home economics are required for every

student.
