appointed the Levites, from twenty
years old and upward, over the work-
men in the house of the Lord. °And
Jesus and his sons and his brethren

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works in the house of God: the sons
of Enadad, their sons and their bre-
thren the Levites. '°And they laid a
foundation for building the house of

3 Let whatever is in the decree of the
God of heaven, be done: take heed
lest any one make an attack on the
house of the God of heaven, lest at
any time there should be wrath against
the realm of the king and his sons.
% Also this has been declared to
you, with t to all the priests,
and Levites, the singers, porters, Na-
thinim and ministers of the house of
God, let no tribute be paid to thee;
thou shalt not have power to oppress
them. % And thou, Esdras, as the
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wisdom of God s in thy hand, appoint
scribes and judges, that they may
judge for all the people beyond the
river, all that know the law of the
Lord thy God; and ye shall make it
known to him that knows not. **And
whosoever shall not do the law of God,
and the law of the king readily, judg-
ment shall be taken upon him, whether
for death or for chastisement, or for a
fine of his property, or casting into
prison. ¥ Blessed e the Lord God of
our fathers, who has put it thus into
the heart of the king, to glorify the
house of the Lord which is in Jerusa-
lem; *and has given me favour in the
eyes of the king, and of his coun-
cillors, and all the rulers of the king,
the exalted ones. And I was screuﬁth-
ened according to the good hand of
God upon me, and I gathered chief
men of Israel to go up with me.

§and Isaid, O Lord, I am ashamed
and confounded, O my God, to lift up
my face to thee: for our transgressions
bhave abounded over our head, and
our t have increased even to
heaven. 7From the days of our fathers
we have been in a great trespass until
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this day: and *because of our iniqui-
ties we, and our kings, and t6r.m.

our children, have been delivered into
the hand of the kings of the Gentiles
by the sword, and by captivity, and by
spoil, and with shame of our face as at
this day. °®And now our God has
dealt mercifully with us, so as to leave
us to escape, and to give us an estab-
lishment in the place of his sanc-

tuary, to enlighten our eyes, and to

give a little quickening in our ser-
vitude. ° For we are slaves, yet in
our servitude the Lord our God has
not deserted us; and he has extended
favour to us in the sight of the kings

that there is none such as our God,
for thou hast lightly visited our ini-
quities, and given us deliverance;

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God of Israel, thou art righteous; for
we remain yet escaped, as at this day:

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CHAPTER 1

1. IN the second year of the rei
of Artaxerxes the great king, ontf:a
first day of Nisan, Mardochzus the
son of Jairus, the son of Semeis3, the
son of Ciseus, of the tribe of Benja-
min, a Jew dwelling in the city Susa,
a great man, serving in the king’s
palace, saw a vision. Now he was of
the captivity which Nabuchodonosor
king of Ba{ylon had carried captive
from Jerusalem, with Jechonias the
king of Judea. And this was his
dream: Behold, voices and a noise,
thunders and earthquake, tumult upon
the earth. And, behold, two great
serpents came forth, both ready for
conflict, and there came from them a
great voice, and by their voice every
nation was prepared for battle, even to
fight against the nation of the just.
And, behold, a day of darkness and
blackness, tribulation and anguish,
affliction and great tumult upon the
earth. And all the righteous nation
was troubled, fearing their own afflic-
tions; and they prepared to die, and
cried to God: ang from their cry there
came as it were a great river from a
Little fountain, even much water. And
light and the sun arose, and the lowly

ters. And the king commanded Mar-
dochzus to attend 1n the palace, and
gave him gifts for this service. And
Aman the son of Amadathes the
Bugszan was honourable in the sight
of the king, and he endeavoured to
hurt Mardochzus and his people, be-
cause of the two chamberlains of the

king.

not expedient for the king to let them
alone. °Ifit seem good to the king,
let him make a decree to destroy them:
and I will remit into the king’s trea-
ten thousand talents of ailver.
1°And the king took off his ring, and
gave it into the hands of Aman, to
seal the decrees against the Jews. 'And
the king said tosi‘:‘nxn, Keep the silver,

t king Artaxerxes writes thus to
e rulers and inferior governors of a
hundred and twenty-seven provinces,
from India even to Ethiopia, who hold
authority under h#m. Ruler over many
nations, and having obtained dominion
over the whole world, I was minded,
(not elated by the confidence of power,
but ever conducting myself with great
moderation and with gentleness,) to
make the lives of my subjects continu-
ally tranquil, desiring both to maintain
the kingxd:m quiet and orderly to its
utmost [imits, and to restore the
desired by all men. But when { had
inquired of my counsellors how this
should be brought to pass, Aman, who
excels in soundness of judgment among
us, and has been manifestly well in-
clined without wavering and with un-
shaken fidelity, and has obtained the
second in the kingdom, informed
us that a certain ill-di eople is
mixed up with all the tnbes throughout
the world, opposed in their laws to
every other .nation, and continually
neglecting the commands of the kings,
go that the united government blame-
lessly administered by us is not quietly
established. Having then conceived
that this nation alome of all others is
continually set in opposition to every
man, introducing as a change a foreign
code of laws, and injuriously plotting
to accomplish the worst of evils against
our interests, and against the happy
establishment of the monmarchy; we
have accordingly appointed those who
are signified to you in the letters
written by Aman, who is set over the
public affairs and is our second go-
vernor, to destroy them all utterly with
their wivesand children by the swords
of the enemies, without pitying or
sparing any, on the fourteenth day of
hﬁe twelfth month Adar, of the present
year; that the people aforetime, and
now ill-dis to us having been
violently consigned to death in ome
day, may hereafter secure to us conti-
nually s well constituted and quiet
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state of affairs.] 'And the copies of
the letters were published in every pro-
vince; and an order was given to all
the nations to be ready against that
day. '"And the business was hastened
and that at Susa: and the king and
Aman be, to drink; but the city

