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FOREWORD 

As  is  well  known,  various  systems  of  accentuation  are  being  followed  by 
scholars  in  distinguishing  the  values  of  cuneiform  signs.  In  many  of  these 
schemes  there  is  no  uniformity  as  to  the  accent  used,  while  others  include 
only  such  values  as  are  found  in  a  comparatively  small  group  of  inscriptions. 

In  the  following  system  of  accentuation  each  value  is  differentiated  by  an 
accent,  so  that  the  corresponding  sign  can  be  readily  identified.  Both 
Sumerian  and  Akkadian  values  are  included  because  it  was  thought  more 
convenient  and  less  confusing  to  have  but  one  list  for  the  two  languages, 
rather  than  a  separate  list  for  each.  Primarily  only  monosyllabic  values  are 
considered,  others  are  given  when  the  same  value  occurs  for  more  than  one 
sign.  For  the  values  designated  by  h  in  Akkadian  and  frequently  by  g  in 
Sumerian,  it  seemed  best,  in  order  to  avoid  many  duplications,  to  use  the 
same  letter;  so  that  h  in  the  list  represents  both  the  Sumerian  and  Akkadian 
values.  The  list  must  naturally  be  supplemented  from  time  to  time  as  new 
values  are  found.
