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PREFATORY NOTE.

Some explanation is needed to justify the appearance of the

present volume of Ibn Miskawayh without Summary or Index.

The first volume of this facsimile edition was published in

March 1909, and when funds became available for another

volume, Prince Teano, at the request of the late Mr Amedroz,

agreed that the last two volumes in the series should next be

taken in hand. These covered the eventful years of the Buyid

Supremacy, a period in which Mr Amedroz was more especially

interested. In the course of 1912 Prince Teano sent us from

Rome the facsimile sheets of these two volumes, the first of which

(Volume V), after many delays connected with the production of

its Summary and Index, was published in the summer of 1913.

Prior to this, at a General Meeting of the Gibb Trustees (held

ist March 1913), Mr Amedroz who as a Trustee was in pos-

session of the un-bound facsimile sheets of both these volumes

informed his colleagues that he proposed to edit Vols. V and VI

of Ibn Miskawayh under an agreement with the Ministry of

Education in Cairo. He therefore desired authority to deal with

the text of the yet unpublished volume (VI). The Minutes of

this Meeting state " that the Trustees could not give the neces-

sary permission, which by courtesy, if not by right, vested with

Prince Teano, who had had the MSS. photographed for the

Trust-facsimile; and that the Cairo officials must approach Prince

Teano if they required volume VI before it was published by the

Trust. And it was resolved that Mr Amedroz be informed that

this volume VI, the facsimile of which was already in his pos-

session, must be treated as
'

Confidential' till the Summary and

Index had been made and the volume published."



xii PREFATORY NOTE

It will be remembered that during the year before last Italy

joined the Allies, and the young Italian Orientalist, com-

missioned before the war by Prince Teano to make the Summary
and Index, has been unable to complete his work, being now at

the front, in the army.
In March of the present year the Trustees learned with regret

of the sudden and premature death (on the i/th of that month)
of their colleague Mr Amedroz. During April they for the first

time became aware that from the Gibb facsimile of the fifth

and sixth volumes the Arabic text had already been printed
off at Cairo by the late Mr Amedroz. These form the first two

volumes of his projected edition, of which the third volume,

already partly in type, contains the Dhayl or Continuation of

Ibn Miskawayh's chronicle composed by Abu Shuja', a con-

temporary historian. By a clause in his Will Mr Amedroz has

left funds for the completion of his edition under the editorship
of the Reverend Professor Margoliouth : who, it is understood,
will prepare the latter part of the volume containing Abu Shuja''s

Dhayl, add the necessary Index, and provide a translation of the

whole work.

Under these circumstances the Trustees are of opinion that

it is useless to incur the delay involved in preparing a separate

Summary and Index to Vol. VI of the facsimile, which, since

it has long since been printed off, they proceed to publish as the

original from which the forthcoming edition projected by their

late colleague has been made.

Prince Teano, who has been at the Italian front for many
months, is at present too much occupied to do more than give
his general assent to the appearance of the present volume,
and in his absence the Trustee in Charge of the work has been

commissioned to make the present statement.
