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PREFACE OF THE EDITOR.

X HIS Volume contains the two Books of Common

Prayer set forth by authority of ParHament in the reign

of King Edward VI. They are printed concurrently in

such a manner that the reader may easily observe the

differences existing in them, and trace the progress which

was made at that jjeriod in the reformation of religious

worship. In the Appendix is added the Order of the

communion, which had been published previously by

Royal authority, and carried into effect the first measure

of a religious character adopted by the legislature in that

reign. It will be necessary, by way of preftice, to give a

short notice of the opinions and occurrences of those

times, in order to bring the subject distinctly before the

general reader.

The chano-es which had been made durino; the reion

of Henry VIIT. for the establishment of pure religion,

were neither many in number, nor in themselves of the

first importance. De])ending in great measure upon the

opinions of that prince, they had their origin, and took

their character, from some temper of mind, or some se-

cular design, with Mliicli they had no natural connection.

They were ado])ted in the first instance witliout regard

to their relative importance, and were ])ersisted in or

abandoned without consideration of their real value. The

native disposition and acquired habits of Henry's mind

gave him a strong inclination in favour of the ancient

a 2
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learning ;
and though he was too headstrong to yield

implicit obedience to the court of Rome, and too sensible

to tolerate its most flagrant corruptions, he cherished to

the last its religious and moral system, and felt neither

respect nor sympathy for the genuine principles of the

Keformation.

But thouofh he seems to have been desirous of en-

forcing on his own authority the same * confession of

faith and order of discipline which had previously been

exacted by the court of Rome, he had undesignedly

been encouraging among his subjects a spirit of inquiry,

and a capacity and taste for religious controversy, to

such an extent, that, whatever might be the evils at-

tendant on them, tlicy could not fail to be productive

of great benefit, in the opposition they created to his

despotic measures. From the time also when he found

it convenient to appeal to Universities, and to learned

foreigners, for their judgment on the subject of his di-

vorce, lie opened a communication '^ with the reformers

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of the continent, and indirectly gave them a general

influence on his counsels and on public opinion, so

favourable for the propagation of their own sentiments,

that they did not neglect to employ it. Besides the

sanction M'hich he sought to obtain from them in favour

of particular measures, he was desirous that several of

them should visit England as a legation from the German

protestants, and should assist in drawing up a joint con-

fession of faith, a hope being held out to them that the

English reformers would accede to all the important

views of their continental brethren.

The issue of these ncijotiations throws further liofht

on Henry's motives in desiring that the council of pro-

testants should be held in England, and on the extent

to which he Mas at that time prepared to go in re-

nouncing Romish errors. A legation from the protest-

ant princes of Germany
*^ arrived in England in the

year 1538 ; conferences were opened with Cranmer and

Ep. \Kk ;m.

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other divines of the English church ;
several principal

articles of faith were ado])ted in conformity with the

confession of Augsburg ; but when the questions of im-

mediate interest began to be considered, such as the

denial of the cup to the laity, the use of private pro-

pitiatory masses, and the celibacy of the clergy, Henry
refused his consent to any deviation from the ancient

practice, and with the view of making an impression

in his own favour, signified his intention of taking part

in the discussion in person. Under such circumstances

no agreement could be obtained, and the council was

dissolved.

Edward VI. then on succeeding to the throne found

the cause of the Reformation advanced to the following

extent. The church of England was a distinct body, ac-

knowledging no allegiance whatever to the church of

Rome : the Bible had been translated into English, and

though close limits had been placed on the circulation of

it, had been ])ublicly declared ^ to be " the only touch-

stone of true learning :" the Litany and other portions of

the public services had also been translated, and published,

together with many forms of private prayer, in order that

all
"
such*^ as are ignorant of any strange or foreign speech

may have what to pray in their own acquainted and fami-

liar language with fruit and understanding :" several ^ su-

perstitious ceremonies and flagrant abuses had been re-

moved, having also been exposed to ])ublic contempt :

and commissioners" had been appointed to alter the ser-

vice of the church, to draw up a new code of ecclesiastical

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law, and to correct other superstitious practices still

remaining.

As these concessions had been obtained at different

periods, had some of them been partially retracted, and

were all to be held in subordination to portions of the

ancient system, which were essentially opposed to them,

they express, when taken together and without limitation,

a greater amount of change than had ever been carried

into practice at any one time in the reign of Henry.

Public opinion however had not only adopted them, but

had silently been urging them on to their natural conse-

quences ; and when the impediments presented by the

character of Henry had been removed by his death, it

seemed as if a new impulse had suddenly risen up within

the nation, displaying at once the maturity of its strength,

and rejoicing as a giant to run its course. The service of

the mass, for instance, had hitherto been strictly retained ;

it had been enjoined afresh by the law of the Six Ar-

ticles
;

it had been maintained as indispensable in the

conference with the German legates ;
and had been the

occasion from which persons had suffered death for dis-

senting from the ancient faith. But in the first year of

the reign of Edward, the convocation^^ having unani-

mously approved of the measure, an act of parliament

was passed converting the mass into a communion, and

requiring tliat the sacrament of the Lord's supper should

be delivered to the people, and under both kinds. Within

four months afterwards, on the 8tli of jNTarch 1548, ap-

peared the Order' of the Communion, accompanied by a

proclamation, in which a promise was given of '"
otlier

such ofodlv orders as mio'lit be most to God's o-lorv, tlieo

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edifying of the people, and for the advancement of true

religion ;" but the reformers were also admonished " to

stay and quiet themselves, as men content to follow au-

thority, and not enterprising to run before, and so by
their rashness become the greatest hinderers."

In the meantime were issued three^ several proclama-

tions, the first concerning
" the irreverent talkers of the

sacrament," the second "
for the abstaining from flesh in

the Lent time," the third ''

against such as innovate any

ceremony, or preach without license," all of them calcu-

lated to restrain the impetuosity of the reformers, but

none of them preventing the gradual removal of ancient

errors, and the first of them tending, as was probably de-

signed, to prepare the way for more just conceptions of the

doctrine of the real presence. The Order of the Commu-

nion itself, though it introduced no new principle into the

service of the church, was so constructed^ as to bring in a

more correct practice in the matter of confession, and to

lead to improved opinions respecting the nature of the

sacramental elements.

But though the more prominent acts of the govern-

ment were designed to allay the alarms of the Romanists,

other measures were taken to advance the cause of the

reformation, by promoting more spiritual views of faith

and practice. Besides the visitation ai)])ointed to inquire

into and amend the state of reli^'ion throu<>-hout the kiiii>'-

doni, Erasmus' Para[)hrase of the >se\v Testament was trans-

lated into English, and being directed by authority to be

j)laced'" o[)enly in the churches, together with tlie English

k Cramncr's Works, App. vul.

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Bible, laid a foundation for the general exercise of private

judgment, which was opposed in its principles, and fatal

in its consequences, to the ancient system. The spirit of

inquiry thus powerfully excited was encouraged by the

publication of a Book of Homilies, in which the great

points of faith and justification were interpreted accord-

ing to the new learning, and by the circulation of Tracts

translated from the principal works of the foreign re-

formers.

The communication with those eminent men, which

had been opened in the first instance at the desire and for

the private purposes of Henry, and had been discontinued

from a mutual feeling of distrust, during the latter portion

of his reign, was resumed" at the death of that prince,

and soon carried to the greatest jwssible extent. Hooper,

Home, Cox, Traheron, and others, who became conspi-

cuous in the history of the English church, were frequent

correspondents, and some of them intimate friends, of

Bulh'nger" and the reformers of Zurich

its Homilies, and with the view of recommending further

alterations; Calvin <i dedicated a part of his Commentary
to the protector Somerset, and urged him to carry on the

great work in which he was engaged ;
Cranmer'" repeated

his earnest invitations to Melancthon, Hardenberg, and

other distinguished reformers; and John a Lasco, John

ab Ulmis, Dryander, Utenhovius, Peter Alexander, Ber-

nardin Ochin, Micronius, Valerandus Pollanus, the

younger Justus Jonas, and others, together with Bucer,

Peter Martyr, Fagius, and Tremellius, were received in

England in the most favourable manner, and many of

them placed in situations of trust and influence.

The spirit promoted by these zealous foreigners was

already in full activity in the minds of the English

reformers, although, in their case, it was united with

a clearer perception of the difficulties in their way.

In the first year of Edward's reign the convocation *

inquired into the progress which had been made, at

their desire, in examining, reforming, and publishing

the divine service; and in the following year the king

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in England, the new Liturgy was greatly indebted, where-

ever it deviated from the ancient breviaries, to the pro-

gress already made on the continent in the reformation

of religious worship. One of the most remarkable occur-

rences, recorded in the eventful history of the times, is

the attempt made by '^Herman, elector of Cologne, a

Roman catholic archbisho}), and a sovereign prince, to

establish within his electorate a purer system of doctrine

and discipline. His attempt was ultimately unsuccessful ;

but the zeal and energy of the venerable prelate, and

the learning and ])rudence with which his measures were

conducted, attracted the notice and secured the respect

and sympathy of all protestant churches. lie resigned

his see in the year 1547, but he had previously published

a book, the com])osition of Avhich had been entrusted

to ^"jNIelancthon and liuccr, containing his views of a

"Christian reformation founded on God's word." This

book was translated into ^^P'.nglish, and published in the

year 1547, and this first edition was speedily followed

by another, bearing testimony, as we may reasonably

assume, to the great interest that was felt in England on

the subject of it, and to the influence it exercised in

favour of the new learning.

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However this may be, it is certain that *^Craiimer cor-

responded with the German prelate, and interested the

king's council in his behalf; and it cannot be doubted

that his book was much employed by the commission as-

sembled at Windsor in the compilation of their new form

of Common Prayer. In the great body of their work in-

deed they derived their materials from the earlier services

of their own church; but in the occasional offices, it is

clear on examination that they were indebted to the

labours of ]Melancthon and Bucer, and through them to

the older Liturgy of Nuremberg, which those reformers

were instructed to follow. It is a strong evidence of the

prudence and discernment of the English divines, and

especially of the primate who presided over them, that

they drew up so temperate a form of public worship,

when the great body of the people, for whom it was de-

signed, were totally unfitted for any further alterations.

But though it was clearly shewn by the disturbances

which soon followed, that the commissioners had gone to

the utmost limits of jirudence in the construction of the

new^ Liturgy, it is equally clear that several of the tenets

and ceremonies retained by them did not meet with sup-

})ort from the foreign reformers, and awakened the hos-

tility of many of the most active and resolute of their

own countrymen. As early as in July 1549 tlie Liturgy

was transhited into Latin, and a 'copy was sent by Hills,

a well known merchant, and devoted friend of the pro-

testant cause, to the divines of Zurich
;
another translation

was soon made into tlie same language by ^'Alexander

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Aless, a native of Scotland, then residing as a professor

at Leipsic; and a third was undertaken, though it ap-

pears to have been left imperfect, by ''sir John Cheke.

Calvin' wrote to the protector Somerset, before the close

of the same year, complaining of several parts of the ser-

vice, on information which he appears to have obtained

from Bucer; a Lasco*^ addressed himself to Cranmer on

the continuance of certain practices which he deemed

superstitious ;
and '

Martyr and Bucer, then holding re-

spectively the office of king's professor of theology in

the universities of Oxford and Cambridge, would natu-

rally not continue silent respecting prayers and cere-

monies, which they formally reported to be unsound

and dangerous, when they were consulted afterwards by

Cranmer.

Great, however, as was the authority of these and

other distinguished foreigners, it was neither proclaimed

as boldly, nor calculated to make as much impression,

expressly for that purpose. On the contrary, we may infer from its

title that it was made for general use; "Ad consolationem Elcclesia-

rum Christi uhicunque locorum ac gentium." Compare Alelancthon's

Epistles published by Wegscheider, and his Epistle to Camerarius,

No. 7H3. an.

party, though probably not numerous,

which espoused the peculiar sentiments of Calvin ;
there

were others, and "Cranraer, it appears, had recently been

one of them, adhering strictly to the o])inions of Luther;

there were many, and those among the most active and

most learned, who adopted the views of Bullinger and

the theologians of Zurich
;
there was a still larger body

anxious to combine all classes of ])rotestants under one

general confession
;
and all these, though with distinct

objects and different degrees of impatience, looked for-

ward to a revision of the Lituro^v, to brino- it more com-

pletely into accordance with their own sentiments.

These expectations soon began to produce their natu-

ral effect. In the "convocation of 1550 the question was

entertained in each house whether certain rubrics and

other passages should not be altered, and an especial

reference was niade to the form of words emi)loyed when

the sacred elements were given to communicants. But

the greatest impulse was derived from the known senti-

ments of the I'king and the leading members of his

council. After the fall of the ])rotector Somerset, and

Catechism, the convocation was induced to delegate its authority to

a commission appointed by the king.

them by means of parliament.

In the mean time, as the Book of Common Prayer

contained no form of consecrating and ordaining Bishops,

Priests, and Deacons, the commissioners had drawn up

an Office for that purpose, which was now confirmed by

act of parliament, and published in JNIarch 1550^ And

this might naturally be considered as the termination of

their labours
;
but there is reason to believe that the

commission was not discharged, and that the same per-

sons, who still continued members of it, were soon after-

wards instructed to revise the whole Book of Common

Prayer, and to introduce such alterations as might seem

to them to be required.

The state of })ublic opinion had now at once furnished

an opportunity, and created a necessity, for further change.

The hopes of the Romanists had been extinguished, partly

by the defeat of the insurgents in Devonshire, but prin-

cipally by the strong protestant feeling expressed in the

council and the i)arliament ;
and the tendency was car-

ried so far in the opposite direction, that encouragement
was afforded for the circulation of books and the inculca-

tion of opinions favourable to the tui-bulent sect of the

Anabaptists. There were two subjects of dispute which

require to be especially noticed, not merely for their im-

found in lieyliu's time on the regiptci? of convocation.

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portance among the controversies of that period, but also

on account of their direct connection with the projected

revision of the Liturgy.

The lawful use of clerical vestments was a question

which, more than any other at this time, disturbed the

harmony of the English church, and brought scandal

upon the cause of the reformation. To common ob-

servers, and as expressed in common language, the ques-

tion appeared to be of little consequence ;
but it was in

reality the ground on which two great parties were con-

tent to meet, for the discussion of principles connected

with the foundation of church government, and essential

to their several existence. It was required, in a rubric

of the first Liturgy, that "at the time appointed for the

ministration of the holy conmiunion, the priest that shall

execute the holy ministry, shall ])ut upon him the vesture

appointed for that ministration, that is to say, a white

albe plain, with a vestment or cope." It w'as also re-

quired, that " whensoever the bishop shall celebrate the

holy communion in the church, or execute any other

public ministration, he shall have ujion him, beside his

rochet, a surplice or albe, and a cope or vestment, and

also his pastoral staflf in his liantl, or else borne or holden

by his chaplain." Now it was a sufficient objection in

those days, that a distinction was thus made between the

services of the church, wdiich had a tendency to u])liold

the ancient superstitions of the mass in the minds of the

common people. But the question really at issue was of

a much more vital character. It affected the first prin-

ciples of church authority, and disputed the right of any

body of meuj under whatever name they were asscniibled,

to impose ceremonies, which, though considered indif-

ferent by the great body of believers, were hold by manv

1) 2
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to be of noxious tendency, and by some were felt to be

sinful. This question was brought to an issue by the de-

termined resistance of Hooper, when nominated to the

see of Gloucester. Having contracted ^sentiments in ac-

cordance with those of the Swiss reformers, partly from

a residence at Zurich, but still more from the natural

vehemence of his character, he refused to wear the epi-

scopal vestments. By the influence he had acquired from

his learning, his indefatigable exertions, and his reputa-

tion for eminent sanctity, he had recommended himself

to many of the leading reformers, had been supported

in his conscientious scruples by his patron the "earl of

Warwick, and had even obtained the interposition of

the youthful monarch in his favour. But in this in-

stance Cranmer was inexorable. In his own sentiments

he was not unfriendly to an alteration of the rubric
;
and

on a former '^occasion, when a scruple of conscience had

been pleaded, he had given the strongest proof of his

moderation, by dispensing with the use of the customary

habits. But in the present instance new dangers had

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arisen, and great principles were at stake ; and Cranmer

refused to confer consecration, when, by so doing, lie

w^ould have acted in violation of positive law, and in

contempt of the authority of the church. These views

finally prevailed ;
and Hooper, having persisted in his

refusal till he had lost the J" confidence not only of his

countrymen, but even of the foreign reformers, yielded

to an apparent 'compromise, and received ^consecration

at the hands of Cranmer.

The inquiries instituted in the progress of this dispute

were decisive not only as to the conduct of the arch-

bishop, but also as to the continuance of the rubric. The

most eminent reformers, whether in England or on the

continent, includinnf ^Martvr and Bucer, who endeavoured

to overcome the resistance of Hooper, and ''Bullinger

and Calvin, who interceded in his favour, expressed an

earnest hope that whenever an opportunity should arise,

the obnoxious practice should be abandoned. The rubric

was omitted in the second Liturgy, and the more tem-

perate among the ol)ieetors were reconciled by the in-

troduction of more simple vestments. But the dispute

has ever since existed, although its outward form and

y John ab Ulmis, writing to Bullinger in Feb. !.".'> 1, says, iloperus

apud principes ob litem vestiariam excidit : and Hooper himself to

EuUingcr, in Aug. l.")51, states that a Lasco was tlie onlv person who

sup;)orted him throughout.

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method of expression have sometimes varied. It was

revived at Frankfort, and distracted the unhappy ^'church,

which took refuge there during the reign of Mary. It

was brous'ht back to Eno^land on the accession of Ehza-

beth by Knox, Goodman, Whittingham, and others, and

still continues in the persons of their successors to con-

tract the usefulness, and to destroy the unity, of the

British church.

The other subject of dispute, wliich it appears neces-

sary to notice, is the nature of the sacramental elements

in the Lord's Supper. This subject, like the one already

considered, might seem in itself to be of small compass,

and of secondary importance ;
but it was then, and has

often since been treated, as involving the main principles

of the whole controversy, and as being itself the sum

and substance of all the points disputed between the Re-

formers and the Romanists. Neither the interest, how-

ever, nor the intricacy of the subject terminated there.

The reformers were ao-reed, as lonfr as thev confined

themselves to the denial of the Romish doctrine
;
but

they were immediately divided when they attemjited the

positive exposition of their own. INIoreover, between the

belief of the Lutherans, who held that the bread and

the body were combined, and the extreme 0])inion of the

Anabaptists, who maintained that the whole service was

merely a commemorative rite, there was space sufficient

It does not appear, however

anxious he was to offer his assistance, that the peculiar

oj)inions of Calvin were approved, or his advice either

sought or rejected, by the primate and the other com-

Cranmer's matured opinions on the nature of the sacraments, as he

expressed them in his two treatises, appear to have coincided with

those of the church of Zurich, as contained in the Helvetic Confession,

adopted at Basil in the year 153(5. Take the following as a specimen.

Cranmer :

" The bread and wine be not Christ's very body and blood,

but they be figures, which by Christ's institution be unto the godly
receivers thereof sacraments, tokens, significations, and representations

of his very flesh and blood ; instructing their faith, that as the bread

and wine feed them corporally, and continue this temporal life, so the

very I'esh and blood of Christ feedeth them spiritually, and giveth

them everlasting life."

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The commissioners appear to have completed their re-

vision of the Book of Common Prayer before the end of

the year 1551. Early in the next year a bill for the

uniformity of divine service, with the Book of Common

Prayer annexed to it, was brought into the house of

lords, and was finally passed in the house of commons

and returned to the lords on the 14th of April, 1552.

It was ordered that the new service ^ should be used

throughout the kingdom from the feast of All Saints

following.