was troubled.

4. But Mardochzus having per-
ceived what was done, rent s gar-
ments, and put on sackcloth, and
sprinkled dust upon himself; and hav-
ing rushed forth through the open
street of the city, he cried with a loud
voice, A nation that has done no wrong
is going to be destroyed. *And he
came to the king’s gate, and stood ; for
it was not la for him to enter into
the palace, wearing sackcloth and ashes.

And it is right to take heef with
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regard to the future, that we may
maintain the government in undis-
turbed peace for all men, adopting
needful changes, and ever ju«fging
those cases which come under our
notice, with truly equitable decision.
For whereas Aman, a Macedonian,
the son of Amadathes, in reality an
alien from the blood of the Persians,
and differing widely from our mild
course of government, having been
hospitably entertained by us, obtained
so large a share of our universal kind-
ness, as to be called our father, and to
continue the person next to the royal
throne, reverenced of all; ke, however,
+ Gr. nothav- ' overcome by the pride of
ngborme.  hj¢ station, endeavoured to
deprive us of our dominion, and our
ter.spirit.  'life; having by various
and subtle artifices demanded for de-
struction both Mardochseus our de-
liverer and perpetual benefactor, and
Esther the blameless consort of our
kingdom, with their whole nation.
For by these methods he thou%ht,
having surprised us in a defenceless
state, to transfer the dominion of the
Persians to the Macedonians. But we
find that the Jews, who have been
consigned to destruction by the *most
+ @r. thrice abominable of men, are not
suilty. malefactors, but living ac-
cording to the justest laws, and being
the sons of the living God, the most
t Gr.greatest. high and * mighty, who
maintains the kingdom, to us as well
as to our forefathers, in the most ex-
cellent order. Ye will therefore do
well in refusing to obey the letters
sent by Aman the son ofy Amadathes,
because he that has done these things,
* 6r. or, im. D88 been ! ha.nfed with
peled, same  his whole family at the
subsequently tes of Susa, Almighty
for crucified.  (3od having swiftly returned
to him a worthy recompense. We
enjoin you then, having openly pub-
lished a copy of this letter in every
place, to give the Jews permission to

use their own lawful customs, and to
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strengthen them, that on the thirteenth
of the twelfth month Adar, on the self-
same day, they may defend themselves
against those who attacked them in a
time of affliction. For in the place of
the destruction of the chosen race,
Almighty God has granted them this
time of gladness. Do ye therefore
also, among your notable feasts, keep a
distinct day with all festivity, that
both now and hereafter it may be a day
of deliverance to us and those who are
well disposed towards the Persians, but
to those that plotted against us a me-
morial of destruction. And every cit
and province collectively, which sha!
not do accordingly, be consumed
with vengeance by and fire: 1t
shall be made not only inaccessible to
men, but also most hateful to wild
beasts and birds for ever. And let the
copies be posted in conspicuous places
throughout the kingdom, and let all
the Jews be ready against this day, to
fight against their enemies.

9. “So the horsemen went forth
with haste to perform the king’s com-
mands; and the ordinance was also
published in Susa. '*And Mardo-
chzus went forth robed in the royal
apparel, and wearing a golden crown,
and a diadem of fine purple linen: and
the people in Susa saw i¢ and rejoiced.
1$And the Jews had light and glad-
ness, 7in every city and province
wherever the ordinance was published :
wherever the proclamation took place,
the Jews had joy and gladness, feast-
ing and mirth: and many of the Gen-
tiles were circumcised, and became
Jews, for fear of the Jews. !For in
the twelfth month, on the thirteenth
day of the month which is Adar, the
letters written by the king arrived.
?In that day the adversames of the
Jews perished: for no one resisted,
through fear of them. 3 For the chiefs
of the satraps, and the princes, and the
royal scribes honoured the Jews; for
the fear of Mardochzus lay upon them.