It it not necessary to enumerate ^ the other changes

that were made in this revision of the Liturgy. It may,

however, bo desirable to notice two of them ; the one

on account of its novelty, the other on account of its

connection with the early history of the church.

In the first Liturgy the morning and evening services

began with the Lord's Prayer : in the second, the morn-

ing service opened with the Introductory Sentences, the

Exhortation, the General Confession, and the Absolution.

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It has been an object of some interest to ascertain from

what source these compositions were derived ;
and in the

absence of actual information, it has been surmised that

the suggestion was taken from the Liturgy jDublished by

Calvin for the use of the Genevan church in the year 1545.

That Liturgy indeed contains no form of absolution ; but

it is known from a statement made by Calvin '
himself,

was ])rinted in England at the very period when the Book of Com-

mon Prayer was under revision. This is evident from tlie circum-

stance that the translation of Pollauus alone contains an absolution,

Calvin's not having the slightest trace of one." But the absolution

in Pollanus is merely the following notice :

"
II ic Pastor ex Scriptura

that, if tlie question lies between those two Reformers, the English

commissioners were indebted to Calvin rather than to Pollanus for

the suggestion on which they constructed their form of absolution.

Probably, however, it was not taken from either of them, but from the

Liturgy used bv a Lasco in the German church, which was protected

by Cranmer, and incorporated bv letters jiatent in the year l.">;jO.

The following portions at least of the Confession and Absolution used

in that church bear a strong resemblance to the form adopted bv the

commissioners.

The commissioners would not have

rejected a good suggestion" merely because it proceeded

from Calvin; but in this instance there w^as no opportunity

for putting such a scruple to the test. The breviaries of

Heylin says, (Hist. Ref. p. <"5.) and Collier repeats the statement,

(Mist. vol. II. p. 'jrhi.) that Calvin offered his assistance to Cranmer,

but that Cranmer " knew the man, and refused his offer." This

statement appears to be overcharged. It is clear indeed from Calvin's

letters and dedications that he frequently offered his advice to F^dward

and the English reformers, and that he was urged to do so bv Bucer

and other correspondents in England. He began with his Dedication

to the Protector Somerset in the year 154S, and so late in the reign

of Edward, as in Feb. 1,15!>, he requested Cheke to let him know
"

si quando regcm censueris meis exhortationibus excitari posse."

(Calv. Epist. p. <'8, cd. Amsl.) But he ajjpears to have acted with

the concurrence, and even at the sugge?tion, of Cranmer ;
who wrote

to him in !552 to ask for his assistance in forming a convention of

" docti ct pii viri, qui alios antecellunt eruditione et judicio

capita omnia ecclesiastica? doctrinte tractarer.t." (Cranm. Works, vol. I.

p. .'340. with Jenkvns' note : and his prcf. at p. civ. Calv. Epist.

p. i'}]
.) Calvin also said, in a letter to Farcl in June 1551, (Calv.

Epist. p. '2-iO.)
" Cantuariensis nihil me utilius facturum admonuit,

quam si ad regem saepius scriberem."

Nevertheless his peculiar opinions were not a])prove(l by the lead-

ing reformers in England, who, like tlie divines of Zurich, adoi)ted

generally the opposite sentiments of Lutlier and ]\Ielancthon. Bul-

linger, wlien questioned on the subject of foreknowledge and predes-

tination bv Tralieron in E"(52, wrote a long and clalxirate account of

the points in which lie differed from Calvin. Hess. Catul. vol. II.

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the English church contained" many forms of absolution;

and the practice was so familiar to the Reformers, that

we find it required, on the visitation appointed in the first

year of Edward's reign, in the following injunction y;
" That

the damnable vice of despair may be clearly taken away,

and firm belief and steadfast hope surely conceived of all

their parishioners, being in any danger, they [the curates]

shall learn and have always in a readiness such comfort-

able places and sentences of scripture as do set forth the

mercy, benefits, and goodness of Almighty God, towards

all penitent and believing persons."

The other alteration which remains to be noticed, was

in the form now known as the Prayer for the Church

INIilitant. In the first Liturgy that prayer was simply
" for the whole state of Christ's Church," and ended with

a sentence recommending the dead to the mercy of God.

The sentence was omitted on the revision, and the words
" militant here in earth" were added in the prefix, to shew

that the church not only did not practise intercession for

the dead, but even carefully excluded it.

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Prayer has undergone several authorized examinations,

grounds for attributing this report to BuUinger." It certainly appears

from the tract to which Strype was indebted for his information (Dis-

course of the Troubles at Frankfort, p. 42.), that BuUinger was not the

person with whom the report originated, but probably either the Mr. H.

or Mr. C. mentioned in the same passage. May we not suppose there-

fore that it originated either with Home or Cox, who both corresponded

with BuUinger, and would either of them satisfy all the other circum-

stances of the case ? But whether this supposition be correct or other-

wise, there are reasons for considering the report as an exaggerated
statement rather than as entirely groundless. In this matter, as in

many others, the whole question turned on the nature of the sacraments.

Martyr, writing to BuUinger in June l."3o2, after the completion of the

second Liturgy, says,
" Reformatio in Anglia ob rem sacramentariam ob-

tineri nequit. Liber tamen rituum ecclesiae ac administrationis sacra-

mentorum est eraendatus. An usus sacramentorum gratiam Dei conferat,

magnopere inter se disceptant Angli, qui ab operum meritis vix avelli

possunt." (Hess, Catal. p. 60.) This was also the opinion of Hooper,
a Lasco, and others of the sacramentaries, who, together with Martyr,

were at that time in high repute at the court of Edward, and were

members of the commission appointed to act with Cranmer in preparing

a code of ecclesiastical law. A Lasco more especially, of whose influence

we have already had abundant ti-aces, joined with BuUinger and Calvin

in objecting to the use of the surplice, to private baptism, churching of

women, the ring in marriage, and other " hurtful and offensive ceremo-

nies," as Calvin afterwards called them. (Calv. Epist. p. 9(]. Discourse

on the Troubles, &c. pp. 29, 43, and 44.)

But Cranmer himself was at this time personally attached to the

sacramentaries and the divines of Zurich (a Lasco's Letter to Bul-

linger, Miscell. Groning. vol. IV. p. 470.) : he was even repi'esented,

as appears from his answer to Gardiner and his subsequent examina-

tion (Works, vol. III. p. 22!>. IV. p. U7-), to hold extreme Zuinglian

opinions, such as a Lasco was known to entertain
;

and though he

drew a clear distinction at the time, he occasionallv expressed himself

in such words as to give some ground for the suspicion (Works, vol.

III. pp. 3S. 4<>. 544. 554. Burnet, Hist. Ref. vol. H. part ii. p. MM)) :

he was actually corresponding with Melancthon, BuUinger, and Calvin,

to obtain their assistance in drawing up a joint confession of faitli, and

declaration as to the nature of the two sacraments, knowing, as he

must have known, that in order to satisfy them, it would !)c necessary

to make further alterations in the English Liturgy (Cruiini. Works,

C
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and some few changes
^ of importance have been made in

consequence : but in all essential points it continues the

same. There have always been, and probably will always

vol. I. p. 346.) : and thoug'h he pronounced the revised Liturgy to be
" more perfect and according to God's word than any other doctrine

that hath been used these thousand years" (Works, vol. IV. p. 1.), yet

we may infer that he was not satisfied with it in all respects, from the

order of council which was issued soon afterwards in explanation of the

kneeling at the communion. (Strype, Cranm. vol. I. p. 410.) His

sentiments, devoted as he was to the cause of moderation and the most

comprehensive form of church union, may, I think, be fairly expressed

in the words of Cox (himself a commissioner, and possessing the con-

fidence of the king and of Cranmer,) in a letter which he wrote to

BuUinger in May 1551, on the subject of the forthcoming Liturgy.
" Salubre et sanum tuum consilium in ecclesise Dei reformatione eo

libentius amplector, quod cum tide mea, qua me benignus Dominus in

hisce rebus donavit, per omnia consentis. Ego enim existimo in ec-

clesia omnia debere esse pura simplicia et ab hujus mundi dementis et

pompis longe alienissima. Sed in hac nostra ecclesia ego et eruditione

et authoritate infirmus, quid possum prsestare } Tantum conari prassu-

libus nostris eandem mecum mentem et fidem optare possum et Domino

interim negotii sui curam et eventum committere."

Whether this report had any influence on the deliberations of the

distracted church at Frankfort, is not stated ; but this is certain, that

the two extreme parties, with Knox and Whittingham as the leaders

on the one side, and Home and Chambers on the other, were com-

pelled to reside elsewhere, and that the remainder, constituting the

largest body of the three, with whom moreover Cox himself appears

to have coincided, (Strype, Grindal, pp. 15. I".) adopted tlie following

rule of discipline :

" We observe and keep the form and order of the

ministration of the sacraments and common j)rayer, as it is set forth

by the authority of the blessed king Edward, of famous memory, in

the last book of the English service : whereof notwithstanding, in the

respect of times and ])laccs and other circumstances, certain rites and

ceremonies appointed in the said l)ook, as things indifferent, may be

left out, as we at tliis present do." (Discourse, &c. p. !'!>. Orig. Lett.

Park. Soc. V. 2. Lett. 357.)
1 Such are the restoration of the form of words originally addressed

to communicants, unitintr it witli the words that had been substituted
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continue, two opposite ])arties, who though devotedly

attached to the doctrines of the church, have sought for

a new revision of the Liturgy ;
the one, as was the case

at the beginning of the last century^ desiring that the

prayers of consecration and oblation should be restored,

and the words " militant here in earth" should be ex-

punged ; the other complaining that the rights of con-

science and of Christian liberty were invaded, and the

means of religious usefulness curtailed. Happy is it for

the church that there has always been between these

opposite parties a much larger body of worshippers, who

have used their Book of Common Prayer with undis-

turbed devotion, offering thanks to God continually for

his unspeakable gift.

It only remains that I should describe the plan which

has been adopted in this comparison of the two Liturgies.

Where they differ from each other they are printed in

parallel columns, the older Liturgy being always placed

to the left of the reader. Where they agree, the portions,

so common to them both, are printed across the whole of

the page, the Liturgy of 1549 being taken as the text,

and any small variations in the copy of 1552 being no-

ticed below. The exact order in which the several por-

tions of the two Books occur, will be seen in their re-

spective tables of contents, and it will be found that it

is not the same in both. In this edition it has been

for it in the second Liturgy ; and the addition of certain ])ravers and

thanksgivings, including the prayers for the parliament and for all

conditions of men, and the general thanksgiving. The former change

was made in the reign of Elizabeth, the latter in that of Charles the

Second.

by side. The order of the first Liturgy being observed

throughout, the two portions entitled,
" Of ceremonies,

why some be abolished and some retained," and "The

Litany," the position of which had been altered in the

second Liturgy, are here placed in both cases, for the

sake of direct collation, in the order in which they oc-

curred originally.

The Book of 1549 is printed after a copy bequeathed

to the university by Mr. Douce, and preserved in the

Bodleian Library. That the edition of May was the first,

may be asserted in the words of the following note,

WTitten by Mr. Douce in the margin of his copy of Ames.
" Out of the seven editions printed in 1549 this appears

to be the first, and in all respects the editio 'p7nnceps of

the Common Prayer ; notwithstanding any objection that

may be taken to the date by
^ those who do not under-

stand it."

c Mr. D. is here referring to the edition bearing date "the seventh

day of March, l.')4J>," and to the edition of Grafton,
" Mense Martii,

1,549 ;" which date was probably according to the ecclesiastical style of

those times, and is now properly described as the year 15.50. This at

least may be asserted, that between the time when the act of parlia-

ment was passed and the beginning of March, there was not a suffi-

cient interval for the printing of so large a volume. It must, how-

ever, be admitted, that if Whitchurch followed the ecclesiastical style in

this instance, it was not followed uniformly in all like cases ; for the

Oi'dcr of the C'ommunion which was printed by Grafton in the second

year of Edward's reign, and on the 8th of March, 1.54S, according to

the new style, bears that date, and not the date 1547, in the co})y

belonging to Dr. Routh ; although the copy which Ames consulted is

described by him as dated 1547. f^f Grafton's Common Praver,
" Mense Martii," Dr. Dibdin says, (Tv)). Ant. vol. III. p. 4(54.)

" There

are varieties in the text, as well as in the coloijbon. Indeed it is rarely

that three co])ics are found alike." [See note A.]
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The *^Book of 1552 is also printed after a copy pre-

served in the same library.

The Order of the Communion is printed after a copy of

the original in the possession of the rev. Dr. Routh, col-

lated with another copy preserved in the Bodleian. This

book is exceedingly rare : there is no copy of it in the

British Museum. It has, however, been several times

reprinted, and may be found in bishop Sparrow's Collec-

tion, in L'Estrange's Alliance of Divine Offices, and in

Wilkins' Concilia.

J There are four copies of this book in the Bodleian, two by Whit-

church, and two by Grafton, all of the year 1552, and of different

impressions. Of the two copies by Whitchurch, corresponding ex-

actly in title and colophon, even to very minute particulars, the one

which has been followed in this reprint omits the act for the " uni-

formitie of common prayer," inserted in all the others immediately

after the calendar. It has, however, the 1 00th Psalm, or Jubilate,

in the Morning Service, and the 98th and C/th Psalms in the Evening

Service, printed at full length ; whereas in the other copy by Whit-

church they are only noticed by way of reference in the rubric. It

has no list of errors, or account of prices ; whereas in the other copy
is a list of " faultes escaped," thirteen in number (seven of which are

printed correctly in the copy used for this reprint), together with the

following notice ;

" The prices of this booke. This boke is to be sold

by the imprinter in queres for 2 shillinges and pence, and not aboue.

Bound in parchment or forel, for 3 shiUinges 4 pence, and not aboue.

And bound in leather, in paper hordes, or claspes, for 4 shillinges, and

not aboue. And at the nexte impression, the imprinter leaning out the

fourme of makynge and consecratynge of Arche-Bisshops, Bisshops,

Priestes, and Deacons, shal sell the sayd boke in queres, for 2 shillinges,

and not aboue. And bound in forell, for 2 shillinges 8 pence, and not

aboue. And bounde in leather, in paste boordes, or claspes, for 3 shil-

linges 4 pence, and not aboue."

The two copies by Grafton both bear date " Mense Augusti, anno

Domini 1552," although it is evident, from differences frequently oc-

curring, and from a list of thirty
"
faultes escaped" in the one, many

of which errors do not exist in the other, that they are of different im-

pressions. They are both foliated, and contain the same notice of

prices which has l)een printed above. [Sec note B.]
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NOTE A.

There is reason to suppose that Mr. Douce was wrong in his

judgment, and that an Edition was printed in March 1549 according

to the modern computation. Copies of this Edition are of very rare

occurrence ; and it is probahle that neither Hei-bert, nor Douce, two

names of the greatest eminence in bibhography, had ever met with one.

But there is a copy in the hbrary of Brasen-nose College, and another

at New College ; and as much interest attaches to this Edition not

merely from incidental circumstances, but from its own real importance,

it may be well to describe the former of these two copies, the more

complete of the two, with some minuteness. Its title is, "The booke

of the common praier and administracion of the Sacramentes^ and other

rites and ceremonies of the Churche : after the use of the Churche of

Englande. Londini, in officina Richardi Graftoni Rcgii impressoris.

Cum priuilcgio ad imprimendum solum. Anno Domini ]\IDXLIX.

Mense Martii.'" The colophon to the whole book is,

Imprinted at

London in Flctestrete, at the signe of the Sunne ouer against the con-

duyte, by Edwarde Whitchurchc. The seiienth dave of Marche, the

yeare of our Lorde. 1,')4(*." But it is evident that different portions of

the book were printed at different times. The service of the communion

beginning at fol. cxxi. (incorrectly printed for cxxiii.) with the words,
" The su])per of the Lord, and tlie holy communion, commonlv called

the masse," ends at fol. cxxxiiii. with the following colophon,
" Im-

printed at London, the vin daye of Marche, in the third vcre of the

reigne of our sovereigne Lorde Kyng Edward the .VL by Richard Graf-

ton, ])rintcr to his moste royall Majestic. Cum priuilcgio ad impri-

mendum solum :" and as this service goes on, with respect both to

foliation and to sigtuiturcs, in regular sequence with the preceding por-

tion of the hook, we cannot rcasonablv su])))ose that it was printed at

an earlier period. We infer therefore that the whole book was printed
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in the third year of king Edward, and in the year 1549 of our computa-

tion. The service of the communion is followed by two leaves having no

foliation nor any consecutive signatures, but containing the Te Deum,

the Benedictus, the Magnificat, and the Nunc dimittis, which had not

been given at length in their respective places in the Morning and

Evening Prayer. They were not printed to be sold separately, but for

the express purpose of being added to some other book, it being or-

dered in the last page,
" that no manner of person do sell thys present

boke, unbounde, aboue the pryce of two shyllynges the pece." Then

follows another colophon,
"
Imprinted at London, the .xvi. daye of

Marche in the third yere of the reigne of our sovereigne Lorde Kyng
Edward the .VI. by Richard Grafton, printer to his moste royall Ma-

jestic. Cum priuilegio ad impi-imendum solum." The remainder of

the volume, containing the occasional offices, begins with fresh foliation

and signatures, and ends with the colophon, already quoted, of Edward

Whitchurche. A question might be raised as to the year to which this

portion of the volume belongs ; but even here the probability is in

favour of the earlier date.

On a close comparison betvveen the contents of the editions printed

in March and May we are also led to the conclusion that the edition of

March is the earlier. It omits the Litany altogether ; it supplies the

Te Deum and other hymns in a supplemental sheet ;
it contains a

greater number of errors both of copy and of press, some of them being

very remarkable in their kind
;
and in one instance (in the Burial of the

Dead) a marginal note has been added directing that the Psalm which

it accompanies
"

is to be saied after the other that foloweth." In the

edition of May the Litany, the Te Deum &c. are in their proper places,

and the two Psalms of the Burial Service are printed in the order in which

they were intended to be read, the marginal note being omitted.

It is clear however from what has been stated, that although the edition

of March must be acknowledged to be of earlier date, it is not so con-

venient for the purposes of this reprint as the edition of May. It does

not contain the Litany at all ; the place of the Te Deum and other

hymns must have been altered in order to bring them into juxtaposition

with the same hymns in the book of 1552 ; it has many and extraor-

dinary misprints, such as (in the collect of the sixth Sunday after Trinitv)
"
living in all things" for "

loving thee in all things," (in the introit of

the twenty-third Sunday after Trinity) the omission of a whole verse, and

(in the introit of the Purification) "ye that might" for "ye that bv night;"

objections which do not attach to the edition ofMay : and when to these

considerations we add, that with the exception of misprints the other

difi'erences between the two books are utterly unimportant, there can be

no doubt that the object of this publication was best answered by
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printing from the edition of May instead of the impression of the pre-

ceding March.

Although it is admitted in the foregoing statement that copies are to

be found of March 1549 according to our modern style, it will be seen

from what follows that a different opinion might very easily have been

formed. There is in the Bodleian library a Prayer-Book without a title,

but bearing date in March 1549, as appears from its final colophon of

Edward Whitchurche, the same colophon which has been quoted above.

In this book no one portion is of the same impression with the corre-

sponding portion of the Brasen-nose copy, except the last, consisting of

the occasional offices. There is moreover no colophon except the final

one ; but the book is free from the many and great errors to be found

in the early portions of the Brasen-nose copy. An examination, in

short, of the Bodleian book without reference to others, would naturally

lead to the conclusion that it was printed in March 1 550, the date in

the final colophon being interpreted in relation to the usage of those

times. And were there not in the Brasen-nose copy a sequence both

in foliation and in signature between the Order of the Communion im.-

printed on the 8th day of March in the 3d year of Edward VI. and the

earlier portion of the book bearing date 1549, it might still be main-

tained that though the Order of the Communion, and the two leaves con-

taining the Te Deum and other hymns, were printed in the preceding

year, the bulk of the book did not appear till the month of March ) 550.