.
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‘For the order of the king was in
force, that he should be celebrated in
all the kingdom. ®And in the city
Susa the Jews slew five hundred men:
"both Pharsannes, and Delphon and
Phasga, ®and Pharadatha, and Barea,
and Sarbaca, ?and Marmasima, and
Ruphzus, and Arseus, and Zabuthaus,
Wthe ten sons of Aman the son of
Amadathes the Bugzan, the enemy of
the Jews, and they plundered their

pr on the same day: ''and the
number of them that perished in Susa
was rendered to the king. 2 And the

king said to Esther, The Jews have
slain five hundred men in the city
Susa; and how, thinkest thou, have
they used them in the rest of the
country? What then dost thou yet
ask, that it may be done for thee?
13 And Esther said to the king, Let it
be granted to the Jews so to treat them
to-morrow as to hang the ten sons of
Aman. And he permitted it to be
so done; and he gave up}to the Jews
of the city the bodies of the sons of
Aman to hang. ' And the Jews
assembled in Susa on the fourteenth
day of Adar, and slew three hundred
men, but plundered no property. **And
the rest of the Jews w&o were in the
kingdom assembled, and *helped one

+Gr.lit.them- another, and obtained rest

oo seane from theirencmies: for they
e or destroyed fifteen thousand
Teflectioe actof of them on the thirteenth
Epb. 5. 19; day of Adar, but took no

spoil. 7 And they rested
on the fourteenth of the same month,
and kept it as a day of rest with joy
and gladness. ¥ And the Jews in the
city Susa assembled also on the four-
teenth day, and rested; and they kept
also the fifteenth with joy and glas
ness. ?On this account then # is
that the Jews dispersed in every foreign
land kecp the fourteenth of Adar as a
tGr.goodday. *holy day with joy, sending
sortions to one another. 2°And Mar-

ochzus wrote these things in a book,

and sent them to the Jews, as many
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as were in the kingdom of Artaxerxes,
both them that were near and them
that were afar off, 2! to establish these
as joyful days, and to keep the four-
teenth and fifteenth of Adar; 22for on
these days the Jews obtained rest from
their cnemies: and as to the month,
which was Adar, in which a change
was made for them, from mourning to
joy, and from sorrow to a good day,
to spend the whole of it in good days
of 'feasting and gladness, +¢r. wea.
sending portions to their &
friends, and to the poor. *And the
Jews consented to this accordingly as
Mardochzus wrote to them, * showing
how Aman the son of Amadathes the
Macedonian fought-against them, how
he made a decree and cast *lots *6r. 10t
to destroy them utterly; 2 glso how
he went 1nto the king, telling Aim to
hang Mardochzus: but all the calami-
ties%le tried to bring upon the Jews
came upon himself, and he was hanged,
and his children. 2 Therefore these
days were called Phrure, because of
the lots; (for in their language they
are called Phrure;) because of the
words of this letter, and because of all
they suffered on this account, and all
that happened to them. * And Mar-
doch@us made it a settled thing, and
the Jews took upon themselves, and
upon their seed, and upon those that
were joined to them ¢o observe it,neither
would they on any account behave
differently: but these days were to be
a memoral kept in every generation,
and city, and family, and province.
% And these days of the Phrure, said
they, shall be kept for ever, and their
memorial shall not fail in any genera-
tion. * And queen Esther, the daugh-
ter of Aminadab, and Mardocheus the
Jew, wrote all that they had done,
and the confirmation of the letter of
Phrure. 2 And Mardocheus and
Esther the queen appointed a fast for
themselves privately, even at that time
also having formed their plan against
their own health. 32 And Esther estab-
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lished it by a command for ever, and
it was written for a memorial.

10. And the king levied a taz upon
his kingdom both by land and sea.
?And as for his strength and valour,
and the wealth and glory of his king-
dom, behold, they are written in the
book of the Persians and Medes, for a
memorial. 3And Mardochzus * was
por- macceetied viceroy to king Artaxerxes,
totheplaceof. and was a great man in the
kingdom, and honoured by the Jews,
and passed his life beloved of all his
nation. And Mardochzus said, These
things have been done of God. Forl
remember the dream which I had con-
cerning these matters: for not one par-
ticruliz;gof them has failed. There?:ars
the little fountain, which became a
river, and there was light, and the
sun, and much water. The river is
Esther, whom the king married, and
made queen. And the two serpents
are ] and Aman. And the nations
are those nations that combined to de-
stroy the name of the Jews. But as
Jor my nation, this is Israel, even they
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that cried to God, and were delivered:
for the Lord delivered his people, and
the Lord rescued us out of :H.l these
calamities; and God wrouiht such
signs and great wonders as have not
been done famong the na- ti.c. ontne
tions. Therefore did he ®de°t
ordain two lots, one for the people of
God, and one for all the other nations.
And these two lots camc(ala for ;.n ap-
inted season, and for a of judg-
Eloent, before God, and .fgr n.li Sfe
nations. And God remembered his
people, and vindicated his inheritance.
And they shall observe these days, in
the month Adar, on the fourteenth
and on the fifteenth day of the month,
with an assembly, and joy and glad-
ness before God, throughout the gene-
rations for ever among his people
Israel. In the fourth year of the rejgn
of Ptolemy and Cleopatra, Dositheus,
who said that he was a priest and
a Levite, and Ptolemy his son, brought
in the published letter of Phrure,
which tﬁey said existed, and which
Lysimachus the son of Ptolemy, who
was in Jerusalem, had interpreted.