The reader is already aware of the great anomalies to be met with

in those early editions, as compared with the extreme regularity of

modern press-work. It has been stated that in the two copies of

March 1549 compared above, which may severally have been printed

in five diflferent portions, the onlv portions that are of the same

impression are the last, containing the occasional offices. But even

these two diff'er from each other ;
for on the last page of the Bodleian

copy appears the following notice, which is wanting in the other :

" The King's Majesty by the advice of his most dear uncle the

Lord Protector, and other his Highness' Council, straitly chargeth and

commandeth that no manner of person do sell this present book

unbound above the price of two sliillings the jjiece : and the same

l)ound in j)aste or in boards not above the price of three shillings and

four pence the piece. God save the King."

Since the foregoing note was in type I have met with a copv of King
Edward's Prayer-Book of 1549, formerly in the collection of the late

Duke of Marlborough, which is so peculiar, and so perfect in condition,

that it deserves to be noticed. Its title runs thus :

The book

is in 4to, its signatures are in proper succession throughout, and the

foliation is regular, always making amends for omissions or errors,

until it reaches the office for Confirmation, where it begins afresh. It

also introduces the Te Deum, the Benedictus, the Magnificat, and the

Nunc dimittis (which had not previously been given at full length),

together with the Litany and Suffrages, between the Communion-

Service and the occasional offices. But the most remarkable fact is,

that 16 different readings, some of them extravagant errors, which had

been selected as characteristic of the Brasen-nose copy and the March

edition, are all repeated exactly in this Worcester book. It even retains

the two psalms of the Burial Service in their wrong order; and adds

the marginal note to rectify the mistake. So that it was printed at

Worcester in May, from a copy of the impression struck off hastily

and in distinct portions in the preceding March, and adds to the

evidence already given in favour of the earlier publication of that

edition to which the Brasen-nose copy belongs.

NOTE B.

This edition of Whitchurche was selected because it exhibits the Book

of Common Prayer in the precise form adopted by the parliament, and

contains all the hymns (such as Te Deum &c.) printed at full length.

Although no exact time is specified in the title or colophon, (whereas

Grafton's are dated Mense Augusti,) it is probably one of the earliest

copies issued, as it does not contain the celebrated declaration " touch-

ing the kneeling at the receiving of the communion," which had been

subsequently approved by the king, and was added to the Book of

Common Prayer bv an order of council bearing date the 27th day of

October. The book was to be in general use on the ensuing first

of November ; it is plain therefore that large impressions must have

been worked off before the declaration was issued ; but the wish of the

sovereign and his advisers was so urgent in its favour, that we meet

with few copies now, where it is not found carefully inserted, either

by cancelling a leaf, or bv some other contrivance. The declaration

itself was not printed in the first edition of this work, having been

reserved for the History of Conferences, the continuation of the sub-

ject, where it is considered at sufficient length (p. 34. note) ;
but as

it was thenceforth reputed to be part of the Book of Common Prayer

and much interest has been expressed respecting it, it is added in this

d
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note, being taken from the rubrics, of which it is the fourth in

order, at the end of the Communion Service in Grafton's edition of

August 1552.
"
Although no order can be so perfectly devised, but it may be of

some, either for their ignorance and infirmity, or else of malice and

obstinacy, misconstrued, depraved and interpreted in a wrong part ;

and yet because brotherly charity willeth, that so much as conveniently

may be, offences should be taken away; therefore we willing to do the

same : whereas it is ordained in the Book of Common Prayer in the

administration of the Lord's Supper, that the communicants kneeling

should receive the holy communion ; which thing being well meant

for a signification of the humble and grateful acknowledging of the

benefits of Christ, given unto the worthy receiver, and to avoid the

profanation and disorder, which about the holy communion might else

ensue ; lest yet the same kneeling might be thought or taken other-

wise ; we do declare that it is not meant thereby, that any adoration is

done or ought to be done, either unto the sacramental bread or wine

there bodily received, or unto any real and essential presence there

being of Christ's natural flesh and blood. For as concerning the

sacramental bread and wine, they remain still in their very natural

substances, and therefore may not be adored ; for that were idolatry,

to be abhorred of all faithful Christians : and as concerning the natural

body and blood of our Saviour Christ, they are in heaven and not

here ; for it is against the truth of Christ's true natural body, to be in

more places than in one at one time."
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THE PREFACE.

JL HERE was never any thing by the wit of man so well de-

vised^ or so ^surely established, which (in continuance of time)

hath not been corrupted : as (among other things) it may plainly

appear by the Common Prayers in the Church, commonly called

Divine Service : the first original and ground whereof, if a man
would search out by the ancient Fathers, he shall find that the

same was not ordained, but of a good purpose, and for a great

advancement of godliness : for they so ordered the matter, that

all the whole Bible (or the greatest part thereof) should be read

over once in the year, intending thereby, that the Clergy, and

specially such as were ministers of the congregation, should (by

often reading arid meditation of God^s word) be stirred up to

godliness themselves, and be more able also to exhort other by
wholesome doctrine, and to confute them that were adversaries

to the truth. And further, that the })cople (by daily hearing of

holy scripture read in the church) should continually profit more

and more in the knowledge of God, and be the more inflamed

with the love of his true religion. But these many years past,

this godly and decent order of the ancient Fathers hath Ijccn so

altered, broken, and neglected, by phmting in uncertain stories,

legends, responds, verses, vain repetitions, commemorations, and

synodals, that commonly when any book of the Bible was 1)cguu,

before three or four chapters were read out, all the rest were un-

read. And in this sort, the book of Isaiali Avas begun in Advent,

and the book of Genesis in Septua;;esinia : but they vcre only

Ix'gun, and never read through. After a like sort vicre other

books of holy scripture used. ^And moreover, whereas S. Paul

would have such language spol^cn to the })Coplc in the church,

as they might luidcrstiind and have profit by hearing tlie same :

the service in this (,'hureh of England (these many A'cars) halli

been read in Latin to tlic people, wiiieh they understood not, so

that they have heard with tb.eir ears only : and tlieir hearts,

spirit, and mind, ha\e not been edified thereb}'. And i'urtiuT-

niore, notwithstaiuliug that the; ancient l^iiliii-rs ''had divided

the Psalms into seven portions ;
whereof every one Avas called a
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nocturn ; now of late time a few of them have been daily said

(and oft repeated) and the rest utterly omitted. Moreover, the

number and hardness of the rules called the Pie,, and the mani-

fold changings of the service, was the cause, that to turn the

book only was so hard and intricate a matter, that many times

there was more business to find out what should be read, than

to read it when it was found out.

These inconveniences therefore considered, here is set forth

such an order, whereby the same shall be redressed. And for a

readiness in this matter, here is drawn out a Calendar for that

purpose, which is plain and easy to be ^ understanded, wherein

(so much as may be) the reading of holy scripture is so set forth,

that all things shall be done in order, without breaking one piece

thereof from another. For this cause be cut off Anthems, Re-

sponds, Invitatories, and such like things, as did break the con-

tinual course of the reading of the scripture. Yet because there

is no remedy, but that of necessity there must be some rules ;

therefore certain rules are here set forth, which as they be few

in number, so they be plain and easy to be ^"understanded. So

that here you have an Order for Prayer (as touching the reading
of holy scripture) much agreeable to the mind and purpose of

the old Fathers, and a great deal more profitable and commo-

dious than that which of late was used. It is more profitable,

because here are left out many things, Avliereof some be untrue,

some uncertain, some vain and superstitious : and is ordained

nothing to be read Init the very pure word of God, the holy

scriptures, or that which is evidently grounded upon the same :

and that in such a language and order, as is most easy and plain

for the understanding, both of the readers and hearers. It is

also more commodious, both for the shortness thereof, and for

the plainness of the Order, and for that the rules be few and easy.

Furthermore, by this Order, the Curates shall need none other

books for their pubHc service, but this book and the Eil)le : by
the means whereof tlie people shall not be at so great charge
for books as in time past they have been.

so doubt, or diversly take any thing, shall always resort to the

bishop of the diocese, who by his discretion shall take order for

the quieting and appeasing of the same : so that the same order be

not contrary to any thing con- not contrary to any thing con-

tained in this book. tainedinthis book.

Not "^in the time of circumcision, but when he was yet uncircum-

cised. And he received the sign of circumcision, as a seal of the

righteousness of faith, which he had yet being uncircumcised ;

that he should be the father of all them that believe, though they
be not circumcised; that righteousness might be imputed to them

also : and that he might be the father of circumcision, not unto

them only Avhich came of the circumcised, but unto them also

that walk in the steps of the faith that was in our father Abra-

ham, before the time of circumcision. For the promise (that he

should ''be the heir of the world) happened not to Abraham, or

to his seed, through the law, but through the righteousness of

faith. For if they Avhich are of the law be heirs, then is faith

but vain, and the promise of none effect.

for the son of the bond-Avoman shall

not be heir with the son of the free-woman. So then, brethren,

we are not children of the bond-woman, but of the free-woman.

but what are they among so many? And Jesus said. Make the

people sit down. There was much grass in the place. So the

men sat down, in number about five thousand. And Jesus took

the bread, and when he had given thanks he gave to the disciples,

and the disciples to them that were set down; and likewise of the

fishes as much as they would. When they had eaten enough, he

said unto his disciples. Gather up the broken meat which remain-

eth, that nothing be lost. And they gathered it together, and

filled twelve baskets with the broken meat of the five barley-

loaves, which broken meat remained unto them that had eaten.

Then those men (when they had seen the miracles that Jesus

did) said. This is of a truth the same Prophet that should come

into the world.

grant, that Ave both follow the example of his patience, and be

made partakers of his resurrection; through the same Jesus

Christ our Lord.

The Epistle. Philipp ii.

Let the same mind be in you, that was also in Christ Jesu :

which, when he was in the shape of God, thought it no robbery
to be equal with God ; nevertheless he made himself of no repu-

tation, taking on him the shape of a servant, and became like

^unto men, and was found in his apparel as a man : he humbled

himself, and became obedient unto sthe death, even the death of

the cross. Wherefore God hath also exalted him on high, and

given him a name which is above all names
;
that in the name

of Jesus every knee should bow, both of things in heaven, and

things in earth, and things under the earth
;
and that all tongues

should confess that Jesus Christ is the Lord, unto the praise of

God the Father.

The Gospel. Matt. xxvi. xxvii.

And it came to pass,when Jesus had finished all these sayings,

he said unto his disciples, Ye know that after two days shall be

Easter, and the Son of man shall be delivered over to be cruci-

fied. Then assembled together the chief priests, and the scribes,

and tlie elders of the people, unto the palace of the high priest,

(which was called Caiaphas,) and held a council that tlicy might
take Jesus by subtilty, and kill him. But they said, Not on

the holy day, lest there be an uproar among the people. When
Jesvis was in Bethany, in the house of Simon t!ie leper, there

e towards man 1552. f unto man 1552. S to the deatli 1552.
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came unto him a woman having an alabaster box of precious oint-

ment, and poured it on his head, as he sat at the board. But when

his disciples saw it, they had indignation, saying, Whereto serv-

eth this waste ? This ointment might have been well sold, and

given to the poor. When Jesus understood that, he said unto

them, Why trouble ye the woman ? for she hath wrought a good
work upon me. For ye have the poor always with you ;

but me
1^ shall ye not have always. And in that she hath cast this oint-

ment on m}^ body, she did it to bury me. Verily I say unto you,

Wheresoever this gospel shall be preached in all the world, 'there

shall also this, that she hath done, be told for a memorial of her.

Then one of the twelve (which was called Judas Iscariot) went

unto the chief priests, and said unto them. What will ye give me,

and I will deliver him unto j^ou ? And they appointed unto him

thirty pieces of silver. And from that time forth he sought

opportunity to betray him. The first day of sweet bread the

disciples came to Jesus, saying ''unto him, Where wilt thou that

we prepare for thee to eat the passover ? And he said, Go into

the city to such a man, and say unto him. The IMaster saith,

My time is at hand
;

I will keep my Easter by thee with my dis-

ciples . And the disciples did as Jesus had appointed them ; and

they made ready the passover. When the even was come, he

sat down with the tv/elve. And as they did eat, he said. Verily
I say unto you, that one of you shall betray me. And they were

exceeding sorroAvful, and began every one of them to say unto

him, Lord, is it I ? He answered and said, He that dippcth his

hand with me in the dish, the same shall betray me. The Son

of man truly gocth as it is written of him : but woe unto that

man by whom the Son of man is betrayed ! it had been good for

that man if he had not been born. Then Judas, which betrayed

him, answered and said. Master, is it I ? He said unto him,

Thou hast said. 'When they were eating, Jesus took bread, and

when he had given thanks, he brake it, and gave it to the dis-

ciples, and said. Take, cat ;
this is my body. And he took the

cup, and thanked, and gave it them, saying. Drink ye all of this ;

for this is my blood (which is of the new testament) that is shed

for many for the remission of sins. But I say unto you, I will

not drink henceforth of this fruit of the vine tree, until '" that day
when I shall drink it new Avith you in my Father's kingdom.

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And when they had said grace^ they went out unto mount OHvet.

Then said Jesus unto them, All ye shall be offended because of

me this night : for it is written, I will smite the shepherd, and

the sheep of the flock shall be scattered abroad. But after I am
risen again, I will go before you into Galilee. Peter answered

and said unto him, Though all men be offended because of thee,

yet "will not I be offended. Jesus said unto him. Verily I say

unto thee, That in this same night, before the cock crow, thou

shalt deny me thrice. Peter said unto him, Yea, though I should

die with thee, yet will I not deny thee. Likewise also said all

the disciples. Then came Jesus with them unto a farm place,

(which is called Gethsemauc,) and said unto the disciples, Sit ye

here, while I go and pray yonder. And he took a\ ith him Peter

and the two sons of Zebedec, and began to ^\KX sorrowful and

heavy. Then said Jesus unto them, j\ly soul is heavy even unto

the death : tarry ye here, and Avatch with me. And he Avent a

little further, and fell flat on his face, and prayed, saying, O my
Father, if it be possible, let this cup pass from me : nevertheless

not as I Avill, but as thou wilt. And he came unto the disciples,

and found them asleep, and said unto Peter, What, could ye not

watch witli me one hour ? Watch and pray, that ye enter not

into temptation : the spirit is Avilling, but the flesh is weak. He
went away once again, and prayed, saying, O my Father, if this

cup may not pass away from me, except I drink of it, thy Avill

be fulfilled. And he came and found them asleep again : for

their eyes were heavy. And he left them, and went again, and

prayed the third time, saying the same words. Then cometh he

to his disciples, and "saith unto them, Sleep on now, and take

your rest : behold, the hour is at hand, and the Son of man is

betrayed into the hands of sinners. Rise, let its be going : behold,

he is at hand that doth betray me. A^'hile he yet spake, lo,

Judas, one of the number of the twelve, came, and Avith him a

great multitude Avith swords and staves, sent from the chief

priests and elders of the people. But he that betrayed liim gave
them a token, saying, Whomsoever I kiss, the same is he : hold

him fast. Aiul forthwith he came to Jesus, and said, Hail, master;

and kissed him. And Jesus said unto him, Friend, Avherefore art

thou come '." Then came they, and laid hands on Jesus, and took

him. And l^ehold, one of them Avhich Avcre Avith Jesus stretclicd

out his lumd, and drcAv liis sAvord, and struck a ser\aut of tlie

high priest, and smote off' his ear. Then said Jesus unto him,
" will [ not Xo'yI. <> said unto thftn \'n'r2.
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Put up thy sword into the sheath : for all they that take the

sword shall perish with the sword. Thinkest thou that I cannot

now pray to my Father, and he shall give me even now more

than twelve legions of angels ? But how then shall the scriptures

be fulfilled ? for thus must it be. In that same hour said Jesus to

the multitude,Ye be come out as it were to a thief with swords and

staves for to take me. I sat daily with you teaching in the temple,
and ye took me not. But all this is done, that the scriptures of

the prophets might be fulfilled. Then all the disciples forsook

him, and fled. And they took Jesus, and led him to Caiaphas
the high priest, where the scribes and the elders were assembled.

But Peter followed him afar off unto the high priest's palace, and

went in, and sat with the servants, to see the end. The chief

priests, Pand the elders, and all the council, sought false witness

against Jesus, (for to put him to death,) but found none : yea,

when many false witnesses came, yet found they none. At the

last came two false witnesses, and said. This fellow said, I am
able to destroy the temple of God, and to build it again in three

days. And the chief priest arose, and said unto him, Answerest

thou nothing? why do these bear witness against thee? But

Jesus held his peace. And the chief priest answered and said

unto him, I charge thee by the living God, that thou tell us

whether thou be Christ, the Son of God. Jesus said unto him.

Thou hast said
;
nevertheless I say unto you. Hereafter shall ye

see the Son of man sitting on the right hand of power, and com-

ing in the clouds of the sky. Then the high priest rent his

clothes, saying, He hath spoken blasphemy; what need we of

any more witnesses ? behold, now ye have heard his blasphemy.
What think ye ? They answered and said, He is w orthy to die.

Then did they spit in his face, and buffeted him with fists
;
and

other smote him on the face with the palm of their hands, say-

ing. Tell us, thou Christ, Who is he that smote thee ? Peter sat

'I without in the palace : and a damsel came to him, saying, Thou
also wast with Jesus of (jlalilee. But he denied before them all,

saying, I wot not what thou sayest. When he was gone out into

tlie porch, another wench saw him, and said unto tbem that were

tliero. This fellow was also with Jesus of Nazareth. And again
he denied with an oath, saying, I do not know the man. >And
after a while came unto him they that stood by, and said unto

Peter, Surely tliou art even one of them
;

for thy speech bc-

wrayeth thee. Then began he to curse and to swear, that he

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knew not the man. And immediately the cock crew. And Peter

remembered the word of Jesu, which said unto him^ Before the

cock crow, thou shalt deny me thrice. And he went out, and wept

bitterly. When the morning was come, all the chief priests
^ and

the elders of the people held a counsel against Jesus, to put him
to death

; and brought him bound, and delivered him unto Pon-

tius Pilate the deputy. Then Judas (which had betrayed him)

seeing that he was condemned, repented himself, and brought

again the thirty plates of silver to the chief priests and elders,

saying, I have sinned, betraying the innocent blood. And they

said. What is that to us ? see thou to that. And he cast down
the silver plates in the temple, and departed, and went and

hanged himself. And the chief priests took the silver plates,

and said, It is not laAvful for to put them into the treasure, be-

cause it is the price of blood. And they took counsel, and bought
with them a potter^s field, to bury strangers in. Wherefore ^the

field is called Haceldama, that is, the field of blood, until this

day. Then was fulfilled that which was spoken by Jeremy the

prophet, saying, And they took thirty silver plates, the price of

him that was valued, whom they bought of the children of Israel,

and gave them for the potter^s field, as the Lord appointed me.

Jesus stood before the deputy ;
and the deputy asked him, say-

ing. Art thou the King of the Jews ? Jesus said unto him. Thou

sayest. And Avhen he was accused of the chief priests and

elders, he answered nothing. Then said Pilate unto liim, Hearest

thou not how many witnesses they lay against thee ? And he

answered him to never a word, insomuch that the deputy mar-

velled greatly. At that feast the deputy was wont to deliver

unto the people a prisoner, whom they would desire. He had

then a notable prisoner, called Barabbas. Therefore when they

Avere gathered together, Pilate said. Whether will ye that I give

loose unto you, Barabbas, or Jesus which is called Christ ? For

he knew that for envy they had delivered him. When he was

set down to give judgment, his wife sent unto him, saying. Have

thou nothing to do with that just man : for '-'I have suflered many

things this day in my sleep because of him. But the chief priests

and elders persuaded the people that they should ask Barabbas,

and destroy Jesus. The deputy answered and said xnxio them,

AVhcthcr of the twain will ye that I let loose unto you '? Tliey

said, Barabbas. Pilate said unto them, Wliat shall I do then

^ ami elders \:^:^l. t the Held is ealled llic iield of blood ir>52.
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with Jesus, which is called Christ ? They all said unto him, Let

him be crucified ! The deputy said, What evil hath he done ?

But '^they cried the more, saying, Let him be crucified ! When
Pilate saw that he could prevail nothing, but that more business

Avas made, he took water, and washed his hands before the people,

saying, I am innocent of the blood of this just person : 7ye shall

see. Then answered all the people, and said, His blood be on

us, and on our children. Then let he Barabbas loose unto them,

and scoiu'ged Jesus, and delivered him to be crucified. Then

the soldiers of the deputy took Jesus into the common hall, and

gathered unto him all the company. And they stripped him,

and put on him a purple robe, and platted a crown of thorns,

and put it upon his head, and a reed in his right hand : and

bowed the knee before him, and mocked him, saying, Hail, King
of the Jews ! And when they had spit upon him, they took the

reed, and smote him on the head. And after that they had

mocked him, they took the robe off him again, and put his own

raiment on him, and led him away to crucify him. And as they

came out, they found a man of Cyrene (named Simon); him they

compelled to bear his cross. And they came unto the place which

is called Golgotha, (that is to say, the place of dead men's skulls,)

and gave him ^
vinegar to drink mingled with gall : and when he

had tasted thereof, he would not drink. When they had cruci-

fied him, they parted his garments, and did cast lots : that it

might be fulfilled which was spoken by the prophet. They parted

my garments among them, and upon my vesture did they cast

lots. And they sat and watched him there, and set up over his

head the cause of his death, written, THIS IS JESUS THE
KING OF THE JEWS. Then were there two thieves cruci-

fied with him : one on the riglit hand, and another on the left.

They that passed by reviled him, wagging their heads, and say-

ing, Thou that destroyedst the temple of God, and didst Imild

it in three days, save thyself: if thou be the Son of God, come

down from the cross. Likewise also the high priests mocking

him, with the scribes and elders, said, He saved other, himself

he cannot save : If he be the King of Israel, let him now come

down from the cross, and we will believe him. He trusted in

God
;

let him deliver him now, if he will have him : for he said,

I am the Son of God. The thieves also, which were crucified

Avitli him, cast the same in his teeth. From the sixth hour was

there darkness over all the land until the ninth hour. And about

vinegar mingled with gall to drink 1552.
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the ninth hour, Jesus cried with a loud voice, saying, Eli, Eli,

lamasahathany ? that is to say, My God, my God, why hast

thou forsaken me ? Some of them that stood there, when they
heard that, said. This man calleth for EHas. And straightway
one of them ran, and took a sponge, and when he had filled it

full of vinegar, he put it on a reed, and gave him to drink. Other

said, Let be, let us see whether Elias will come and deliver him.

Jesus, when he had cried again with a loud voice, yielded up the

ghost. And behold, the vail of the temple did rent ^into two parts

from the top to the bottom, and the earth did quake, and the

stones rent, and graves did open, and many bodies of saints

which slept arose, and went out of the graves after his resurrec-

tion, and came into the holy city, and appeared unto many.
When the centurion, and they that were with him, watching

Jesus, saw the earthquake, and those things Avhich happened,

they feared greath'^, saying. Truly this was the Son of God, And

many women were there, (beholding him afar off,) which followed

Jesus from Galilee, ministering unto him : among which was

Mary Magdalene, and Marj'- the mother of James and Joses,

and the mother of Zebedee^s children.

The Epistle. Isaiah Ixiii.

What is he this that cometh from Edom, with red- coloured

clothes of Bozra, (Avhich is so costly cloth,) and cometh in so

mightily with all his strength ? I am he that teacheth righteous-

ness, and am of power to help. Wherefore then is thy clothing

red, and thy raiment like his that treadeth in the wine press ? I

have trodden the press mj^self alone, and of all people there is

not one with me. Thus will I tread down mine enemies in my
wrath, and set my feet upon them in mine indignation ; and their

blood shall bespring my clothes, and so will I stain all my rai-

ment. For the day of vengeance is assigned in my heart, and

the year when my people shall be delivered is come. I looked

about me, and there was no man to shew me any help ; I mar-

velled that no man held me up : then 1 held me by mine own

arm, and my ferventness sustained me. And thus vtill I tread

down the people in my wrath, and bathe them in my displeasure,

and upon the earth will I lay their strength. I will declare tlie

goodness of the Lord, yea and the praise of the Lord, for all

'I in two parts l.")52.
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that lie hath given us^ for the great good that he hath done for

Israel^ which he hath given them of his own favour^ and accord-

ing to the multitude of his ^
loving-kindnesses . For he said^ These

no doubt are my people, and no shrinking children ; and so he

Avas their Saviour. In their troubles he was also troubled with

them, and the angel that went forth from his presence delivered

them : of very love and kindness that he had unto them he re-

deemed them : he hath borne them, and carried them up, ever

since the world began. But after they provoked him to wrath,

and vexed his holy mind, he was their enemy, and fought against

them himself. Yet remembered Israel the old time of Moses
and his people, saying. Where is he that brought them from the

water of the sea, with them that fed his sheep ? where is he that

hath given his Holy Spirit among them? he led them by the

right hand of Moses, with his glorious arm, dividing the water

before them, (whereby he gat himself an everlasting name ;)
he

led them in the deep as an horse is led in the plain, that they
should not stumble ;

as a tame beast goeth in the field : and the

breath given of God giveth him rest. Thus (O God) hast thou led

thy people, to make thyself a glorious name withal. Look down
then from heaven, and behold the dwellingplace of thy sanctuary
and thy glory. How is it that thy jealousy, thy strength, the

multitude of thy mercies, and thy loving-kindness, will not be

entreated of us ? Yet art thou our Father : for Abraham know-

eth us not, neither is Israel acquainted with us : but thou. Lord,

art our Father and Redeemer, and thy name is everlasting. O

Lord, wherefore hast thou led us out of thy way ? wherefore hast

thou hardened our hearts, that Ave fear thee not ? Be at one with

us again, for thy servants' sake, and for the generation of thine

heritage. Thy people have had but a little of thy sanctuary in

possession : for our enemies have trodden down the holy place.

And we were thine from the beginning, Avhen thou Avast not their

Lord, for they have not called upon thy name.

The Gospel. Mark xiv.

After two days was Easter^ and the days of SAVcet bread :

and the high priests and the scribes sought hoAV tliey might take

him by craft, and put him to death. But they said. Not in the

feast day, lest any business arise among the people. And Avhen

he was ^at Bethany, in the house of Simon the leper, even

as he sat at meat, there came a woman having an alabaster box

I' loving-kindness X'ibl. ^ in Retliany l">";2.
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of ointment called nard, that was pure and costly; and she

brake the box^ and poured it ^ on his head. And there were some

that were not content within themselves^ and said^ What needed

this waste of ointment? for it might have been sold for more

than three hundred pence, and have been given unto the poor :

and they grudged against her. And Jesus said, Let her alone ;

why trouble ye her ? she hath done a good work on me : for ye
have poor with you always, and whensoever ye will ye may do

them good ;
but me have ye not always. She hath done that she

could; she came aforehand to anoint my body to the burying.

Verily I say unto you, Wheresoever this gospel shall be preached

throughout the whole world, this also that she hath done shall be

rehearsed in remembrance of her. And Judas Iscariot, one of

the twelve, went away unto the high priests to betray him vmto

them. When they heard that they were glad, and promised
that they would give him money. And he sought how he might

conveniently betray him. And the first day of sweet bread,

(when they offered ^passover,) his disciples said unto him. Where
wilt thou that we go and prepare, that thou mayest eat the pass-

over ? And he sent forth two of his disciples, and said unto them.
Go ye unto the city, and there shall meet you a man bearing a

pitcher of water; follow him. And whithersoever he goeth in

say ye unto the goodman of the house. The INIaster saith. Where
is the guest-chamber, Avhere I shall cat '^passover with my dis-

ciples? And he will shew you a great parlour paved and pre-

pared : there make read}' for us. And his disciples went forth,

and came into the city, and found as he had said unto them : and

they made ready the passovcr. And when it was now eventide

he came with the twelve. And as they sat at board, and did eat,

Jesus said, Verily I say unto you, One of you (that eateth with

me) shall betray me. And they began to be sorry, and to say
to him one by one. Is it I ? and another said. Is it I ? He an-

swered and said unto them, It is one of the twelve, even he that

dippeth with me in the platter. The Son of ]Man truly goeth,

as it is written of him : but avoc to that man l)y whom the Son of

man is l)etrayed : good -were it foi' that man if he had never been

born. And as tliey did eat, Jesus took bread, and when he had

given thanks he brake it, and gave to them, and said, Take, eat :

this is my body. And he took the cup, and when he had given

thanks he took it to them : and they all drank of it. And he

tl
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said unto them^ This is my blood of the new testament, which is

shed for many. Verily I say unto you, I will drink no more of

the fruit of the vine, until that day that I drink it new in the

kingdom of God, And when they had said grace, they went out

to Amount Olivet. And Jesus saith unto them. All ye shall be

offended because of me this night : for it is written, I will smite

the shepherd, and the sheep shall be scattered. But after that

I am risen again, I will go into Galilee before you. Peter said

unto him, And though all men be offended, yet will not I. And
Jesus saith unto him,Verily I say unto thee. That this day, even

in this night, before the cock crow twice, thou shalt deny me
three times. But he spake more vehemently, No, if I should die

with thee, I will not deny thee. Likewise also said they all.

And they came into a place which was named Gethsemane : and

he said to his disciples. Sit ye here, while I go aside and pray.
And he taketh with him Peter, and James, and John, and began
to wax abashed, and to be in an agony, and said unto them. My
soul is heavy even unto the death ; tarry ye here, and watch.

And he went forth a little, and fell doAvn flat on the ground, and

prayed, that, if it were possible, the hour might pass from him.

And he said, Abba, Father, all things are possible unto thee ;

take away this cup from me
; nevertheless, ^not that I will, but

that thou wilt be done. And he came and found them sleeping,

and saith to Peter, Simon, sleepest thou ? couldst not thou watch

one hour ? Watch ye and pray, lest ye enter into temptation :

the spirit truly is ready, but the flesh is weak. And again he

went aside and prayed, and spake the same words. And he re-

turned and found them asleep again, for their eyes were heavy,
neither wist they what to answer him. And he came the third

time, and said unto them. Sleep henceforth, and take your ease :

it is enough, the hour is come; behold, tlic Son of man is be-

trayed into the hands of sinners. Rise up, let us go ; lo, he that

betrayeth mc is at hand. And immediately, -while he yet spake,

Cometh Jud;is, (which was one of the twelve,) and Avith Jiim a

great number of people with swords and staves, from the high

priests, and scribes, and elders. And he that betrayed him had

given them a general token, saying. Whosoever 1 do kiss, the

same is he; 'take him, and lead him away warily. And as soon

as he was come he goeth straightway to him, and saith unto him,

Master, master; and kissed him. And they laid their hands on

K the moiuit Olivet l.i")2. li not a.- I wiil 1552. i take and lead liim 1552.
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him, and took him. And one of them that stood by dreAV out

a sword, and smote a servant of i^ the high priest, and cut oft" his

ear. And Jesus answered, and said unto them, Ye be come out

as unto a thief, with swords and staves, for to take me. I was

daily with you in the temple teaching, and ye took me not : but

these things come to pass that the scriptures should be fulfilled.

And they all forsook him, and ran away. And there followed

him a certain young man, clothed in linen upon the bare
;
and the

young men caught him : and he left his linen garment, and fled

from them naked. And they led Jesus away to the 'highest priest

of all : and with him came all the high priests, and the elders,

and the scribes. And Peter followed him a great w^ay off", (even

till he was come into the palace of the high priest,) and he sat

with the servants, and warmed himself at the fire. And the

high priests and all the council sought for witness against Jesu

to put him to death
;
and found none. For many bare false

wdtness against him, but their witnesses agreed not together. And
there arose certain, and brought false witness against him, say-

ing. We heard him say, I will destroy this temple that is made
with hands, and within three days I will build another made
without hands. But yet their witnesses agreed not together.

And the high priest stood up among them, and asked Jesus,

saying, Answcrest thou nothing ? how is it that these bear wit-

ness against thee ? But he held his peace, and answered nothing.

Again the high priest asked him, and said unto him. Art thou

Christ, the Son of the Blessed ? And Jesus said, 1 am ; and yc
shall see the Son of man sitting on the right hand of power, ;uid

coining in the clouds of heaven.

And as

Peter was beneath in the palace, there came one of the wenclies

of the high priest ;

The Lord God hath opened mine ear, therefore can I not say

nay, neither withdraw myself. But I offer my back unto the

smiters, and my cheeks to the nippers : I turn not my face from

shame and spitting ;

shall I not be confounded. I have hardened my face like a flint

stone, for I am sure that I shall not come to confusion.

The Gospel. Mark xv.

And anon in the dawning the high priests held a council with

the elders, and the scribes, and the whole congregation, and

bound Jesus, and led him away, and delivered him to Pilate.

And he

answered and ''said unto him. Thou sayest it. And the high

priests accused him of many things.

And the people called

unto him, and began to desire him that he would do according
as he had ever done unto them. Pilate answered them, saying.

Will ye that I let loose unto you the King of the Jews ? For

he knew that the high priests had delivered him of envy. But

the high priests moved the people, that he should rather deliver

Barabbas unto them. Pilate answered again, and said unto them,
What will ye that I then do unto him whom ye call the King of

the Jews ? And they cried again. Crucify him. Pilate said unto

them. What evil hath he done ? And they cried the more fer-

vently. Crucify him. And so Pilate, Avilling to content the people,

let loose Barabbas unto them, and delivered up Jesus (when he

had scourged him) for to be crucified. And tlie soldiers led him

away into the common hall
;
and called together the whole mul-

titude. And tliey clothed him Avith purple, and they platted a

crown of thorns, and croAvned him Avithal
;
and began to salute

him, Hail, King of the Jcavs ! And they smote him on the head

Avith a reed, and did spit upon him, and boAved their knees and

worshipped him. And Avhen they had mocked him they took

the purple off him, and put his OAvn clothes on him, and led him

out to crucify him. And they compelled one that passed by,

called Simon of Cyrcne, (the father of Alexander and Rufus,)

which came out of the field, to bear his cross. And they brought
him to a place named Golgotha, (Avhich, if a man interpret it, is

the place of dead men's skulls:) and they gave him to drink Avine

mingled Avith myrrh ;
but he received it not. And Avhcn they

had crucified him, they parted his garments, casting lots upon

them, Avhat every man should take. And it was about the third

hour, and they crucified him. And the title of his cause was

written, THE KING OF THE JEWS. And they crucified

Avith him tAvo thieves, the one on his right hand, and the other

on his left. And the scripture Avas fulfilled, Avhich saitli. He Avas

counted among the Avicked. And they that AAcnt by railed on

him, Avagging their heads, and saying, A Avretch ! thou that de-

.stroyest the temple and buildest it again in three days, save thy-

'1
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selt) and come down from the cross. Likewise also mocked him

the high priests among themselves^ with the scribes^ and said.

He saved other men
;
himself he cannot save. Let Christ the

King of Israel descend now from the cross, that we may see and

believe. And they that were crucified Avith him checked him

also. And when the sixth hour was come, darkness arose over

all the earth until the ninth hour. And at the ninth hoiir Jesus

cried with a loud voice, saying, Eloi, Eloi, lamasabatliany ? which

is, (if one interpret it,) My God, my God, why hast thou for-

saken me ? And some of them that stood by, when they heard

that, said. Behold, he calleth for Elias. And one ran and filled

a spunge full of vinegar, and put it on a reed, and gave him to

drink, saying, Let him alone ; let us see whether Elias will come

and take him down. But Jesus cried with a loud voice, and

gave up the ghost. And the vail of the temple rent in two

pieces from the top to the bottom. And when the centurion

(nhicli stood before him) saw that he so cried," and gave up the

ghost, he said, Truly this man was the Son of God. There were

also women a good way off" beholding him : among whom was

Mary jNIagdalene and ]Mary the mother of James the little and

of Joses, and Mary Salome
; (which also, when he M^as in Galilee,

had followed him, and ministered unto him;) and many other

women which came up with him to Jerusalem. And now when
the even Mas come, (because it was the day of preparing that

goeth before the sabbath,) Joseph of the city of Arimathea, a

noble counsellor, which also looked for the kingdom of God,

came, and went in boldly unto Pilate, and Ijegged of him the

body of Jesu. And Pilate marvelled that he was already dead
;

and called unto him the centurion, and asked of him whether he

had been any m hile dead. And when he knew the truth of the

centurion, he gave the body to Joseph. And he bought a linen

cloth, and took him down, and wrapped him in the linen cloth,

and laid him in a sepulchre that was hewn out of a rock, and

rolled a stone before the door of the sepulchre. And Mary
Magdalene and Mary Joses beheld wliere he was laid.

The EjtisUe. Ileb. ix.

AViiEiiEAS is a testament, tJicrc mu.st also (of necessity) ])e tlie

death of him that maketli the testament: for the testament taketli
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authority when men are dead ; for it is yet of no value as long as

he that maketh the testament is alive. For which cause also,

neither the first testament was ordained without blood : for when

Moses had declared all the commandment to all the people, ac-

cording to the law, he took the blood of calves and of goats, with

water, and purple wool, and hyssop, and sprinkled both the book,

and all the people, saying, This is the blood of the testament,

which God hath appointed unto you. Moreover, he sprinkled

the tabernacle with blood also, and all the ministering vessels.

And almost all things are by the law purged with blood
;
and

without shedding of blood is no remission. It is need then that

the similitudes of heavenly things be purified with such things ;

but that the heavenly things themselves be purified with better

sacrifices than are those. For Christ is not entered into the holy

places that are made with hands, (which are similitudes of true

things,) but is entered into very heaven, for to appear now in

the sight of God for us
;
not to offer himself often, as the high

priest entereth into the holy place every year with strange blood :

for then must he have often suffered since the world began ; but

noAV in the end of the world hath he appeared once to put sin to

flight by the off'ering up of himself. And as it is appointed unto

all men that they shall once die, and then cometh the judg-

ment : even so Christ was once ofi'ered to take away the sins of

many ; and unto them that look for him sliall he appear again

without sin unto salvation.

The Gospel. Luke xxii.

The feast of sweet bread drew nigh, which is called Easter.

And the high priests and scribes sought how they might kill

him
;
for they feared the people. Then entered Satan into Judas,

whose surname was Iscariot, (which was of the number of the

twelve.) And he went his way, and communed with the Iiigh

priests and officers, how he might betray him luito them. And

they were glad, and promised to give him money. And he con-

sented, and sought opportunity to betray him unto them when

the people were away. Then came the day of sweet bread, A\hen

of necessity 'passover must be oft'ered. And he sent Peter and

John, saying, Go and prepare us the passover, that avc may eat.

They said unto him. Where wilt thou that we prepare V And he

said unto them, Behold, when ye enter into the city, there sluUl

'' tlie ))assovcr \'url.
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a man meet you bearing a pitcher of water
;
him follow into the

same house that he entereth in. And ye shall say unto the good
man of the house, The Master saith unto thee, "Where is the

guest-chamber, where I shall eat the passover with my disciples?

And he shall shew you a great parlour paved ;
there make ready.

And they Avent, and found as he had said unto them : and they
made ready the passover. And when the hour was come, he sat

down, and the twelve apostles with him. And he said unto them,

I have inwardly desired to eat this passover with you before that

I suffer : for I say unto you, Henceforth ^I will not eat of it any

more, until it be fulfilled in the kingdom of God. And he took

the cup, and gave thanks, and said, Take this, and divide it

imong you. For I say unto you, 1 will not drink of the fruit of

'the vine, until the kingdom of God come. And he took bread,

and when he had given thanks, he brake it, and gave unto them,

saying. This is my body, -which is given for you : this do in the

remembrance of me. Likewise also when he had supped, he

took the cup, saying, This cup is the new testament in my blood,

which is shed for you. Yet behold, the hand of him that be-

trayeth me is with me on the table. And truly the Son of man

goeth as it is appointed ; but woe unto that man by whom he is

betrayed. And they began to inquire among themselves which

of them it was that should do it. And there was a strife among
them, which of them should seem eto be greatest. And he said

unto them, The kings of nations reign over them, and they that

have authority upon them ''are called gracious lords. But ye shall

'not be so: but he that is greatest among you, shall be as the

younger ; and he that is chief, shall be as he that doth minister.

For whether is greater, he that sitteth at meat, or he that serv-

eth ? i-^is not he that sitteth at meat ? But I am among you as he

that ministeretli. Ye are they which have bidden Avith me in

my temptations. And 1 appoint unto you a kingdom, as my
Father hath appointed to me

;
that ye may eat and drink at my

table in my kingdom, and sit on scats, judging tlie twelve tribes

of Israel. And the Lord said, Simon, Simon, behold, Satan

hath desired to sift you, as it were wheat : but I have prayed
for thee, that tliy faitl) fail not

;
and when thou art converted,

strength thy brethren. And he said unto him, Lord, 1 am ready

to go with thee into prison and to death. And he said, 1 tell

Hhrice denied that thou knowest me. And he said unto them,

"When I sent you without Avallet, and scrip, and shoes, lacked ye

any thing ? And they said. No. Then said he unto them. But

now, he that hath a wallet, let him take it up, and likewise his

scrip : and he that hath no sword, let him sell his coat, and buy
one. For I say unto you. That yet the same which is written

must be performed in me. Even among the wicked was he re-

puted : for those things which are written of me have an end.

And they said. Lord, behold, here are two swords. And he said

unto them. It is enough. And he came out, and went (as he was

wont) to mount Olivet, and the disciples followed him. And
when he came to the place, he said unto them. Pray, lest ye fall

into temptation. And he gat himself from them about a stone's

cast, and kneeled down and prayed, saying, Father, if tliou wiltj

remove this cup from me : nevertheless, not my will, but thine be

fulfilled.

While he yet spake, behold, there came a company, and

he that was called Judas, one of the twelve, went before thein,

and pressed nigh unto Jesus to kiss him. But Jesus said unto

him, Judas, betrayest thou the Son of man with a kiss ?

Then took they him, and led

him, and brought him to the high priest's house : but Peter fol-

lowed afar off. And when they had kindled a tire in the midst

of the palace, and were set down together, Peter also sat down

among them. But when one of the wenches beheld him, as he

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sat by the fire, (and looked upon him,) she said. This same fel-

low was also with him And he denied him, saying, Woman, I

know him not. And after a little while another saw him, and

said, Thou art also of them.

And about the space of an hour after, another affirmed, saying,

Verily this felloAV was with him also
;
for he is of Galilee. And

Peter said, Man, I wot not what thou sayest. And immedi-

ately, M'hile he yet sj)ake, the cock crew. And the Lord turned

back, and looked upon Peter
;
and Peter remembered the word

of the Lord, how he had said unto him. Before the cock crow,

thou shalt deny me thrice. And Peter went out, and wept bit-

terly. And the men that took Jesus mocked him, and smote

him. xlnd when they had blindfolded him, they struck him on

the face, and asked him, saying, Aread, "^who is it that smote

thee ? And many other things despitefuUy said they against him.

And as soon as it was day, the elders of the people, and the high

priests, and scribes, came together, and led him into their council,

saying. Art thou very Christ ? tell us. xVud he said unto them.
If I tell you, yc \a ill not believe me : and if 1 ask you, you will

not " answer me, nor let me go. Plereafter shall the Son of man
sit on the right hand of the power of God. Then said they all.

Art thou then the Son of God ? He said. Ye say that I am.

And they said, What need we of any further witness ? for we
ourselves have heard of his own mouth.

Lor first of all,

when ye come togctlicr in tlic congregation, I hear that tlicre is

dissension among you, and I })artly believe it. For there must

be sects among you, that they which arc perfect among you may

""' ivlio ir- he tliat l.').')2. " answer, nm- let me s^o l.')5"2.
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be known. When ye come together therefore into one place,

the Lord^s supper cannot be eaten : for every man beginneth
afore to eat his own supper ;

and one is hungry, and another is

drunken. Have ye not houses to eat and drink in ? despise ye
the congregation of God, and shame them that have not? What
shall I say unto you ? shall I praise you ? Tn this I praise you
not. That which I delivered unto you I received of the Lord.

For the Lord Jesus, the same night in which he was betrayed,

took bread
;
and when he had given thanks, he brake it, and

said, Take ye, and eat
;

this is my body, which is broken for

you : this do ye in the remembrance of me. After the same

manner also he took the cup when supper was done, saying, This

cup is the new testament in my blood : this do, as oft as ye drink

it, in remembrance of me. For as often as ye shall eat this bread,

and "drink this cup, ye shall shew the Lord^s death till he come.

Wherefore, whosoever shall eat of this bread, I'or drink of the

cup of the Lord unworthily, shall be guilty of the body and blood

of the Lord. But let a man examine himself, and so let him

eat of the bread, and drink of the cup. For he that eatetli and

drinketh unworthily eateth and drinketh his own damnation,
because he maketh no difference of the Lord^s body. For this

cause many are weak and sick among yon, and many sleep. For

if we had judged ourselves, we should not have been judged.
But when we are judged of the Lord, we are chastened, that we
should not be damned with the world. Wherefore, my brethren,

when ye come together to eat, tarry one for another. If any man

hunger, let him eat at home
;
that ye come not together unto

condemnation. Other things will I set in order when I come.

The Gospel. Luke xxiii.

The Avhole multitude of them arose, and led him unto Pilate.

And they began to accuse him, saying, We found this fellow

perverting the people, and forbidding to pay tribute to Cajsar,

saying. That he is Christ a King. And Pilate apposed him,

saying. Art thou the King of the Jews ? He answered him, and

said, Thou saycst it. Then said Pilate to the high priests, and

to the people, I find no fault in this man. And they were the

more fierce, saying. He nioveth the people, teaching throughout
all Jewry, and l)egan at Galilee, even to this place. When
Pilate heard mention of Gablce, he asked whether the man were

1 drink nf this cu)) l.').')2.

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of Galilee. And as soon as he knew that he belonged unto

Herod^s jurisdiction^ he sent him to Herod, which was also at

Jerusalem at that time.

because he had heard many things of him, and he trusted to have

seen '1 some miracle done by him. Then he questioned with him

many words
;
but he answered him nothing. The high priests

and scribes stood forth and accused him straightly. And Herod

with his men of war despised him : and when he had mocked

him he arrayed him in white clothing, and sent him again to

Pilate. And the same day Pilate and Herod were made friends

together ;
for before they were at variance. And Pilate called

together the high priests, and the rulers, and the people, and said

unto them. Ye have brought this man unto me, as one that per-

verteth the people : and, behold, I examine him before you, and

find no fault in this man of those things whereof ye accuse him,

no, nor yet Herod : for I sent you unto him
;
and lo, nothing

worthy of death is done unto him. I will therefore chasten him

and let him loose. For of necessity he must have let one loose

"unto them at that feast. And all the people cried at once, say-

ing. Away with him, and deliver us Barabbas : (which for a cer-

tain insurrection made in the city, and for a murder, was cast ^in

prison.) Pilate spake again unto them, willing to let Jesus loose.

But they cried, saying. Crucify him, crucify him. He said unto

them the third time. What evil hath he done ? I find no cause of

death in him : I Avill therefore chasten him, and let him go. And

they cried with loud voices, requiring that he might be crucified :

and the voices of them and of the high priests prevailed. And Pi-

late gave sentence that it should l)c as they required. And he let

loose unto them him that (for insurrection and murder) was cast

into prison, Avhom they had desired
;
and he delivered to them

Jesus, to do with liim what they would. And as they led him

away, they caught one Simon of Cyrene, coming out of the field,

and on him laid they the cross, that he might bear it after Jesus.

And there followed him a great company of people, and of

women, which bewailed and lamented him. But Jesus turned

back unto them, and said, Ye daughters of Jerusalem, weep not

for me, but weep for yourselves, and for your children. For be-

And after that they were

come to the place (which is called Calvary), there they crucified

him, and the evildoers, one on the right hand, and the other on

the left. Then said Jesus, Father, forgive them, for they wot

not what they do. And they parted his raiment, and cast lots.

And the people stood and beheld ; and the rulers mocked him

;

he be very Christ, the chosen of God. The soldiers also mocked

him, and came and offered him vinegar, and said, If thou be the

King of the Jews, save thyself.

But the other answered and re-

buked him, saying, Fearest thou not God, seeing thou a^'t in the

same damnation ? We are righteously punished ; for we receive

according to our deeds : but this man hath done nothing amiss.

And he said unto Jesus, Lord, remember me when thou comest

into thy kingdom. And Jesus said unto him. Verily I say unto

thee. To-day shalt thou be with me in paradise. And it Avas

about the sixth hour : and there was t darkness over all the earth

until the ninth hour.

The Epistle. Heb. x.

The law (which hath but a shadow of good things to come,

and not the very fashion of things themselves) can never with

those sacrifices, which they offer year by year continually, make

the comers thereunto perfect : for would not then those sacrifices

have ceased to have been offered ? because that the offerers once

purged should have had no more conscience of sins. Neverthe-

less in those sacrifices is there mention made of sins every year.

For the blood of oxen "and of goats cannot take away sins.

Wherefore, when he cometh into the world, he saith, Sacrifice

and offering thou wouldest not have, but a body hast thou or-

dained me : burnt-offerings also for sin hast thou not allowed .

Then said I, Lo, I am here : in the beginning of the book it is

written of me, that I should do thy will, O God. Above, when
he saith, Sacrifice and offering, and b^^rnt sacrifices, and sin-offer-

ings thou wouldest not have, neither hast thou allowed them,

(which yet are offered by the law,) then said he, Lo, I am here

to do thy will, O God. He taketh away the first to establish the

latter. By the which will we are made holy, even by the offering

of the body of Jesu Christ once for all. And every priest is

ready, daily ministering and offering oftentimes one manner of

oblation, which can never take away sins. But this man, after

he hath offered one sacrifice for sins, is set doMii for ever on the

right hand of God
;
and from henceforth tarricth till his foes l;o

made his footstool. For with one ofi'ering hath he made perfect

for ever tliem that are sanctified : tlie Holy Ghost himself also

beareth us record, even wlien he told before. This is the testa-

ment that I will make unto them : After those days (saith tlie

Lord) I will put my laws in their hearts, and in their minds will

I write them
;
and their sins and iniquities will I remember no

more. And where remission of these things is, there is no more

offering "for sin. Seeing therefore, brethren, tliat by the means

of the blood of Jesu, we have libert}- to enter into the holy place,

by the new and living way, which he hath prepared for us,

through the vail, (that is to say, by his flesli
;)
and seeing also

" and "-oat's lo.")2, -^ for sins i.'i.")2.
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that we have an High Priest which is ruler over the house of

God
;

let us draw nigh with a true heart in a sure faith, sprinkled
in our hearts from an evil conscience, and washed in our bodies

with pure water. Let us keep the profession of our hope M'ith-

out wavering ; (for he is faithful that promised ;)
and let us con-

sider one another, to the intent that we may provoke unto love

and to good works
;
not forsaking the felloM'ship that we have

among ourselves, as the manner of some is; but let us exhort

one another : and that so much the more, because ye see that

the day draweth nigh.

The GofifnI. John xviii. y'lx.

When Jesus had spoken these words, lie went forth with his

disciples over the brook Ccdron, where was a garden, into the

which 'he entered, with his disciples. Judas ''also, which betrayed

him, kncAv the place : for Jesus ofttimcs resorted thither with his

disciples. Judas then, after he had received a band of men, (and

ministers of the high priests and Pliarisees,) came thither with

lanterns and firebrands and weapons. And Jesus, knowing all

things that should come on him, went forth, and said unto them.
Whom seek ye? They answered him, Jesus of Xazaretli. Jesus

csaith unto them, I am he. Judas also, which betrayed him, stood

Avith them. As soon then as he had said unto them, I am be,

they v/ent backward, aud fell to the ground. Then asked he

them again, Vriiom seek ye? They said, Jesus of Nazarelh.

Jesus answered, I have told yoa that I am he: if ye seek mo

therefore, let these go their wixy : that tlse sa\iag migiit l)e ful-

filled, which he spake. Of them which thou gavest me luive I not

lost one. Then Simon Peter having a sv/ord drcM' it, aiul smote

the high priest^s servant, and cut off liis rig! it ear. The scnant^s

name was ]\Ialchus. 'Jhcrcfore ssutli Jesus unto Peter, Put up

thy sword in the sheath : shall t not drink of tlic cup Av'hich

my Father luith given me?

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priest, and went in with Jesus ^into the palace of the high priest.

But Peter stood at the door without. Then went out that other

disciple, (which was known to the high priest,) and spake to the

damsel that kept the door, and brought in Peter. Then said the

damsel that kept the door unto Peter, Art not thou also one of

this man^s disciples ? He said, I am not. The servants and min-

isters stood there, which had made a fire of coals ; for it Avas cold :

and they warmed themselves : Peter also stood among them, and

warmed himself. The high priest then asked Jesus of his dis-

ciples, and of his doctrine. Jesus answered him, I spake openly

in the world ; I ever taught in the synagogue, and in the temple,

whither all the Jews have resorted ;
and in secret have I said

nothing. Why askest thou me ? ask them which heard me, what

1 said unto them : behold, they can tell what I said. When he

had thus spoken, one of the ministers which stood by smote Jesus

on the face, saying, Answerest thou the high priest so? Jesus

answered him. If I have evil spoken, bear witness of the evil :

but if I have well spoken, why smitcst thou me ? And Annas

sent him bound unto Caiaphas the high priest. Simon Peter

stood and warmed himself. Then said they unto him, Art not

thou also one of his disciples ? He denied it, and said, I am not.

One of the servants of the high pricst^s (his cousin whose ear

Peter smote off) said unto him. Did not I see thee in the garden
with him ? Peter therefore denied again : and immediately the

cock crew. Then led they Jesus from Caiaphas into the hall of

judgment : it was in the morning; and tlic}' themselves went not

into the judgment hall, lest they should be defiled; but that they

might eat the passover. Pilate then went out to them, and said.

What accusation bring you against this man? They answered

and said unto him. If he were not an evildoer, we would not

have delivered him unto thee. Then said Pilate unto them. Take

ye him, and judge him after your own law. The Jews therefore

said unto him. It is not lawful for us to put any man to death :

that the words of Jesus might be fulfilled, Avhicli he spake, signi-

fying what dcatli he sliould die. Then Pilate entered into tlie

judgment hall again, and called Jesus, and said unto him, Art

thou the King of tlic Jews? Jesus ;msAvcred, Sayest thou that

of thyself, or did other tell it thee of me ? Pilate answered. Am
I a Jew ? Thine oavu nation and liigli priests have delivered thee

unto nic : what hast thou done? Jesus answered, Isly kingdom

is not of this world : if my kingdom were of this world^ then

would my ministers surely fight^ that I should not be delivered

to the Jews : but now is my kingdom not from hence. Pilate

therefore said unto him^ Art thou a king then ? Jesus answered.
Thou sayest that I am a king. For this cause was I born, and

for this cause came I into the world, that I should bear witness

unto the truth. And all that are of the truth hear my voice,

Pilate said unto him. What thing is truth ? And Avhen he had

said this, he went out again unto the Jews, and saith unto them,
I find in him no cause at all. Ye have a custom, that I should

deliver you one loose at Easter : will ye that I loose unto you
the King of the Jews ? Then cried they all again, saying. Not
him but Barabbas. The same Barabbas was a murderer. Then
Pilate took Jesus therefore and scourged him. And the soldiers

wound a crown of thorns, and put it on his head, and they did

on him a purple garment, and came vmto him, and said. Hail,

King of the Jews ! and they smote him on the face. Pilate went

forth again, and said unto them. Behold, I bring him forth to

you, that ye may know that I find no fault in him. Then came

Jesus forth, wearing a crown of thorn, and a robe of purple.

And he saith unto them, Behold the man ! *^When the high

priests therefore and ministers saw him, they cried, saying. Cru-

cify him, crucify him. Pilate saith unto them, Take ye him, and

crucify him : for I find no cause in him. The Jews answei'cd

him, We have a law, and by our law he ought to die, because he

made himself the Son of God. When Pilate heard that saying,

he was the more afraid
;
and went again into the judgment halJ,

and saith unto Jesus, Whence art tliouy But Jesus gave him

none answer. Then said Pilate unto him, Speakest thou not

unto me ? knowcst thou not that I lia\o power to crucify thee,

and have power to loose thee ? Jesus answered. Thou couldest

have no power at all against mc, except it A\'ere given thee from

above : therefore he that delivered me unto thee hatli the more

sin. And from thenceforth sought Pilate means to loose him :

but the Jews cried, saying, If thou let him go, thou art nut

Cajsar's friend : for Avhosoever maketli himself a king is agjiinst

Cffisar. When Pilate heard that saying, he brouglit Jesus forth,

and sat down to give sentence in a place that is called tlic Pave-

ment, but in the IIel)rew tongue Gab1)attiu. It w;is tlie pre-

paring day of Easter, about the sixth Iiour : and be saith unto

c When the priests therefore saw liiin, tliey ci-icd, Crueiiy lam, crucify hiiu l.'i.j^.

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the Jews^ Behold your King ! They cried, saying, Away with

him, away with him, crucify him. Pilate saith unto them. Shall

I crucify your King ? The high priests answered, We have no

king but Csesar. Then delivered he him ''unto them to be cruci-

fied : and they took Jesus, and led him away. And he bare his

cross, and went forth into a place which is called the place of

dead men^s skulls, but in Hebrew, Golgotha : where they cruci-

fied him, and two other with him, on cither side one, and Jesus

in the midst. And Pilate wrote a title, and put it fon the cross.

The writing was, JESUS OF NAZAEETH KING OF THE
JEWS. This title read many of the Jews : for the place wliere

Jesus was crucified was Snigh to the city: and it was written

in Hebrew, Greek, and Latin. Then said the high priests of

the Jews to Pilate, Write not, King of the Jews
;
but that he

said, I am King of the Jews. Pilate answered, What I have

written, that '^have I written. Then the soldiers, when they had

crucified Jesus, took his garments, and made four parts, to every

soldier a part ;
and also his coat : the coat was without seam,

wrought upon throughout. They said therefore among them-

selves, Let us not di^dde it, but cast lots for it, who shall have it :

that the scripture might be fulfilled, saying. They have parted

my raiment among tliem, and for my coat did they cast lots.

And the soldiers did such things indeed. There stood by the

cross of Jesus, his mother, and his mother's sister, Mary the wife

of Cleophas, and Mary Magdalene. When Jesus therefore saw

his mother, 'and the disciple standing, wliom he loved, he saith

unto his mother, \Voman, behold tliy son ! Then said he to the

disciple. Behold thy motlicr ! And iVom tliat hour the disciple

took her for his own.

After these tilings, Jesus, knowing that all things were now

performed, tliat the scripture might be fulfilled, he saith, 1 thirst.

So there stood a vessel by full of vinegar : therefore they filled a

spunge with vinegar, and wound it a])out with hyssop, and put it

to his mouth. As soon as Jesus then received of the vinegar, he

said. It is finished
;
and l)owed Jiis head and gave up tlic ghost,

jj'lic Jews the-rcforo, because it M<is the preparing of the sabbath,

tliat th(! ijodics ^houlf'i iiDt remain upon the cross on the sabbath

(Ivy, ffof liiut .sr.Mbntli (lav \v;is nn h?gh day,) l>csought Pilate

tiijit ihoii- Icirs might 'x- !)voKf>n, ;n,ul ti!;it tlicv mi^jht be taken
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down. Then came the soldiers, and brake the legs of the first,

and of the other which Avas crucified with him. But when they
come to Jesus, and saw that he was dead already, they brake not

his legs. ]?ut one of the soldiers with a spear thrust him into

the side, and forthwith '^ came thereout blood and water. And he

that saw it bare record, and his record is true : and he knoweth

that he saith true, that ye might believe also. For these things
were done that the scripture should be fulfilled, Ye shall not

break a bone of him.

And again another scripture saith, They shall look upon him

whom they have pierced. After this Joseph of Aramathsea (which
Avas a disciple of Jesus, but secretly for fear of the Jews) besought
Pilate that he might take doAvn the body of Jesus : and Pilate

gaA'c him license. He came therefore, and took the body of Jesus,

And there came also Nicodcmus, (Avhich at the beginning came

to Jesus by night,) and brought of myrrh and aloes mingled to-

gether, about an hundred pound Aveight. Then took they the

body of 1

Jesu, and Avound it in linen clothes Avith the odours, as

the manner of the Jcavs is to bury. And in the place Avhere he

Avas crucified there Avas a garden; and in the garden a ncAv

sepulchre, Avherein Avas never man laid. There laid they Jesus

therefore because of the preparing of the sabbath of the Jcavs
;

for the sepulchre Avas nigh at hand.

for the same intent ;) Avhich did eat and drink with him after he

arose from death. And he commanded us to preach unto the

people, and to testify that it is he which was ordained of God to

be the Judge of quick and dead. To him give all the prophets

witness, that through his name whosoever believeth in him shall

receive remission of sins. While Peter yet spake these words,

the Holy Ghost fell on all them which heard the preaching.

And they of the circumcision, which believed, were astonied, as

many as came with Peter, because that on the Gentiles also was

shed out the gift of the Holy Ghost. For they heard them speak
with tongues, and magnify God. Then answered Peter, Can

any man forbid water, that these should not be baptized, Avhich

have received the Holy Ghost as well as we? And he commanded
them to be baptized in the name of the Lord. Then prayed

they him to tarry a few days.

Brethren, I would not that ye should be ignorant, how that

our fathers were all under the cloud, and all passed through the

sea ;
and were all baptized under Moses in the cloud, and in the

sea

and did all eat of one spiritual meat, and did all drink of

one spiritual drink : and they drank of the spiritual Rock that

followed them, which Rock was Christ. But in many of them

had God no delight ; for they Avere overthrown in the wilderness.

These are cnsaniples to us, that we should not lust after evil

things, as they lusted : and that ye should not be worsliippers of

images, as were some of them ; according as it is written, The

people sat down to eat and drink, and rose up to play. Neither

let us be defiled with fornication, as some of them were defiled

with fornication, and fell in one day three and twenty thousand.

Neither let us tempt Christ, as some of them tempted, and were

destroyed of serpents. Neither murmur ye, as some of them

murmured, and were destroyed of tlie destroyer. All these

things liappcned unto them for cnsamples : but are written to

put us in remembrance, whom the ends of the world are come

upon. Wherefore let him that thinketh he standcth take heed

lest he fall. There hath none other temptation taken you, but

such as ^follow(!tIi the nature of man : l)ut God is faitliful, Avhich

s followed 1552.
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shall not suffer you to be tempted above your strength : but

shall in the midst ^ of the temptation make a way, that ye may
be able to bear it.

The Gospel. Luke xvi.

Jesus said ^unto his disciples. There was a certain rich man
which had a steward ;

and the same was accused unto him that

he had wasted his goods. And he called him, and said unto

him, How is it that I hear this of thee? Give accounts of "thy

stewardship, for thou mayest be no longer steward.

And the lord commended the unjust steward, because he had

done wisely : for the children of this world are in their nation

wiser than the children of light. And I say unto you, Make

you friends of the unrighteous mammon, that when ye shall have

need, they may receive you into everlasting habitations.

But the

scripture concludeth all things under sin, that the promise by tlie

faith of Jesus Christ should be given *^unto them that believe.

soon as he is able ; or else let

him not come to this holy table,

thinking to deceive God, who

seeth all men's hearts. For nei-

ther the absolution of the priest

can any thing avail them, nor

the receiving of this holy sacra-

ment doth any thing but in-

crease their damnation. And
if there be any of you whose

conscience istroubledand griev-

ed in any thing, lacking comfort

or counsel, let him come to me,
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or to some other discreet and

learned priest, taught in the law

of God, and confess and open,

his sin and grief secretly, that

he may receive such ghostly

counsel, advice, and comfort,

that his conscience may be re-

lieved, and that of us (as of the

ministers of God and of the

church) he may receive com-

fort and absolution, to the sa-

tisfaction of his mind, and a-

voidingof all scruple and doubt-

fulness
; requiring such as shall

be satisfied with a general con-

fession not to be offended with

them tliat do use, to their fur-

ther satisfying, the auricular

and secret confession to the

priest ; nor those also which

think needful or convenient, for

the quietness of their own con-

sciences, particularly to open
their sins to the priest ;

to be

off'ended with them that are sa-

tisfied Mith their humble con-

fession to God, and the general

confession to the church : but

in all things to follow and keep
the rule of charity ;

and every

man to be satisfied with his own

conscience, not jiulging other

men's minds or consciences;

whereas he hath no Avarrant of

God's word to the same.

Then shall follow this Exhortation at

certain times when the Curate shall

see the people negligent to come to

the holy communion.

We be come together at this

time, dearly beloved brethren,

to feed at the Lord's supper;
unto the which, in God's be-

half, I bid you all that be here

present, and beseech you for

the Lord Jesus Christ's sake,

that ye will not refuse to come

thereto, being so lovingly called

and bidden of God himself. Yc

know how grievous and unkind

a thing it is, when a man hath

prepared a rich feast, decked

his table with all kind of pro-

vision, so that there lacketh no-

thing but tlie guests to sit down;
and yet tlicy which be called,

without any cause, most un-

thankfullvrefusetocomc : which
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of you^ in such a case, would

not be moved ? who would not

think a great injury and wrong
done unto him? Wherefore,
most dearly beloved in Christ,

take ye good heed, lest ye, with-

drawing yourselves from this

holy supper, provoke God^s in-

dignation against you. It is an

easy matter for a man to say, I

will not communicate, because I

am otherwise letted with world-

ly business : but such excuses

be not so easily accepted and

allowed before God, If any
man say, I am a grievous sin-

ner, and therefore am afraid to

come; wherefore then do you
not repent and amend ? When
God calleth you, be you not

ashamed to say you will not

come? When you should re-

turn to God, will you excuse

yourself, and say that you be

not ready ? Consider earnestly

with yourselves how little such

feigned excuses shall avail be-

fore God. They that refused

the feast in the gospel, because

they had bought a farm, or

would try their yokes of oxen,

or because they were married,

were not so excused, but count-

ed unworthy of the heavenly
feast. I, for my part, am here

present, and according unto

mine office, I bid you in the

name of God, I call you in

Christ^s behalf, I exhort you,

as you love your own salvation,

that ye will be partakers of this
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holy communion. And as the

Son of God did vouchsafe to

yield up his soul by death upon
the cross for your health, even

so it is your duty to receive the

communion together in the re-

membrance of his death, as he

himself commanded. Now, if

you Avill in no wise thus do,

consider with yourselves how

great injury you do unto Grod,

and how sore punishment hang-
eth over your heads for the

same. And Avhereas ye offend

God so sore in refusing this

holy banquet, I admonish, ex-

hort, and beseech you, that un-

to this unkindness ye will not

add any more : which thing ye
shall do, if ye stand by as gazers

and lookers on them that do

communicate, and be no par-

takers of the same yourselves.

For what thing can this be

accounted else than a further

contempt and unkindness unto

God. Truly it is a great uu-

thankfulness to say nay when

ye be called : but the fault is

much greater when men stand

by, and yet Avill neither eat nor

drink this holy communion with

other. I pray you what can

this be else but even to have

the mysteries of Christ in deri-

sion ? It is said unto all. Take

yc, and eat; Take, and drink

ye all of this ;
Do this in re-

membrance of me. "With what

face then, or with what coun-

tenance, shall ve hear these
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words ? What will this be else

but a neglecting, a despising,

and mocking of the testament

of Christ ? Wherefore, rather

than you should so do, depart

you hence, and give place to

them that be godly disposed.

But when you depart, I beseech

you ponder with yourselves

from whom you depart? Ye

depart from the Lord^s table,

ye depart from your brethren,

and from the banquet of most

heavenly food. These things if

ye earnestly consider, ye shall

by God^s grace return to a

better mind : for the obtaining

Avhereofwe shall make ourhum-

ble petitions, while we shall re-

ceive the holy communion.

was, so that it may be aptly divided

in divers jjieces ;
and every one sliall

be divided in two pieces at the least,

or more, by the discretion of the ^lin-

ister, and so distributed. And men

must not think less to be received in

dral and collegiate churches there shall

always some communicate with the

Priest that ministereth. And that the

same may be also observed every where

abroad in the country, some one at

tlie least of that house in every parish,

to whom by course, after the ordi-

jiaiice lierein made, it appertaineth to

offer for the charges of the commu-

nion, or some other whom they shall

jjrovide to offer for them, shall receive

the holy communion with the Priest :

the which may b(; the better done,

for that they know before when their

course cometh, and may therefore dis-

pose themselves to the worthy receiv-

ing of the sacrament. And with him

or them wlio dotli so offer tlie charges

of the communion, all other who bi'

then godly disposed thereunto, shall

likewise receive the communion. And

by this means the Minister, having

always some to communicate vi'ith

him, may accordingly solemnize so

high and holy mysteries with all tlie

suffrages and due order appointed for

the same. And the Priest on the week

day shall forbear to celebrate the com-

munion, except he have some that will

communicate with him.

Kurthermore, every man and woman lo

be bound to hear and be at tlie divine

service, in the parish church where

they he resident, and there with <!(>-

vout jirayer, or godly silence and me-

diration, to occupy themselves ; Wxn-o
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to pay their duties, to communicate

once in the year at the least, and

there to receive and take all other sa-

craments and rites in this book ap-

pointed. And whosoever willingly,

upon no just cause, doth absent them-

selves, or doth ungodly in the parish

church occupy themselves ; upon proof

thereof, by the ecclesiastical laws of

the realm, to be excommunicate, or

suffer other punishment, as shall to

the ecclesiastical judge (according to

his discretion) seem convenient.

It appeareth by ancient Avriters, that the sacrament of Bap-
tism in the old time was not commonly ministered but at two

times in the year, at Easter and Whitsuntide ; at which times

it was openly ministered in the presence of all the congregation :

which custom, (now being grown out of use,) although it cannot

for many considerations be well restored again, yet it is thought

good to follow the same as near as conveniently ma}^ be. AVhere-

fore the people are to be admonished, that it is most convenient

that Baptism should not be ministered but upon Sundays and

other holydays, when the most number of people may come to-

gether : as well for that the congregation there present may
testify the receiving of them that be newly baptized into the

number of Christ's cliurch ; as also l)ecause in the baptism of

infants every man present may be put in remembrance of his

OAvn profession made to God in his baptism. For which cause

also it is expedient that baptism be ministered in the English

tongue. Xevertheless (if necessity so require) 'i children ought
at all times to be baptized either at the church or else at

home.

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When there are children to be baptized upon the Sunday or holyday, the parents

shall give knowledge overnight, or in the morning afore the beginning of ^Matins,

to the Curate. And then the godfathers, godmothers, and people, with the chil-

dren, must be s ready at the church door, either immediately afore the last Can-

ticle at Matins, or else immediately afore the last Canticle at Evensong, as the

Curate by his discretion shall appoint. And then, standing there, the Priest shall

ask whether the children be baptized or no. If they answer, No, then shall the

Priest say thus :

To the end that Confirmation may be ministered to the more

edifying of such as shall receive it, (according to^ St. Paul's doc-

trine, who teacheth that all things should be done in the church

to the edification of the same,) it is thought good, that none

hereafter shall be confirmed, but such as can say in their mother

tongue the Articles of the Faith, the Lord's Prayer, and the Ten

Commandments
;
and can also answer to such questions of this

short Catechism, as the Bishop (or such as he shall appoint)

shall by his discretion appose them in. And this order is most

convenient to be observed for divers considerations.

^ First, because that when children come to the years of dis-

cretion, and have learned what their godfathers and godmothers

promised for them in baptism, they may then themselves, with

their own mouth, and Avith their own consent, openly before the

church, ratify
"^ and confess the same ;

and also promise, that

by the grace of God they will evermore endeavour themselves

faithfully to observe and keep such things as they by their own
mouth and confession have assented unto.

5[ Secondly, forasmuch as confirmation is ministered to them

that be baptized, that by imposition of hands and prayer they

may receive strength and defence against all temptations to sin,

and the assaults of the world and the devil
;

it is most meet to

be ministered when children come to that age, that partly by
the frailty of their own flesh, partly by the assaults of the world

and the devil, they begin to be in danger to fall " iuto sin.

The Form of Solemnization of Matrimony.

^ First the banns must be asked three several Sundays or holydays, ciii the service

time, the people being present, after the accustomed manner.

And if the persons that would be married dwell in divers parishes, the banns must

be asked in both parishes ; and the Curate of the one parish shall not solemnize

matrimony betwixt them, without a certificate of the banns being thrice asked,

from the Curate of the other parish.

At the day appointed for solemnization of matrimony, the persons to be married shall

come into the body of the church with their friends and neighbours : and there

the Priest shall thus say :

Dearly beloA^ed friends, we are gathered together here in the

Forasmuch as all mortal men be subject to many sudden perils, diseases, and sick-

nesses, and ever uncertain what time they shall depart out of this life ; therefore,

to the intent they may be always in a readiness to die, whensoever it shall please

Almighty God to call them, the Curates shall diligently from time to time, but

specially in the plague time, exhort their parishioners to the oft receiving (in the

church) of the holy communion of the body and blood of our Saviour Christ ;

which (if they do) they shall have no cause, in their sudden visitation, to be un-

quieted for lack of the same. But if the sick person be not able to come to the

church, and yet is desirous to receive the communion in his house, then he must

give knowledge over night, or else early in the morning, to the Curate, signifying

also how many be appointed to communicate with him.

And if the same day there be a celebra- And having a (convenient place in the

tion of the holy communion in the

church, then shall the Priest reserve

fat the open communion) so much of

the sacrament of the body and blood

as shall serve the sick person, and so

many as shall communicate with him,

(if there be any.) And so soon as he

conveniently may, after the open com-

munion ended in the church, shall go

and minister the same, first to those

that are appointed to communicate

with the sick, (if there be any,) and

last of all to the sick person himself.

But before the Curate distribute the

holy communion, the appointed Gene-

ral Confession must be made in the

name of the communicants, the Cu-

rate adding the Absolution, with the

comfortable sentences of S(n-ipture fol-

lowing in thejopen communion. And
after the communion ended, the Col-

lect.

CuRisT is risen from the dead, and become the first-fruits of

them that slept. For by a man came death, and by a man came

the resurrection of the dead. For as by Adam all die, even so

by Christ shall all be made alive. But every man in his own
order : the first is Christ, then they that arc Christ^s at his

coming. Then cometh the end, when he hath delivered up the

kingdom to God the Father ; when he hath put down all rule,

and all authority, and power. For he must reign, till he hath

put all his enemies under his feet. The last enemy that shall be

destroyed is death. For he hath put all things under his feet.

But when he saith, all things arc put under him, it is manifest

that he is excepted, which did put all things under hiui. When
all things are subdued unto him, then shall the Son also himself be

su])ject unto him that put all tilings under him, that God may be

all in all. Flse what do they Avhich are bajitizcd over the dead, if

the dead rise not at all? Why are they then baptized over them?
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yea, and why stand we alway then in jeopardy ? By our rejoic-

ing, Avhich I have in Christ Jesu our Lord, I die daily. That I

have fought with beasts at Ephesus, after the manner of men,
what advantageth it me, if the dead rise not again ? Let us eat

and drink, for to-morrow we shall die. Be not ye deceived : evil

words corrupt good manners. Awake truly out of sleep, and sin

not; for some have not the knowledge of God, I speak this to

your shame. But some man will say. How arise the dead ? with

what body shall they come ? Thou fool, that which thou sowest

is not quickened, except it die. And what sowest thou ? Thou

sowest not that body that shall be, but bare corn, as of wheat

^or of some other : but God giveth it a body at his pleasure, to

every seed his own body. All flesh is not one manner of flesh
;

but there is one manner of flesh of men, "another manner of

flesh of beasts, ^another of fishes, '^and another of birds. There

are also celestial bodies, and there are bodies terrestrial
;
but the

glory of the celestial is one, and the glory of the terrestrial is

another. There is one manner glory of the sun, and another

glory of the moon, and another glory of the stars
;
for one star

difl'ereth from another in glory. So is the resurrection of the

dead : it is sown in corruption ; it riseth again in incorruption :

it is sown in dishonour
;

it riseth again in honour : it is sown in

weakness ; it riseth again in power : it is sown a natural body ;

it riseth again a spiritual body. There is a natural body, and

there is a spiritual body : as it is also written, The first man
Adam was made a living soul

;
and the last Adam was made a

quickening spirit. Howbeit, that is not first which is spiritual,

but that Avliich is natural
;
and then tliat which is spiritual. The

first man is of the earth, earthy : the second man is the Lord

from heaven (heavenly). As is the earthy, such are they '''tliat

are earthy : and as is the licavenly, such are they that are hea-

venly. And as we have borne the image of the earthy, so shall

we bear the image of the heavenly. Tliis say I, bretliren, that

flesh and blood cainiot inherit the kingdom of God ; neither doth

corruption inherit uncorrnption. Behold, I shew you a mystery:

we shall not all slee[), but we shall all be changed, and that in a

moment, in tlie twinkiiug (jf an eye, by the lust trump; for the

trump shall blow, and the dead sliall rise incorruptible, and we

z or siniic iitlicr l.").')2.

grew daily to more and more abuses, m hich, not only for their

unprofitableness, but also because they have much blinded the

people, and obscured the glory of (Jod, are worthy to be cut

away, and clean rejected. Other there be, which although they
'I () i^ood Lord 1.".")_>. <> ihv licritanv 1552.
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have been devised by man, yet it is thought good to reserve them

still, as well for a decent order in the church, (for the which

they were first devised,) as because they pertain to edification ;

whereunto all things done in the church (as the apostle teach-

eth) ought to be referred. And although the keeping or omit-

ting of a ceremony (in itself considered) is but a small thing,

yet the wilful and contemptuous transgression, and breaking of

a common order and discipline, is no small offence before God.

Let all things be done among you (saith Saint Paul) in a seemly
and due order : the appointment of the which order pertaineth

not to private men. Therefore, no man ought to take in hand

nor presume to appoint or alter any public or common order in

Christ's church, except he be lawfully called and authorized

thereunto. And whereas, in this our time, the minds of men
Pbe so diverse, that some think it a great matter of conscience

to depart from a piece of the least of their ceremonies (they be

so addicted to their old customs) ;
and again, on the other side,

some be so new fangle, that they would innovate all thing, and

so do despise the old that nothing can like them but that is new;
it was thought expedient not so much to have respect how to

please and satisfy either of these parties, as how to please God,
and profit them both. And yet, lest any man should be offended,

(whom good reason might satisfy,) here be certain causes ren-

dered why some of the accustomed ceremonies be put away, and

^isome be retained and kept still.

Some are put away because the great excess and multitude of

them hath so increased in these latter days, that the burden of

them was intolerable : whereof Saint Augustine in his time com-

plained that they were grown to such a number, that the state of

Cliristiau people was in worse case (concerning that matter) than

were the Jews ; and he counselled, that such yoke and Ijurden

should be taken away, as time would serve quietly to do it. But

wliat would Saint Augustine have said, if he had seen the cere-

monies of late days used among us, whereunto the multitude

used in his time was not to be compared ? This our excessive

multitude of ceremonies was so great, and many of them so dark,

that they did more confound and darken than declare and set

forth Christ's benefits unto us. And besides this, Christ's gospel

is not a ceremonial law, (as much of !Moses' law Avas,) l)ut it is a

religion to serve God, not in bondage of the figure or shadow,

P ai-o X'l'rl. '1 sionie retained X'l'rl.
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but in the freedom of spirit, being content only with those cere-

monies which do serve to a decent order and godly discipline,

and such as be apt to stir up the dull mind of man to the re-

membrance of his duty to God, by some notable and special

signification, whereby he might be edified.

^ Furthermore, the most weighty cause of the abolishment of

certain ceremonies was, that they were so far abused, partly by
the superstitious blindness of the rude and unlearned, and partly

by the unsatiable avarice of such as sought more their own lucre

than the glory of God, that the abuses could not well be taken

away, the thing remaining still. But now, as concerning those

persons which peradventure will be offended for that some of

the old ceremonies are retained still
;

if they consider, that with-

out some ceremonies it is not possible to keep any order or quiet

discipline in the church, they shall easily perceive just cause to

reform their judgments. And if they think much that any of

the old do remain, and would rather have all devised anew, then

such men (granting some ceremonies convenient to be had) surely

where the old may be well used, there they cannot reasonably

reprove the old, (only for their age,j without bewraying of their

own folly. For in siich a case they ought rather to have reve-

rence unto them for their antiquity, if they will declare them-

selves to be more studious of unity and concord than of innova-

tions and newfangleness, which (as much as may be with the

true setting forth of Christ's religion) is ah\ays to be eschewed.

Furthermore, such shall have no just cause with tlic ceremonies

reserved to be offended
;

for as tliose be taken away which were

most abused, and did bvirden men's consciences without any
cause, so the other that remain are retained for a discipline and

order, which (upon just causes) may be altered and changed, and

therefore are not to be esteemed equal with God's law. And

moreover, they be neither dark nor dumb ceremonies, but are so

set forth that every man may understand what they do mean,
and to what use they do serve : so that it is not like that they,
in time to come, should be al)uscd as the other have been. And
in ''tliese all our doings we condemn no other nations, nor pre-

scribe any tiling but to our own people only. For we think it

convenient tliat every country should use such ceremonies as

they shall tliiuk Ijest to tiic setting forth of God's lionour ^ and

glory, and to tlie reducing oi' the peo])lc to a most perfect and

1 tliesc our \')'rl. >^ or lo.'i'J.
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godly living, without error or superstition ;
and that they should

put away other things, which from time to time they perceive

to be most abused, as in men^s ordinances it often chanceth

diversely in diverse countries.

^Certain Nutes for the more plain Explication and decent Ministration

of Things contained in this Book.

In the saying or singing of 3Jatins and Evensong, baptizing and burying, the

Minister, in parish churches and chapels annexed to the same, shall use a surplice ;

and in all cathedral churches and colleges, the Archdeacons, Deans, Provosts, Mas-

ters, Prebendaries, and Fellows, being Graduates, may use in the quire, beside their

surplices, such hoods as pertaineth to their several degrees, which they have taken

in any university within- this realm : but in all other places, every Minister shall be

at liberty to use any surplice or no. It is also seemly, that Graduates, when they

do preach, shall use such hoods as pertaineth to their several degrees.

*', And whensoever the Bishop shall celebrate the holy communion in the church,

or execute any other public ministration, he shall have upon him, beside his rochette,

a surplice or albe, and a cope or vestment
;
and also his {)astoral staff in his hand, or

else borne or holden by his chaplain.

% As touching kneeling, crossing, holding up of hands, knocking upon the breast,

and other gestures, they may be used or left, as every man's devotion serveth, with-

out blame.

^ Also upon Christmas Day, Easter Day, the Ascension Day, Whit Sunday, and

the feast of tlie Trinity, may be used any part of holy scripture hereafter to be cer-

tainly limited and appointed, in the stead of the Litany.

^ If there be a sermon, or for other great cause, the Curate, by his discretion, may
leave out the Litany, Gloria in Excelsis, the Creed, the Homily, and the Exhortation

to the Communion.

THE PREFACE.

IT is evident unto all men, diligently reading holy scripture,

and ancient authors, that from the apostles^ time there hath

been these orders of Ministers in Christ's church ; Bishops,

Priests, and Deacons : which offices Avere evermore had in such

reverent estimation, that no man, by his own private authority,

might presume to execute any of them, except he were first

called, tried, examined, and known to have such qualities as

were requisite for the same ;
and also, by public prayer, with

imposition of hands, approved and admitted thereunto. And

therefore, to the intent these orders should be continued, and

reverently used and esteemed in this church of England, it is

requisite that no man (not being at this present Bishop, Priest,

nor Deacon) shall execute any of them, except he be called,

tried, examined, and admitted, according to the form hereafter

following. And none shall be admitted a Deacon, except he be

twenty-one years of age at the least
;
and every man which is

to be admitted a Priest shall be full twenty-four years old
;
and

every man which is to be consecrated a Bishop, shall be fully

thirty years of age. And the Bishop, knowing, either by him-

self or by sufficient testimony, any person to be a man of vir-

tuous conversation, and without crime, and after examination

and trial, finding him learned in the Latin tongue, and suf-

ficiently instructed in holy scripture, may, upon a Sunday or

holyda}'-, in the face of the ciuirch, admit him a Deacon, in such

manner and form as hereafter followeth.

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The Fo7'ni and Manner of Ordering of Deacona,

^ First, when the day appointed by the Bishop is come, there shall be an Exhorta-

tion, declaring the duty and office of such as come to be admitted Ministers, how

necessary sucli orders are in the church of Christ, and also how the people ought
to esteem them in their vocation.

^ After the Exhortation ended, the Archdeacon, or his deputy, shall present such as

come to the Bishop to be admitted, saying these words.

Reverend Father in God, I present unto you these persons

present, to be admitted Deacons.

^ TJie Bishop. Take heed that the persons whom ye present

unto us be apt and meet, for their learning and godly conversa-

tion, to exercise their ministry duly, to the honour of God, and

edifying of his church.

The Archdeacon shall answer,

I have inquired of them, and also examined them, and think

them so to be.

^ And then the Bishop shall say unto tlie people.

Brethren, if there be any of you who knoweth any impedi-

ment or notable crime in any of these persons presented to be

ordered Deacons, for the which he ought not to be admitted to

the same, let him come forth in the name of God, and shew

what the crime or impediment is.

*" And if any great crime or impediment be objected, the Bishop shall surcease

from ordering that person, until sucli time as the party accused shall try himself

clear of that crime.

^ Then the Bishop, commending sucli as shall be found meet to be ordered to the

prayers of the congregation, with the f lerks and people present, shall say or sing

the Litany as followeth, with the prayers.

Tlien shall be sung or said the eninimniioii of the day, savins; the Epistle shall be

read out of Timothy, as foUoweth:

LiKEwisK must the Ministers be lionest, not doubletongued,
not gi^ en unto much wine, neither greedy of filthy lucre ;

but

holding the mystery of the faith Avith a pure conscience. And
let them first be proved, and tlicu let tliem minister, so that no

man be able to reprove tlieui. Even so must their wives be

honest, not evil speakers, but sober and faithful in all things,
fjot tlie Deacons be the; luisbauds of one wife, and sucli as rule
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their children well, and their own households. For they that

minister well get themselves a good degree, and a great liberty

in the faith which is in Christ Jesu.

These things write I unto thee, trusting to come shortly unto

thee : but and if I tarry long, that then thou mayest yet have

knowledge how thou oughtest to behave thyself in the house of

God, which is the congregation of the living God, the pillar and

ground of truth. And without doubt great is that mystery of

godliness : God was shewed in the flesh, was justified in the

Spirit, was seen among the angels, Avas preached unto the Gen-

tiles, was believed on in the world, and received up in glory.

Or else this, out of the sixth of the Acts.

Then the twelve called the multitude of the disciples together,

and said, It is not meet that we should leave the Avord of God,
and serve tables. Wherefore, brethren, look ye out among you
seven men of honest report, and full of the Holy Ghost and wis-

dom, to Avhom we may commit this business. But we will give

ourselves continually to prayer, and to the administration of the

word. And that saying pleased the whole multitude : and they
chose Stephen, a man full of faith and full of the Holy Ghost,

and Philip, and Procerus, and Nichanor, and Tymon, and Per-

menas, and Nicholas, a convert of Antioch. These they set

before the apostles : and Avhcn they had prayed, they laid their

hands on them. And the Avord of God increased
;
and the num-

ber of the disciples multiplied in Jerusalem greatly ; and a great

company of the priests Avere oljedient unto the faith.

% And before tlie Gospel, the Bishop, sitting in a chair, shall cause the oath of the

king's supremacy, and against the usurped power and authority of the bishop of

Rome, to be ministered unto every of them tliat are to be ordered.

% The Oath of the King's Supremacy.

1 FROM henceforth shall utterly renounce, refuse, relinquish,

and forsake tlie bishop of Rome, and his authority, poAVcr, and

jurisdiction. And 1 shall never consent nor agree that the bishop
of Rome shall practise, exercise, or have any manner of autlior-

ity, jurisdiction, or poAver within this realm, or auA' otlier the

king's dominions, but sliall resist the same at all times to the

uttermost of my poAver. And 1 from henceforth will accept,

repute, and take the king's majesty to be the only supreme head

in earth of the church of England : and to my cunning, wit, and
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uttermost of my power, without guile, fraud, or other undue

mean, I will observe, keep, maintain, and defend the whole effects

and contents of all and singular acts and statutes made and to be

made within this realm, in derogation, extirpation, and extin-

guishment of the bishop of Rome, and his authority ;
and all

other acts and statutes made or to be made, in confirmation and

corroboration of the king^s power, of the supreme head in earth

of the church of England. And this I will do against all manner

of persons, of what estate, dignity, or degree, or condition they
be

; and in no wise do, nor attempt, nor to my power suffer to

be done or attempted, directly or indirectly, any thing or things,

privily or apertly, to the let, hinderance, damage or derogation

thereof, or any part thereof, by any manner of means, or for any
manner of pretence. And in case any other be made, or hath

been made by me, to any person or persons, in maintenance, de-

fence, or favour of the bishop of Home, or his authority, jurisdic-

tion, or power, I repute the same as vain and annihilate. So

help me God through Jesus Christ.

^ Then shall the Bishop examine every one of them that are to be ordered, in tlie

presence of the people, after this manner following; :

Do you trust that you are inwardly moved by the Holy Ghost

to take upon you this office and ministration, to serve God, for

the promoting of his glory, and the edifying of his people ?

Answer. I trust so.

The Bishop. Do ye think that ye truly be called, according to

the will of our Lord Jesus Christ, and the due order of this realm,

to the ministry of the church ?

Answer. I think so.

The Bishop. Do ye unfeignedly believe all the canonical scrip-

tures of the Old and New Testament ?

Ansiver. I do believe.

The Bishop. Will you diligently read the same unto the

people assembled in the church, where you shall he appointed to

serve ?

Answer. I Avill.

The Bishop. It pcrtaineth to the office of a Deacon in the

church where he shall be appointed, to assist the Priest in divine

service, and specially when he ministereth tlic holy communion,
and to help him in distribution thereof, and to read holy scrip-

tures and homilies in the congregation, nud to instruct tlic youth
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in the catechism
;
to baptize and to preach, if he be admitted

thereto by the Bishop : and furthermore, it is his office, ^vhere

provision is so made, to search for the sick, poor, and impotent

people of the parish, and to intimate their estates, names, and

places where they dwell, to the Curate, that by his exhortation

they may be relieved by the parish, or other convenient alms.

Will you do this gladly and willingly ?

Ansiver. I will so do by the help of God.

The Bishop. Will you apply all your diligence to frame and

fashion your own lives, and the lives of all your family, accord-

ing to the doctrine of Christ, and to make both yourselves and

them, as much as in you lieth, wholesome examples of the flock

of Christ ?

Ansiver. I will so do, the Lord being my helper.

The Bishop. Will you reverently obey your Ordinary, and

other chief Ministers of the church, and them to whom the

government and charge is committed over you, following with a

glad mind and will their godly admonitions?

Ansiver. I will thus endeavour myself, the Lord being my
helper.

Then the Bishop, laying his hands severally upon the head of every

of them, shall say,

Take thou authority to execute the office of a Deacon in tlie

church of God committed unto thee; in the name of the Father,

the Son, and the Holy Ghost. Amen.

Then sliall the Bishop deliver to every one of them the New Testament, saying,

Take thou authority to read the Gospel in the church of God,
and to preach the same, if thou be thereunto ordinarily com-

manded.

Then one of them, aii))ointed by the Bishop, shall read the Gospel of that day.

Then shall the Bishop proceed to th(^ eommunion, and all that he ordered shall tarry

and receive tlie lioly communion the same day A\ith the Bir-ho]).

The connnunifMi ended, after the last Collect, and immediately bef'jre the lienediclion,

sliall be said this Collect following :

Almightv God, giver of all good things, which of thy great

goodness hast vouchsafed to accept and take these tliy servants

unto the office of Deacons in thy clmrcli ; ^Takc tliem, we be-

seech thee, O Lord, to be modest, huni])le, and coust.uit iut]icir

ministration, to liave a ready will to observe all spiritual (Hsci-

pline, that they, having always the testimony of a good con-
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science, and continuing ever stable and strong in thy Son Christ,

may so well use themselves in this inferior office, that they may
be found worthy to be called unto the higher ministries in thy

church, through the same thy Son our Saviour Christ
; to whom

be glory and honour world without end. Amen,

% And here it inust be shewed unto the Deaeon tliat he must continue in tliat office

of a Deacon the space of a whole year at the least, (except for reasonable causes it

be otlierwise seen to his Ordinary.) to the intent he may be perfect, and well ex-

pert in the things appertaining to the ecclesiastical administration ; in executing

whereof, if he be found faithful and diligent, he may be admitted by his Diocesan

to the order of Priesthood.

^ When the Exhortation is ended, then shall fallow the Communion. And for tlie

Epistle shall be read out of the twentieth cliapter of the Acts of the Apostles as

followeth :

From Mileto Paul sent messengers to Ephesus, and called the

elders of the congregation : which when they were come to him,

he said unto them, Ye know that from the first day that I came

into Asia, after what manner I have been with you at all seasons,

serving the Lord with all humbleness of mind, and with many
tears, and temptations, which happened unto me by the layings

await of the Jews : because I would keep l)ack nothing that Avas

profitable unto you, but to shew you and teach you openly

througliout every house
; witnessing both to the Jews, and also

to the Greeks, the repentance that is toward God, and the faith

which is toward our Lord Jesus. And now, behold, I go bound

in the spirit unto Jerusalem, not knowing the things that shall

come on me there
;

l)ut that the Holy Ghost Avitncssetli in every

city, saying that bands and trouble abide me. But none of these

things move me, neither is my life dear unto myself, that I might
fidfil my course with joy, and the ministration of the word, wliich

I have received of the Lord Jesu, to testify the gospel of the

grace of God. And now, l)eliold, I am sure that Jienccforth ye
all (tlirough whom 1 have gone preaching the kingdom of (Jod)

shall see my face no more. AVhei'cfore I take you to record this

day, that I am pure from tlie blood of all men. For I have

spared no labour, but have shcwefl you all the counsel of God.

Take heed therelbrc unto yourselves, and to all the flock, among
whom the Holy Ghost hath made you overseers, to rule the con-
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gregation of God^ which he hath purchased with his blood. For

I am sure of this, that after my departing, shall grievous wolves

enter in among you, not sparing the flock. Moreover of your
own selves shall men arise, speaking perverse things, to draw

disciples after them. Therefore awake, and remember, that by
the space of three years I ceased not to warn every one of you

night and day with tears.

And now, brethren, I commend you to God, and to the word

of his grace, which is able to build further, and to give you an

inheritance among all them which are sanctified. I have desired

no man^s silver, gold, or vesture. Yea, you know yourselves,

that these hands have ministered unto my necessities, and to

them that were with me. I have shewed you all things, how
that so labouring ye ought to receive the weak, and to remem-

ber the words of the Lord Jesu, how that he said. It is more

blessed to give than to receive.

Or else this third chapter of the first Epistle to Timothy.

This is a true saying, If any man desire the office of a bishop,

he desireth an honest work. A bishop therefore must be blame-

less, the husband of one wife, diligent, sober, discreet, a keeper
of hospitality, apt to teach ;

not given to overmuch wine, no

fighter, not greedy of filthy lucre; but gentle, abhorring fight-

ing, abhorring covetousness ; one that ruleth well his own house,

one that hath children in subjection with all reverence. For if

a man caimot rule his own house, how shall he care for the

congregation of God? He may not be a young scholar, lest lie

swell, and fall into the judgment of the evil speaker. He must

also have a good report of them which are without, lest he fall

into rebuke and snare of the evil speaker.

Likewise must the ministers be honest, not doubletongued,
not given unto much wine, neither greedy of filthy lucre

;
but

holding the mystery of the faith with a pure conscience. And
let them first be proved, and then let them minister, so that no

man be able to reprove them.

Even so must their wives be honest, not evil speakers, but sober

and faithfvd in all things. Let the deacons be the husbands of

one wife, and such as rule tlioir children well, and their own

households. For they that minister well get themselves a good

degree, and great liberty in tlie faith which is in Christ Jesu.

These things write 1 unto thee, trustinjr to come shortlv unto
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thee : but and if I tarry long, that then thou mayest have yet

knowledge how thou oughtest to behave thyself in the house of

God, which is the congregation of the living God, the pillar and

ground of truth. And without doubt, great is that mystery of

godliness : God was shewed in the flesh, was justified in the

Spirit, was seen among the angels, was preached unto the Gen-

tiles, was believed on in the world, and received up in glory.

After this shall be read for the Gospel a piece of the last chapter of Matthew,

as foUowcth :

Jesus came and spake unto them, saying, All power is given

unto me in heaven and in earth. Go ye therefore, and teach all

nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the

Son, and of the Holy Ghost : teaching them to observe all

things whatsoever I have commanded you : and, lo, I am with

you alway, even until the end of the world. Mutt, xxviii.

Or else this that followeth, of the tenth chapter of John.

Verily, verily, I say unto you. He that entereth not in by
the door into the sheepfold, but climbeth up some other way, the

same is a thief and a murderer, liut he that entereth in by the

door, is the shepherd of the sheep. To him the porter openeth ;

and the sheep hcareth his voice : and he callcth his own sheep by

name, and leadeth them out. And when he hath sent forth his

own sheep, he goeth before them, and the sheep follow him : for

they know his voice. A stranger will they not follow, but will

tlee from him . for they know not the voice of strangers. This

proverb spake Jesus unto them; but they understood not what

things they were which he spake unto them. Then said Jesus

unto them again, Verily, verily, I say imto you, 1 am the door

of the sheep. All (even as many as come l)efore nie) are thieves

and murderers: but the sheep did not hear them. I am the

door : by me, if any man enter in, he shall be safe, and go in and

out, and find pasture. A thief cometh not, ])ut for to steal, kill,

and to destroy : 1 am con)e that they miglit liave life, and that

they might ha\e it more al)un(lantly. I am the good shepherd :

a good sheplierd giveth his life for the sheep. An liired servant,

and he which is not tlie slu'[)herd, (neither the sheep are liis own,)
secth the wolf coming, and Icaveth tlie sheep, and fleeth : and

the wolf catchetli and scattcrcth the sliecp. Tlic liircd servant

fieetli, l)ecause he is an hired servant, and careth jiot for the
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sheep. I am the good shepherd, and know my sheep, and am
known of mine. As my Father knoweth me, even so know I

also my Father : and I give my life for the sheep. And other

sheep I have, which are not of this fold : them also must I bring,

and they shall hear my voice
;
and there shall be one fold and

one shepherd.

Or else this, of the twentieth chapter of John.

The same day at night, which was the first day of the sabbaths,

when the doors were shut, (where the disciples were assembled

together for fear of the Jews,) came Jesus and stood in the midst,

and said unto them, Peace be unto you. And when he had so

said, he shewed unto them his hands and his side. Then were

the disciples glad, when they saw the Lord. Then said Jesus

unto them again. Peace be unto you : as my Father sent me,
even so send I you also. And when he had said those words,

he breathed on them, and said unto them, Receive ye the Holy
Ghost : whose soever sins ye remit, they are remitted unto them ;

and whose soever sins ye retain, they are retained.

When the Gospel is ended, then shall be said or sung.

Come, Holy Ghost, eternal God, proceeding from above,

Both from the Father and the Son, the God of peace and love
;

Visit our minds, and into us thy heavenlv grace inspire,

That in all truth and godliness we mav have true desire.

Thou art the vcrv Comforter, in all woe and distress.

The heavenlv gift of God most high, which no tongue can express ;

The fountain and the livelv spring of joy celestial.

The fire so bright, the love so clear, and unction spiritual.

Thou in thy gifts art manifold, wherebv Christ's churcli dotli stand ;

In faithful hearts writing thv law, the finger of God's hand.

According to thy promise made thou givest speech of grace.

That through thy helj) the praise of God may sound in every place.

O Holy Ghost, into our wits send down thine heavenlv light,

Kindle our hearts with fervent love, to serve God dav and night ;

Strength and stablish all our weakness, so feeble and so frail.

That neither fiesh, the world, nor devil, against us do prevail ;

Put back our enemy far from us, and grant us to obtain

Peace in our licarts with CJod and man, without grudge or disdain.

And grant, O Lord, that thou, being our Leader and our Guide,

We may eschew tlie snares of sin, and from thee never slide.

To us such plentv of tliv grace, good Lord, grant, we thee ])ray,

Tliat tiiou muvc^t be our ('omforter ;it tlie last dreadful dav.
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Of all strife and dissension, O Lord, dissolve the bands,

And make the knots of peace and love throughout all Christian lands.

Grant us, O Lord, through thee to know the Father most of might.

That of his dear beloved Son yve may attain the sight :

And that with perfect faith also we may acknowledge thee.

The Spirit of them both alway, one God, in Persons three.

Laud and praise be to the Father, and to the Son equal,

And to the Holy Spirit also, one God coeternal.

And pray we that the only Son vouchsafe his Spirit to send,

To all that do profess his name unto the world's end. Amen.

And then the Archdeacon shall present unto the Bishop all them that shall receive

the Order of Priesthood that day ; the Archdeacon saying,

Reverend father in God, I present unto you these persons

present, to be admitted to the Order of Priesthood, Cum interro-

gatione et responsione, ut in Ordine Diaconatus.

INIcrcifully behold these thy servants, now called to tlie office of

priesthood, and replenish them so with the truth of thy doc-

trine, and innocency of life, that, both by word and good exam-

ple, they may faithfully serve tlicc in this office, to the glory of

thy name, aud profit of the congregation, through the merits

of our Saviour Jesu Christ
;

avIio liveth and reigneth, with thee

and tlic Holy Ghost, world Avitliout end. Amen.

Then the Bisliop shall niiiiisliT unto ('\cry of them the oath concerning tlie king's

supremacy, as it is set out in the Order of Deacons. And that done, he shall say

unto them which are appointed to r('cei\(' the said office, as liercat'tcr followetli :

Vol liave heard, brctlii-cu. as well iu your pri\atc examination.
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as in the exhortation, and in the holy lessons taken out of the

Gospel, and of the writings of the Apostles, of what dignity and

of how great importance this office is (whereunto ye be called).

And now we exhort you, in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ,

to have in remembrance into how high a dignity, and to how

chargeable an office ye be called, that is to say, to be the mes-

sengers, the watchmen, the pastors, and the stewards of the

Lord
;
to teach, to premonish, to feed, and provide for the Lord's

family ;
to seek for Christ's sheep that be dispersed abroad, and

for his children which be in the midst of this naughty world,

to be saved through Christ for ever. Have always,, therefore,

printed in your.remembrance how great a treasure is committed

to your charge ; for they be the sheep of Christ which be bought
with his death, and for whom he shed his blood. The church

and congregation whom you must serve is his spouse and his

body : and if it shall chance the same church, or any member

thereof, to take any hurt or hinderance, by reason of your negli-

gence, ye know the greatness of the fault, and also of the horrible

punishment which will ensue. AVherefore consider with your-
selves the end of your ministry towards the children of God,
toward the spouse and body of Christ, and see that you never

cease your labour, your care, and diligence, until you have done

all that lieth in you, according to your bounden duty, to bring
all such as are or shall be committed to your charge, unto that

agreement in faith, and knoNvledge of God, and to that ripeness

and perfectness of age in Clirist, that there be no place left

among them, either for error in religion or for viciousness in

life.

Then, forasmuch as your office is both of so great excellency
and of so great difficulty, yc see with how great care and study

yc ought to apply yourselves, as well that you may shew your-
selves kind to that Lord, wlio hath placed you in so high a dig-

nity, as also to beware that neither you yourselves offend, neither

be occasion that other offend. Howbeit ye cannot have a mind

and a will thereto of yourselves ;

We have a good hope that you have well weighed and pon-

dered these things with yourselves long before this time^ and that

you have clearly determined, by God's grace, to give yourselves

wholly to this vocation, whereunto it hath pleased God to call

you, so that (as much as lieth in you) you apply yourselves

wholly to this one thing, and draw all your cares and studies this

way, and to this end; and that you will continually pray for the

heavenly assistance of the Holy Ghost, from God the Father, by
the mediation of our only Mediator and Saviour Jesus Christ,

that by daily reading and weighing of the scriptures ye may wax

riper and stronger in your ministry ;
and that ye may so endea-

vour yourselves, from time to time, to sanctify the lives of you
and yours, and to fashion them after the rule and doctrine of

Christ
;
and that ye may be wholesome and godly examples and

patterns for the rest of the congregation to follow ; and that this

present congregation of Christ, here assembled, may also under-

stand your minds and wills in these things ;
and that this your

promise shall more move you to do your duties, ye shall answer

plainly to these things, which we, in the name of the congrega-

tion, shall demand of you, touching the same.

Do you think in your heart that you be truly called, ac-

cording to the will of our Lord Jesus Christ, and the order of

this church of England, to the ministry of priesthood ?

Answer. I think it.

The Bishop. Be you persuaded that the holy scriptures con-

tain sufficiently all doctrine required of necessity for eternal sal-

vation, through faith in Jcsu Christ? And are you determined,
with the said scriptures, to instruct the people committed to your

charge, and to teach nothing (as required of necessity to eternal

salvation) Init that you shall be i)ersua(led may be concluded

and proved by the scripture ?

Answer. I am so persuaded, and have so determined by God's

grace.

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THE PROCLAMATION.

TjDWARD, by the grace of God, king of England^ France,

and Ireland, defender of the faith, and of the church of England
and Ireland in earth the supreme head : to all and singular our

lo^'ing subjects, greeting. Forsomuch as in our high court of

parliament lately holden at Westminster, it was by us, with the

consent of the lords spiritual and temporal and commons there

assembled, most godly and agreeably to Christ's holy institution

enacted, that the most blessed sacrament of the body and blood

of our Saviour Christ should from ^thenceforth be commonly
delivered and ministered unto all persons within our realm of

England and Ireland, and other our dominions, under both

kinds, that is to say, of bread and wine, (except necessity other-

wise require,) lest every man phautasyiig and devising a sundry

Avay by himself, in the use of this most blessed sacrament of

unity, there might thereby arise any unseemly and ungodly

diversity: our pleasure is, by the advice of our most dear uncle

the duke of Somerset, governor of our ])erson, and protector
^^of our realms, dominions, and subjects, ^'and other of our privy

council, that the said blessed sacrament be ministered unto our

people only after such form and manner as liereafter, 1)y our

authority, with the advice before mentioned, is set forth and

declared : Avilliug every man, with due reverence and Christian

behaviour, to come to this holy sacrament and most l)]cssed

communion, ''lest they by unworthy receiving of so high

teries, become guilty of the body and blood of the Lord, and so

Nofp.

but rather dihgently try-

ing themselves, that they may so come to this holy table of

Christ, and so be partakers of this holy communion, that they

may dwell in Christ, and have Christ dwelling in them. And
also with such obedience and ^conformity to receive this our

ordinance, and most godly direction, that we may be encou-

raged from time to time further to travail for the reformation,

and setting forth of such godly orders as may be most to God^s

glory, the edifying of our subjects, and for the advancement

of true religion. Which thing we (by the help of God) most

earnestly intend to bring to effect, willing all our loving sub-

jects in the mean time to stay and quiet themselves Swith our

direction, as men content to follow authority, (according to the

bounden duty of subjects,) and not enterprising to run afore,

and so by their rashness become the greatest hinderers of such

things as they more arrogantly than godly would seem (by their

OAvu private authority) most hotly to set forward. We would

not have our subjects so much to mislike our judgment, so much
to mistrust our zeal, as ^

though we either could not discern

what were to be done, or would not do all things in due time.

God be praised, we know both what by his word is meet to be

redressed, and have an earnest mind, by the advice of our most

dear uncle, and other of our privy council, with all diligence

and convenient '

speed, to set forth the same, as it may most

stand with God^s glory, and edifying and quietness of our

people : which we doubt not but all our obedient and loving

subjects will quietly and reverently tarry for.

THE ORDER OF THE COMMUNION.

First, the Parson, Vicar, or Curate, the next Sunday or holyilay, or at the least one

day before lie shall minister the communion, shall give warning to his parishioners,

or those which be present, that they prepare themselves thereto, saying to them

openly and plainly as hereafter foUoweth, or such like :

Dear friends, and you especially upon wliose souls I have

cure and charge, upon day next I do intend, by God^s

grace, to offer to all such as shall be thereto godly disposed, the

most comfortable sacrament of the body and blood of Christ ; to

be taken of them in the remembrance of his most fruitful and

glorious passion : by the which passion we have obtained remis-

sion of our sins, and be made partakers of the kingdom of hea-

ven, ''wherefore we be assured and ascertained, if we come to

the said sacrament Avith hearty repentance of our offences,

steadfast faith in God's mercy, and earnest mind to obey God's

will, and to offend no more : wherefore our duty is, to come to

these holy mysteries, Avitli most hearty thanks to be given to

Almighty God for his infinite mercy and benefits given and

bestowed upon us, his unworthy servants, for whom he hath

not only given his body to death, and shed his blood, but also

doth vouchsafe, in a sacrament and mystery, to give us his said

body and blood spiritually to feed and drink upon. The which

sacrament being so divine and holy a thing, and so comfortable

to them which receive it worthily, and so dangerous to them

that will presume to take the same unworthily; my duty is to

exhort you in the mean season to consider the greatness of the

thing, and to search and examine your own consciences, and

that not lightly, nor after the manner of dissimulers with God ;

but as they which should come to a most godly and heavenly

banquet ; not to come but in the marriage garment recpircd of

God in scripture, that you may, so much as lieth in you, be

found worthy to come to such a table. The 'ways and means

thereto is,

First, That you be truly repentant of your former evil life,

and that you confess with an unfeigned heart to jVlrnighty God

your sins and unkindncss towards his Majesty, committed either

1^ wliereof we be 1 wavs and moan
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by vvill^ word, or deed, infirmity or ignorance ; and that with

inward sorrow and tears you bewail your offences, and require

of Almighty God mercy and pardon, promising to him, from the

bottom of your hearts, the amendment of your former life. And

amongst all others, I am commanded of God especially to move

and exhort you to reconcile yourselves to your neighbours whom

you have offended, or who hath offended you, putting out of

your hearts all hatred and malice against them, and to be in

love and charity with all the world, and to forgive other, as you
would that God should forgive you. And if thei-e be any of

you whose conscience is troubled and grieved in any thing, lack-

ing comfort or counsel, let him come to me, or to some other

discreet and learned priest, taught in the law of God, and con-

fess and open his sin and grief secretly; that he may receive

such ghostly counsel, advice, and comfort, that his conscience

may be relieved, and that of us, as a minister of God, and of

the church, he may receive comfort and absolution, to the satis-

faction of his mind, and avoiding of all scruple and doubtful-

ness : requiring such as shall be satisfied with a general con-

fession not to be oflended with them that doth use, to their

further satisfying, the '"auricular and secret confession to the

priest ; nor those also, which think needful or convenient, for

the quietness of their own consciences, particularly to open their

sins to the priest, to be offended with them which are satisfied

with their humble confession to God, and the general confession

to the church
;
but in all these things to follow and keep the

rule of charit}' ; and every man to be satisfied with his own con-

science, not judging other men's minds or acts, whereas he hath

no warrant of God's word for the same.

The "time of the coiiiiminion shall be immediately after that the Priest himself hath

received the sacrameiit, without tlie varjing of any other rite ur (;ei'e:iiony iu tiie

mass, (until other order shall be provided,) but as heretofore usually the Priest

hath done with the sacrament of the body, to prejiare, l)less, and consecrate so

much as will serve the peojtle ; so it shall continue still after the same manner and

form, save that he shall bless and consecrate the bigjrest chalice, or some fair and

convenient cu)) or cujis full of wine, with some wafer ))ut unto it; and that day

not drink it u]) all himself, bul takim,' one only sup or drau^-ht, leave the rest upon
the altar ccjvered, and turn to llicm that arc disposed to be partakers of the com-

munion, aiul shall thus exhort them as followeth :

Dearly beloved iu the Lord, ye, coming to this holy commu-

nion, must consider what St. P;inl writeth to the Corinthians, how

m articular and secret " time of communion
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he exhorteth all persons diligently to try and examine themselves,

or ever they presume to eat of this " bread or drink of this cup.

For as the benefit is great, if with a true penitent heart and

lively faith we receive this holy sacrament ; (for then we spirit-

ually eat the fiesh of Christ, and drink his blood; then we dwell

in Christ, and Christ in us ; we be made one with Christ, and

Christ with us
;)

so is the danger great, if we receive the same

unworthily. For then we become guilty of the body and blood

of Christ our Saviour ;
we eat and drink our own damnation^

(because we make no difference of the Lord^s body ;) we kindle

God's Avrath over us ; we provoke him to plague us with divers

diseases, and sundry kinds of death. Judge therefore yourselves

(brethren), that ye be not judged of the Lord; let your mind be

without P desire of sin; repent you truly for your sins past; have

an earnest and lively faith in Christ our Saviour ;
be in perfect

charity with all men; so shall ye be meet partakers of these holy

mysteries. But above all things you must give most humble and

hearty thanks to God, the Father, the Son, and the Holy Ghost,

for the redemption of the world by the death and passion of our

Saviour Christ, both God and man ; who did humble himself,

even to the death upon the cross, for us, miserable sinners, lying
in darkness and the shadow of death; that he might make us the

children of God, and exalt us to everlasting life. And to tlie end

that we should alway remember the exceeding love of our Master,

and only Saviour, Jesus Christ, thus doing for us, and the innu-

merable benefits which by his precious blood-shedding he hath

obtained to as
;
he liath left in these holy mysteries, as a pledge

of his love, and a continual remembrance of the same, his own

blessed body and precious blood, for us spiritually to feed upon,
to our endless comfort and consolation. To him therefore, with

the Father and the Holy Ghost, let us give, as we are most

'iboimden, continual thanks; submitting ourselves wholly to his

holy will and pleasure, and studying to serve him in true holiness

and righteousness all the days of our life. Amen.

Here the Priest shall pause a while, to see if any man will withdraw himself : and if

he perceive any so to do, then let him commune with him privily, at convenient

leisure, and see whether he can, with good exhortation, bring him to grace. And

after a little pause, the Priest shall say.

You that do truly and earnestly repent you of your sins and

ofiences committed to Almighty God, and be in love and charity

W'ith your neighbours, and intend to lead a new life, and heartily

to follow the commandments of God, and to walk from hence-

forth in his holy w ays; draw near, and take this holy sacrament

to your comfort, make your humble confession to Almighty God,
and to his holy church, here gathered together in his name,

meekly kneeling upon your knees.

Then shall a general confession be made, in the name of all those that are minded

to receive the holy communion, either by one of them, or else by one of the 31 in-

isters, or by the Priest himself; all kneeling humbly upon their knees.

Almighty God, Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, Maker of

all things. Judge of all men
;
"We knowledge and bewail our

manifold sins and wickedness, which we, from time to time,

most grievously have committed by thought, word, and deed,

against thy divine Majesty, provoking most justly thy wrath

and indignation against us. We do earnestly repent, and be

heartily sorry for these our misdoings ; the }-eraembrance of

them is grievous unto us
; the burden of them is intolerable.

Have mercy upon us, have mercy upon us, most merciful Father;
for thy Son our Lord Jesus Christ^s sake forgive us all that is

past ;
and grant that avc may ever hereafter serve and please

thee in newness of life, to the honour and glory of thy name ;

We be not worthy so much as to gather

up the crumbs under thy table. But thou art the same Lord,

whose property is always to have mercy : Grant us therefore,

gracious Lord, so to eat the fiesli of thy dear Son Jesus Christ,

and to drink his blood, in these holy mysteries, that mc may
continually dwell in him, and he iu us, that our sinful bodies

may be made clean by his body, and our souls washed through
his most precious blood. Amen.

Then sliall tlie Priest rise, tlie people stilL reverently kneeling, and the Priest shall

deliver the Coninuuiion tirst to tlie Ministers, if any be tliere jjresent, tliat they

may be ready to help the Priest, and after to the other.

The peace of God, which passeth all understanding, keep your
hearts and minds in the knowledge and love of God, ^ and in his

Son Jesus Christ our Lord.

Note, that the bread that shall be consecrated shall be such as heretofore hath been

accustomed. And every of the said consecrated breads shall be broken in two pieces,

at the least, or more, by the discretion of the Minister, and so distributed. And men
must not think less to be received in part than in the whole, but in each of them the

whole body of our Saviour Jesu Christ.

Note, that if it doth so chance that the wine hallowed and consecrate doth not suf-

fice or be enough for them that do take the communion, the Priest, after the first cup
or chalice be emptied, may go again to the altar, and reverently and devoutly prepare

and consecrate another, and so the third, or more likewise, beginning at these words,

Simili modo poslrpiam cosnatum est, and ending at these words, Qui pro vobis, et pro
mnltis effnndetur, in remissionem peccatonnn, and without any Icvation or lifting up.
