Press)—"I fondly cherish the hope 
that step by step, gradually, with 
the best of feeling to other British 
peoples, and with their most cordial 
co-operation and consent, Canada 
will, at no distant date, achieve the 
full status of a sovereign state." said 
A. R. McMaater, K. <*., member of 
the Canadian House of Commons for 
Brome, Quebec, in an address to the 
Canadian Club of New York, on 
••Borne Canadian Constitutional De­
velopments."

Mr. McMaster declared himself as 
belonging to the school of thought 
which believed that the history of 
Canada was thé history of a move­
ment tn which Canada had led other 
overseas peoples owing allegiance to 
the British Crown from colonisation 
to the enjoyment of an even larger 
national life, and that Canada could 
Improve her constitutional position 
by'Insisting upon all those sovereign 
rights which she does not now 
possess.

Cordial Consent.
"I believe we shall achieve these 

further rights." said Mr. McMaster, 
“by the cordial consent of all British 
people no matter in what quarter of 
the globe they may live, as the ilea 
which bind all British people to­
gether are not found in statute 
books or legal documenta, but in 
common Ideals and .common hopes 
for the peace and wéÜ-belng of mnn-

Island lumber mills, which 
have been operating at their ut­
most capacity for months filling 
enormous orders for the Eastern 
States, have ceased to book or­
ders for any date later than 
February 5 because lumbermen 
fear that the Vnited States 
Government may suddenly im-
pose a twenty-live per cent- duty on 
Imported Canadian lumber.

Announcement that the mills had 
ceased booking after the first part of 
next month was made to-day by 
leading lumbermen, who cbm plained 
bitterly that the Canadian Govern 
ment was doing nothing to prevent 
the United States putting a duty on 
Canadian lumber. If the twenty-flv3 
per cent, duty Is actually imposed by 
the United States, they explained. 
British Columbia's greatest market 
will be closed automatically and the 
present boom in lumbering will ba 
crippled.

British Columbia lumbermen have 
wired to Ottawa to ark the Federal 
Government to forestall an American 
lumber tariff by removing the present 
twenty-five per cent, duty on Ameri­
can lumber coming Into Canada. Un­
der the present United States tariff 
law. they explained to-day. the Presi­
dent shall ask countries which Im­
pose import duties on American lum­
ber to remove those charges. On fail­
ure of such countries to remove lum­
ber duties the President is given 
power to impose an Import duty on 
their lumber equal to the duties Im­
posed by them. As the Canadian 
Government has not removed the 
present duty on American lumber, 
Vancouver Island lumbermen fear 
that President Harding may at any 
time raise the bars on Canadian lum­
ber.

Big Orders Now
Orders from such places si New 

York. Philadelphia. Baltimore and 
other cities along the Atlantic sea­
board, where building is proceeding 
rapdlly now. are pouring into the of­
fices of Vancouver Island lumber com- 
panics and large quantities of lumber 
ore being shipped to the Eastern 
States through the Panama C#mal. It 
is the ‘demand of the ITastern States 
for lumber that is keeping Island 
sawmills and lugging camps busy 
now. If the United States were to 
put a duty on Canadian lumber, 
however, the Island mills would not 
l*e able to sell the present output, or 
anything like it. as Japan and other 
overseas markets are not buying 
heavily now.

Hoping the Canadian Government 
would art to prevent Imposition of an 
American lumber duty, Island mills 
have been-accepting orders up to the 
I resent. Now they have decided that 
they dare not book ahead of Febru­
ary 5 for fear that an American lum­
ber duty rnay be Imposed by that 
date.

Two Nations’ Commissions 
Meet in Washington

Washington, Jan. 8.—Great 
Britain wants a fair business 
settlement of her $5,000,000,000 
war debt loathe United States 
on such terms as will produce 
the least possible disturbance in 
the trade relations of the two 
countries, Rt.

He called at­
tention that thi| was the first time 
a Chancellor of the Exchequer had 
left his country to participate in a 
mission of this character.

FIRST FORMAL
SESSION T0-PAY

Washington, Jan. 8.—Actual discus­
sions between representatives of the 
British and United States Govern­
ments on ways and means of fund­
ing the British debt to the United 
States opened to-day with the first 
formal conference between the two 
debt funding commissions.

The British Government was rep­
resented by Mr. Baldwin. Chancellor 
of the Exchequer, and Governor 
Norman of the Bank of England, 
while on the United States side of 
the conference eat Secretary Mellon, 
of the Treasury, Secretary Hughes of 
the State Department, and Secretary 
Hoover of the Department of Com­
merce, Senator Smoot of Utah and 
Representative Burton of Ohio.

The 
plans themselves were at III the pro* 
pert y of the high officials.

Louie Rarthou. replying to Ger­
many's objection (hat her experts 
might not reach Paris in time to ap­
pear at to-day’s session of the Com­
mission. asserted that that body was 
hot obliged to hear the German 
spokesmen anyway.

Difficult Problems.
While it was generally understood 

that the Reparation» Commission 
would dec* la re that the Germans were 
in default at either the meeting to­
day or to-morrow, there remain a 
number of delicate pointa for the 
French to clear up before the plan to 
occupy the Ruhr basin can be put 
into operation. One of these dif­
ficulties is whether the German en­
gineers and mine managers shall be 
retained, in view of the fact that it 
would take French officials at least 
a month to master the details of ad­
ministration. Apparently It wae with 
the idea of losing no time In this 
respect that the first contingent of 
forty engineer# was rushed to the 
Rhineland last evening.

FRANCE TO PROVE
HER DETERMINATION

“France is going just far enough in 
action in the Ruhr district to show 
Germany she Is in earnest/’ it wae 
■aid in official circles this morning. 
There was every desire on the part 
of France, it waa added, to avoid any 
unnecessary show of force, any indi­
cation that the French Government 
was disposed to rely on force alone 
to reach a satisfactory agreement 
with Germany.

No Mobilisation.
Premier Poincare does not intend 

to mobilise a single soldier in ad­
dition to the regular forces under 
arms, nor call out a single additional 
railroad man to effect the operation, 
it waa declared.

The silence of the Government re-s 
gardlng its plan to seize guarantees 
concealed no design to make a great 
show of military force, h was af­
firmed. but was only a natural pre­
caution on the part of the authorities 
responsible for the success of so 
serious an undertaking as that la 
view.

London, Jan. I.—A definite con­

tradiction has been Issued to a re­
port that the British Government in­
tends to place an embargo on Can­
adian and other Iported flour.

The matter was recently placed 
Informally before Cabinet Minister» 
at the InaUuice of British farming 
associations, but was turned down 
forthwith. The agriculturists com­
plained of the scarcity and dearness 
of wheat offals for feeding stock and 
asked for a substantial duty on im­
ported flour, with preferential re­
bates to Canada and other Domin­
ions.

The Minister of Agriculture said 
the Government's policy was opposed 
to protective food duties.

This ends the matter for the pre­
sent Parliament.

The Government does, however, 
contemplate legislation during the 
coming session to help the British 
farmer and to protect the consumer 
against false or misleading labels. 
Last week a magistrate at Driffield 
fined a butcher £6 because Argen­
tine meat he exposed for sale was 
not labelled as imported. He said 
future punishments for this offence 
would be more severs.

The farmer., having been defeated 
on the Canadienne, ft le embargo de­
mand. proposa legislation to compel 
more exact label, elating the country 
of origin and affording a complete 
guarantee asklnat "the passing off of 
meat from Imported store cattle 
under the deceptive description qt 
English killed."

| British Labor M.P.’s Support 
Henderson’s View

London. Jan. I (Canadian Press 
Cable)—At a conference of university 
Labor members of Parliament in Liv­
erpool, representing all British uni­
versities except Edinburgh and St. 
Andrew’s, a resolution was passed 
unanimously welcoming Right Hon. 
Arthur Henderson’s minority report 
on the conferring of honors and sup­
porting hi» recommendation lhat po­
litical honors should be abolished.

Arthur Greenwood. M. P., who 
moved the "resolution, said the whole 
philosophy of the Labor Party was 
against political honors,— Indeed, 
against "absurd distinctions of any 
kind." There had been attempts to 
destroy the labor Party by means of 
a measure which would have pi 
vented trade union funds from being 
used for political purposes. Trade 
union*, he said, ought to be as fre^ to 
dispose of their funds as Were em­
ployers’ associations or any other 
voluntary body. The Labor Party 
raised Its money openly, but now It 
was clear that other political parties 
relied almost entirely tor their re­
sources on revenues from honors 
"sold by them when they were In 
power.” . "

The proposals of the Royal Com­
mission which had investigated the 
honors question were quite inadequate 
to deal with the evil, he said. They 
only threw a little carbolic acid on the 
system so It might smell sweeter In 
the future.

Cordial endorsement was given to­
day by the directors of the Chamber 
of Commerce at their regular lunch­
eon to the telegram sent by Mayor 
Hayward to the Federal Minister of 
Public Works with regard to the es­
tablishing of a grain elevator at 
Victoria. The feeling among the 
speakers was that if such elevators 
were working It would mean the 
stirring up of other traffic along the 
Government railway line on the 
Island,, and would thus provide the 
Outer Wharf with business now lack­
ing.

BRITAIN REPORTED
Rumor Effort at Organiza­

tion to Be Made Persists
Special to The Times.

London, Jan. 8.—For some weeks 
there have been persistent reports of 
the establishment of a British branch 
of the Ku Klux Klan organisation, en­
tirely unconnected with the order in l 
the United States, but working 
along similar lines.

The Klan in England is to be known 
as the league of the Lash, it is 
said, and the object will be to dis­
pense summary Justice to black or 
yellow men who consort with white 
girls and participate in the drug 
traffic.

Although these rumors bayé never 
been authenticated, yet they have 
been repeated so often that Britain 
has come to believe there Is some 
truth in them. Feeling against col­
ored and yellow men runs particu­
larly high in seaports. Definite an­
nouncement Is made by Alexander 
Ratcliffe, secretary of the Protestant 
League of Scotland, who claims he 
■peaks with authority, that steps .mi 
being taken to form branches of an 
International klan and that a dtiT )* 
to be made at once in Edinburgh, 
the movement to be inaugurated in 
the Scottish capital with a lecture on 
the truth about the Klan by one of 
Its ablest defenders, an ex-officer of 
the Irish Fusiliers. •

Secretary Ratcliffe. in the Edin­
burgh Despatch, praises the Klan, 
which he declares has in its ranks 
In the United States 250.000 excellent 
cltisens. many of whom, he says, 
hold high positions In Government, 
financial and social circle». He ab 
•olutely denies that the Klan is i 
murder gang and describes It as : 
"society of chivalry, humanity. Jus­
tice and patriotism."

The campaign now being waged 
against the Klan. he continues, is the 
same as that directed against every 
organisation standing for civil and 
religious liberty and freedom of the 
press as well as of speech.

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SAANICH FRONTS BY CLINIC.

One interesting point contained in the report 
of the Medical Health Officer for Saanich Mu­
nicipality is that which refers to the fact that 
during the year which has just closed fourteen 
cases of tuberculosis were reported in comparison 
with only two in 1921. To the casual observer 
this state of affairs might be regarded as a 
serious increase in the number of sufferers from 
one of the most dreaded of maladies. But it-is 
nothing of the sort. It simply means that the 
people of the neighboring community appreciate 
and-use a modern convenience by whose employ­
ment any suspect worried by some form of chest 
disorder may go and have his fears allayed *r 
his suspicions confirmed without cost.

In this instance fourteen people have learned 
something about themselves that will not be dif­
ficult to cprrect. They now know the nature of 
their malady and by this time they are no doubt 
following the si hi pie procedure that will event­
ually end in the removal of the offending 
germ. If no such public utility existed in Saan­
ich it is ten chances to one that only two or three 
of these obviously incipient cases would have 
been reported and perhaps a dozen victims of 
T. B. in its mildest form might have continued 
to ignore the occasional instinctive warning be­
cause of the fear of the worst and the attendant 
cost This does take place in so many instances 
with the result that the tuberculous population of 
British Columbia is unnecessarily increased. So 
it can be set down without any hesitation that 
last year’s operations demonstrate success of the 
etiitie if only for the reason that it reveals a 
breaking down of that natural reserve and fear 
which seem to take hold of many individuals 

. when onee there ie a distinctive suspicion of some­
thing wrong with the chest or lungs.

Fourteen cases discovered mainly through 
voluntary submission for test and examination in 
1922 is a good deal more hopeful than the acci­
dental discovery of two in the previous year. In 

• the words of the Medical Health Officer himself : 
i“This is very commendable for early recogni­
tion means early treatment and early treatment 

{means recovers- in the vast majority of cases.” 
«It is to be hoped that the day is not far distant 
‘when the City of Victoria will equip itself with 
'• free public clinic.

When Mr. Lloyd George declares that arma­
ments are the direct cause of war he is right up 
to thé point that as long as naval and military or­
ganizations exist in comparatively large propor­
tions there is always the danger that some justi­
fication for their use will be found. But it is 
necessary to dig a Rood deal deeper to get at the 
mot cause. A amies and navies are established by 
the various nations of the world because their 
respective peoples agree to pay for them. They 
find the money because they recognize human 
conflict as the most direct agency of extracting 
something which their particular outlook on life 
considers necessary to national progress.

This is the prime danger to be feared by the 
existence of armaments. Before naval and mili­
tary organizations are done away with it will be 
necessary to re-focus the minds of men. The 
spirit of the League of Nations, with its principle 
of the brotherhood of man, will have to be strong 
enough to chloroform the god of Mars. And 
when people will agree to make the subject of 
peace as fashionable as that of politics the battle­
ship and the howitzer will be smashed by sheer 
weight of a mental attitude that trill be just 
the very reverse of that which was responsible 
for their creation—and frequent use.

GETTING NEW SETTLERS.

f It is an elementary fact that Great Britain is 
at a loss to know what to do with her unemployed 

And Canada is wondering how she can increase 
•her population. *■ In a general sense thpre are 
many members of the Old Country’s surplus who 
would make admirable Canadian citizens if they 
could be brought to this country and given the 

■ means of a start. How to make the transfer as 
quickly as possible has onlÿ been partially 
^solved. Both Governments are prepared to 
spend considerable sums of money'and there is a 
fairly insistent demand that the* Dominion Gov­
ernment resort to “assisted immigration.”

There is merit in the argument if only for 
the reason that such a course would produce the 
-desirable results to a lesser or greater degree. 
But The Manitoba Free Press very rightly 
pointa out that part of the move to attract more 
people to this country should be initiated by 
the transportation companies. It would be ob 
vioualy in their interests to bring the people at 
a lower cost thati is now possible because they 
would be merely laying the foundation for 
greater business later on with little or no sacri 
flee at the present time. Our Winnipeg contem­
porary approaches the question from this angle 
and observes in part :

The chief argument In support of this view Ie 
that the high passenger rates charged by the steam­
ship compsnles are making It Impossible for de­
sirable Immigrants to come to Canada. The steam­
ship companies, as we know, are far from satisfied 
with the volume of Immigration flowing this way: 
they have had deputations to Ottawa urging the re­
moval of reetrlctlons In order to encourage a freer 
flow, particularly from continental porta.

II has nsver occurred, apparently, to the steam­
ship companies that they might Increase their vol­
ume of business by lowering their rates. The trans­
portation companies are estremely loath to bring 
their ocean passenger rates back to the normal 
level. They prefer to keep their rates high: and 
use their best endeavors to fill their boats at theee 
rates. Not being very successful In this they look 
to the government by some mesns to produce the 
passengers they need.

A very considerable step towards the Inducing 
of desirable Immigration would be taken If the Do­
minica fiovemment were to serve notice upon the 

• steamship companies that Immigrant rates must 
come down to normal levels; or falling this that the 
Government will take Its own course to enable 
people who desire to come to Canada to reach this 
country without dispossessing themselves of their 
Wet dollar In order to buy their ticket.

Canada has her own merchant marine which Is 
languishing for business. The ships were net built 
for passenger service but they could be adapted to 
Immigration purposes without much trouble.

AN ATTITUDE OF MIND.

Other People's Views

LACKING A REPRESENTATIVE.

It is a matter.for regret that the invitation 
from Ottawa to the provincial Government should 
have arrived too late to permit of the sending of 
an official representative from this Province to 
the conference on immigration which is to com­
mence on Wednesday of this week.

If sufficient time had been given it is alto­
gether likely that Mr. Pattullo would have ar­
ranged to be there in person. He is obviously 
the one provincial minister who could have 
given the gathering useful information and sug­
gestions by reason of the thorqugh study he has 
given to the question and especially because of 
his intimate knowledge of British plans for co­
opers I ion with the Dominions. It is important 
also tha), the British Columbia point of view 
should be understood by the Federal Government 
and other provincial ministers on account of the 
somewhat differing conditions which obtain in the 
Provinces in relation to settlement in general. We 
have no fear that there will be any repetition of 
the haphazard methoda which the Dominion Sol­
dier Settlement Board adopted in the early part 
of its career. That body has long since resized 
the futility of blanket plans and orders and regu­
lations which took no stock of varied agricultural 
opportunities and possibilities on the Prairies 
and in British Columbia.

Even a comprehensive memorandum from Mr. 
Pattullo would have given the gathering valuable 
information. Apparently there was insufficient 
time for this.

In a recent case before the House 
cf Lords, the supreme appeal tribunal 
of Great Britain. Lord Birkenhead In 
his Judgment, referring to the di­
vorce law of England, stated. ‘‘It 
rests with Parliament (if and when 
It thinks proper), to end a state of 
things which, in a civilised commun­
ity. and in the name of morality. Im­
poses such an Intolerable hardship 
upon innocent men and women.”

With regard to the administration 
of the present law In Canada Vnder 
the B.N.A. Act. the various Provin­
cial Legislatures are entrusted with 
the administration of Justice within 
their own boundaries, and ihe pre­
sent excessive cost of divorce suits 
could be reduced» by each Province 
acting under these powers.

In Provinces where the right of 
appeal in divorce cases has been re­
moved. It would appear that the voice 
of the people should have an oppor­
tunity of dealing with this phase of 
the question.

-PROCESS SERVER 
HAD WET TIE

Carried Into Water and 
Ducked, Alleges Com­

plainant

Sequel Is Launch Fire, Re­
ported on Saturday .

Maynhart Blaaum, central figure In 
an exciting drama that nearly turned 
Into a tragedy on the beacn at West 
Bay Saturday afternoon, appeared in 
the city police court to-day to answer 
to a charge of committing an assault 
upon Charles de Macedo. process 
e*rver of the sheriffs staff, occasion­
ing- actual bodily harm. The accused 
waa undefended and pleaded not 
guilty, stating he did not understand 
the term "bodily harm."

*T did not do him any Injury,' 
stated the accused in answer to the 
charge, “though I might have caused 
him Inconvenience.”

"Do you elect to be tried by me?" 
asked the court. ‘Tin quite satisfied;
I think you will give me a square 
deal," replied the accused «imply, 
i he case being set over for bearing 
later In the day.

The history of the incident which 
led to the present situation of Mayn- 
hart Blaauw goes back to differences 
alleged to have taken place between 
the accused and hi» landlord. The 
landlord Issued proceedings against 
the tenant for a sum of some $60 al­
leged due as rent. V

Mr. de Macedo stated that on Sat­
urday "rooming accused was on board 
hi» launch and waa called ashore by 
cne of his children. He rowed to the 
beach at a point near the Barnard 
home at Wert Bay. and there waa 
handed the blue paper by witness.

It will be alleged that Blaauw then 
seized the process eerier by the 
throat and carried him bodily into the 
water. Wading in. It Is alleged, the 
accused ducked the sheriffs man and 
threatened him with an oar.

This is the story told by Charlee 
de Macedo to Chief Fry after he had 
tried in vain to get action at the 
police station until the arrival of the 
Chief speeded matters up, and the 
car of the detective department, 
with the Chief. Detective» Roger» 
and Calwell speeded to the srgne of 
the alleged assaulL The process 
server meanwhile had proceeded to 
his home and changed hia dripping 
clothes.

While this was being effected, the 
Merry Maid, a launch owned by the 
accused, and from which he had 
rowed ashore to meet the bailiff, took 
fire and burned to the water edge. 
Upon the arrival of the police at the 
home of Blaauw, the accused, it ts 
alleged, was cutting wood in an out­
house. He brandished the axe with 
violence, but did not strike the offi­
cer». Chief Fry coolly seated himself 
right under the waving axe and the 
man quietened down somewhat His 
wife tried to get the axe. but the ac­
cused, It Is alleged, became violent 
again and waved It anew.

How willingly they gave their lives, 
au did these men whom we honor to­
day, simply to do their duty!

“Again, what splendid fellowship 
these men displayed In the lines and 
In their campe! Everywhere was 
this apparent—an unselfish regard 
for others which often entailed guf- 
fvrtng and death for themselves.

“That fellowship stretched beyond 
the war mones, too, and Included the 
people at home who also were in 
fcetive service and that fellowship Is 
one of the qualities that Is cultivated 
and displayed in the lodge room.

The Crown ef Virtue.
“But the crown of all the virtues 

displayed by these hten was their 
magnificent self-sacrifice. Without 
■elf-sacrifice there can be no real 
life. ‘He who would eave his life 
must lose it/ These men.. In losing 
their mortal lives, gave ue our free­
dom.

“The principles for which these 
men died eeem to me to be exempli­
fied In St. John's vision of the Clt/i 
of Ood. four-square. Their sacrifices 
enable ue to lead a life of develop­
ment symmetrical and perfect like 
that City. Because of their sacrifice 
we can lead a life of perfect freedom.

And If those who come 
after ue learn the leeeone of sacrifice 
that theee men. through their deaths, 
have taught it won’t be that they 
have lived or died in vain."

Says Lady Tree Proposed Marriage to Automobile 
Salesman Here While Secretary Hid Behind Por­
tiere; Picture of Children Made Him Suspicious.

Vancouver, Jan. 8.—Lieut. J. F. Purcell, 4256 Triumph Street, 
Vancouver, occupied the post of secretary to Lady Tree for two 
•colorful and adventurous weeks last April, according to the Van­
couver Province.

Hia predecessor in office, Flight-Lieut. Frank Marwood of 
Regina, was in trouble over a charge of defrauding the Fort Garry 
Hotel at Winnipeg in failing to pay the board bill he contracted 
at that hostelry at the instance of “Lady Tree.”

While Lieut. Purcell managed to get “Lady Tree” to pallia 
hotel bills, he is still waiting for his salary for the two weeFThe
was in her employ. He knew her as 
Madame Juliet la Touche and be­
lieved her story that she was the 
daughter of President Loubet of 
France until, to his amazement, he 
found, in attempting to address her 
in the language of that country, that 
her French vocabulary consisted of 
two words, “Oui Monseer," pro­
nounced with, a decided English ac­
cent. He le now convinced that the 
proper pronuheiation of the name 
•he wae ueing at that time waa 
"Madame the Touch," which he says 
was descriptive of her methods

According to the story of LleuL.
Purcell, Madame la Touche was in 
love with the representative of an 
English motorcar company who was 
on hie way to Australia, and the 
greater part of the time he was in 
her employ Purcell was chasing him 
to endeavor to arrange appointments 
which he failed to keep.

Purcell had been employed by the 
Englishman during hie stay in Van­
couver and It was during that time 
that he first met Madame la Touche.
She was than posing as ‘"Lady Tree."
On the occasion of her first speaking 
to him she had introduced herself by 
that name. It was the same day that 
a newspaper story appeared ques­
tioning her right to the title.

"Of course I am not Lady Tree, but 
my friend wanted me to use that 
name," she told Purcell, adding "My 
real name is Madame Juliet la 
Touche. I am the daughter of Presi­
dent Loubet of France."

After some negotiating, Purcell and 
hie wife both engaged in the service 
of Madame la Touche, he as secre­
tary and Mrs. Purcell as companion, 
at a Joint salary of £760 per year 
and all found. They were to go with 
her to Victoria for two weeks, she 
told them, after which they would 
sail for Japan, where ehe waa to be 
the guest of the Emperor, who was a 
friend of her father.

At that time ehe had removed from 
the hotel at which she had been stay­
ing to a West End apartment house, 
giving her name as Mrs. Watson.

Her household consisted of her 
seven-year-old daughter, a nursemaid 
and Purcell and his wife. In explain­
ing her career, ehe told her eecretary 
that her first husband was named 
Bryson, but that he had died. She 
«‘escribed him ae being ’’the best man 
•hat ever lived." She had married a 
Doctor Dowd, ehe eaid, but had di­
vorced him and had been permitted 
to resume another former name of 
La Touche.

A few days later Madame La 
Touch and her secretary went to Vic­
toria, whére. ehe said, she had some 
business to transact In connection 
with extensive realty holdings at 
Duncan. On arriving at Victoria the 
party put up In a suite at the Kmprese 
Hotel and a trip wae made to Dun­
can with a mal estate broker. Dur­
ing her stay at Victoria Purcell was 
busily engaged In sending letters to 
prominent people In Great Britain.
One letter was to the Bank of Eng­
land, making Inquiries as to her ac­
count there.

The Englishman was In Victoria, 
staying at the same hotel, but on the 
arrival of Madame La Touche he took 
up residence at another. She had 
Purcell search for him. Finally, early 
cne morning the Englishman's car 
was located In front of a suburban 
hotej. and there followed the strang­
est incident ot Purcell's adventure as 
private eecretary. according to his 
•tor>'.

A taxicab driver was induced, on 
the plea of helping a lonely and de­
fenceless woman, to Impersonate a 
detective. Admittance was demanded 
and secured to the hotel, which was 
locked for the night, and the traveler 
brought down to the sitting room by 
the taxicab driver, who had been told 
that the automobile had been stolen 
from her. Purcell had been placed 
behind the portiere» separating the 
sitting room from the hotel parlor.
Here he was forced to Helen to her 
proposing marriage to the unhappy 
Eiigl shman. who declined the honor 
and finally escorted her to the ÙO* r.
Purcell was left behind the curtain 
and was locked In by the Chinese 
night porfer, who had beqn badly 
frightened by the farce. It cost Jhe 
private secretary $l lo get the Orien­
tal to reopen tba deor. and let him
escape.

Her next move wae to Injure her 
erstwhile beloved. She located a 
dealer with whom he had made ar­
rangements to place the egency for 
an English car. and who was to give 
gn Initial order for twelve machinée.
To him Madame Let Touche told a 
story of the demonstrating car having 
been stolen from her. The dealer next 
day indignantly cancelled the ar­
rangements that hé had ma<%»aÉd 
the English motor representative fled 
to Nanaimo In hie automobile.

Carrying her bluff to the limit,
Madame La Touche wired to Chief 
ef Police Anderson in Vancouver in 
this ambiguous manner: “Lett for 
Vancouver "on Nanaimo boat; arrest 
as Instructed." signed “La Touche."

ROME’S RISE TO POWER
A Legislature Like a Country Fair

The second device, for which the 
F.ixglieh are chiefly responsible in 
the history of mankind, which the 
Romans never used, was the almost 
equally obvious one of representative 
government. For the old 'Popular 
Assembly (In its three-fold form) it 
would have been possible to have sub­
stituted a gathering of delegates. 
Later 09 In history, the English did, 
as the State grew, realise this neces- 
rlty. Certain men. the Knights of the 
the Shire, were called up to West­
minster to speak and vote for local 
feeling, and were more or less for­
mally elected for that end. The Ro­
man situation seems to a modern 
mind t*> have called aloud for such 
a modification. It was never made.

The method of assembling the 
comitia trlbuta (one of the three 
main forms of the Popular Assembly) 
was by the proclamation of a herald, 
who was necessarily Inaudible to 
most of Italy, seventeen days before 
the date of gathering. The augurs, 
the priests of divination whom Rome 
had inherited from the Etruscans, 
examined the entrails of sacrificial 
beasts on the night before the actual 
assembly, and if they thought fit to 
say that these gory portents were 
unfavorable the comitia tribute dis­
persed. But -if the augurs reported 
that the livers were propitious, there 
was a great blowing of horns from 
the Capitol and from the walls of the 
city, and the assembly went on.

It was held in the open air, either 
in the little forum beneath the Capi­
tol or in a still smaller recess open­
ing out of the forum, or in the mili­
tary exercising ground, the Campus 
Martlus, now the most crowded part 
of modern Rome, but then an open 
space. Business began at dawn with 
prayer. There were no seats, and 
this probably helped to reconcile 
the cltlsen to the rule that everything 
ended at sunset.

After the opening prayer came a 
discussion of the measures to be con­
sidered bv the assembly, and the pro­
posals before the meeting were read 
out. Is It not astonishing that there 
ver» no printed copies distributed? 
H *a»y coplea were handed about, 
they must have been In manuscript, 
and each copy must have been liable

to errors and deliberate falsification. 
No questions seem to have been al­
lowed, but private individuals might 
address the gathering with the per­
mission of the presiding magistrate.

Voting By Tribe*.
The multitude then proceeded to 

go into enclosures like cattle pens ac­
cording to their tribes, and each tribe 
voted upon the measure under con­
sideration. The decision was then 
taken, not by the mapority of the citi­
zens, but by the majority of tribes, 
and it was announced by the heralds.

The Popular Assembly by centuries, 
comitia centuriata, was very similar 
m its character, except that instead 
of thirty-five tribes there were, in the 
third century B.C., 373 centuries, and 
there was a sacrifice as well as prayer 
to begin with. The centuries, orig­
inally military (like the “hundreds'* of 
primitive English local government), 
had long since lost arty connection 
with the number 100. Some contained 
only a few people; some very many.

There were eighteen centuries of 
knights (équités), who were origin­
ally men in a position to maintain a 
horse aqd serve in the cavalry, though 
later the Roman knighthood, like 
knighthood in England, became a vul­
gar distinction of no military, mental 
or moral significance. (These équités 
became a very important class as 
Rome traded and grew rich, for a 
time they were the real moving class 
in the community. There was as 
little chivalry left among them gt last 
as there is in the “honors list" knights 
of England of to-day. The senators 
from about 300 B.C. were excluded 
from trade. The équités became, 
therefore, the great business men, ne­
gotiators. and as publicanl they 
farmed the taxes.)

There were, in addition, eighty (?) 
centuries of wealthy men (worth over 
100,000 asses), twenty-two of 
worth over 75,000 asses, and eo&;on. 
There were two centuries each of me­
chanics and musicians, and the pçff- 
k tarit made up one century. The 
decision in the comitia centuriata 
was by the majority of centuries.

A Senate That Sounds Familiar.

growth of the Roman state and the 
complication of its business, power 
shifted back from such a Popular 
Assembly to the Senate, which was 
a comparatively compact body, vary­
ing between three hundred as a minl- 

1 mum, and. at the utmost, nine hun­
dred members (to which it was raised 

' by Caesar), men who had to do with 
j affairs and big. business, who knew 
each other moNTor less, and had a 
tradition of government and policy?

The power of nominating and call­
ing up the senator# vested in the re­
public first with the consuls, and

when, some time after, “censors' 
were created, and many of the pow­
ers of the consuls had been trans­
ferred to them, they were also given 
this power. Applus Claudius, one of 
the first of the censors to exercise 
it, enrolled freedom in the tribes and 
called sons of freedom to the Senate. 
But this was a shocking arrangement 
to the conservative instincts of the 
time; the consuls would not recog­
nize his Senate, and the next censors 
(304 B.C.), set aside his invitations. 
His attempt, however, serves to show 
how far the Senate had progressed 
from its original condition as a purely 
patrician body.

Like the contemporary British 
House of Lords, It had become a 
gathering of big business men. ener­
getic politicians, successful adven­
turers, great landowners and the like; 
its patrician dignity was a pictur­
esque sham; but, unlike the British 
House of Lords, it was unchecked 
legally by anything but the ineffi­
cient Popular Assembly we have al­
ready described, and by the tribunes 
elected by the plebeian assembly. Its 
legal control over the consuls and 
proconsuls was not great, it had lit­
tle executive power but in Its pres­
tige and experience lay its strength 
and influence.

The interests of its members were 
naturklly antagonistic to the inter­
ests of the general body of cttlsens, 
but for some generations thfU great 
mass of ordinary men was impotent 
to express its dissent from the pro­
ceedings of this oligarchy,

Direct popular government of 
state larger than a city state had 
already failed therefore in Italy, be 
cause as yeV there was no public 
education, no press, and no repre­
sentative system; it had tolled 
through these mere mechanical dlf- 

men Acuities, before the first Punic War. 
But Its appearance is of enormous in­
terest, as the first appearance of a 
set of problems with which the whole 
political intelligence of the world 
w test les at the preesnt time.

The senate met usually in a sen­
ate house in the forum, but on spe­
cial occasions it would be called to 
meet- in this or that tempi** and 
when It had to deal with foreign am­
bassadors or its own generals (who 
were not allowed to enter the city 
while in command of troops), it as­
sembled in the Campus Martlus out­
side the walls.

It is expected that authority will 
be given by the Militia Department 
to train a somewhat larger number 
of infantrymen in B.C. than during 
the past season, according to Brig.

General Ross testifies that 
every unit he has thus far inspected 
throughout the Province has a sound 
skeleton organization and. in the 
event of the increases being author­
ized. he does not anticipate any diffi­
culty in getting recruits.

A feature of the present-day mili­
tia Is that while the officers and non­
commissioned officers are all veter­
ans of the world war, the rank and 
file, with few exceptions, are younger 
men who were not of age to take 
part in the fighting.

This is a distinct addition to the 
fighting strength of the militia. Gen­
eral Ross said in Vancouver. It 
means that there.4* .still a very large 
untouched reserve of war veterans 
who would be available for enlist­
ment and as reinforcement» in. cage 
of need.

One of the most pleasing features 
of the year Just closed is the very 
high state of efficiency reached by the 
technical branches of the service, 
such as the artillery and machtng- 
gurf corps, according to Général Ross.

The 31st Battery of Vancouver led 
all the field batteries of Canada in 
efficiency and the garrison artillery 
of Victoria made a similar fine show­
ing in competition with the heavy 
guhners of the rest of the Dominion.

The three machine-gun companies 
which are located in Vancouver, Vic 
torts and Nanaimo also made great 
strides in the year Just closed and 
can hold their own with any in the 
country, he believes.

With the organization of a signal 
company In Vancouver, which if ■ 
being undertaken, all arms of the 
Canadian service will be represented 
jn this Province, the general states. 
Infantry, artillery, cavalry, army ser­
vice corps, army medical corps, ma- 
< hine-gun and engineer units already 
exist. With the signallers British 
Columbia will be self contained in a 
military sense.

Major Gus Lyons retired from the 
presidency, which he has held for 
two and a half years His work for 
the association, particularly in secur­
ing comfortable club quarters, was 
the subject of an appreciative vote 
of thanks.

In the report of the clubs actlvl-

this time, fourteen members were out 

I of employment ; while this year there 
I were still six, who were most anvtous 
te secure work of any kind. It was 
also mentioned that the Imperial Oil 
Company, through Mr. Griffith, the 
local manager, had placed another of 
cur members at work at one of their 
service stations, this making the sec­
ond amputation member taken on by 
this company in the last three months. 
It is felt that some of the other large 
employers surely could do likewise, 
and materially help In the re-eetab- 
hshment of those handicapped owing 
to war service.

Mayor Lyon# brought to tha notice 
of the members the necessity of put­
ting on a campaign throughout Can­
ada, to safeguard ex-service men and 
their pensions. “If the intention of 
the Government was to Increase pen­
sions,” he asked, ''would they not 
have done so?’ Therefore their inten­
tion must be the other way. he argued. 
This is a question that is of vital 
importance to every disabled man 
In this country to-day and of greater 
importance in 1124. Ways and means 
must be devised to combat any de­
crease in pensions. There should be

a campaign of publicity to educate 
thé public to our needs. At present 
they are not aware of the facta.

Two of the vessels are reported to have been 
sold last week to American buyers for the Atlantic coastwise 
trade. Twenty of these 2,500-ton 10-knot vessels were built at 
Victoria by the Foundation Company of British Columbia to the 
order of the French Government, the vessels being turned out at 
the company's planta at Point Hope

He did not proyk 
argue the point for the reason that 
he held the view that the vote passed 
by the General Assembly In 1916 
called the union movement into acth 
and set in motion a chain of subs 
quent events which now constitut 
a new question entirely.

Union cvuld not be f*-considered, 
for It was now a matter of the de­
cision to unite ‘‘plus a partial union 
already affected through the natural 
course of events following on the 
Assembly s edict. It was thoec 
after-circumstances which he pro­
posed to deal with, briefly.

A» far ae the three iTalrle pro­
vinces were concerned If organic and 
absolute union did not follow he 
would not like to contemplate what 
would happen.

Internal union In the separate 
churches themselves had come Into 
being In the last century, and been a 
great success. The success of In­
ternal union and Its support to each 
church was one factor now leading 
to inter-denominational unity. The 
modification of denominational dif­
ferences which were not those of 
principle also tended to bring the 
three churches more nearly on com 
mon ground.

The old difference» of pre-destin 
at Ion, atonement, conversion, de 
pravity and perseverance of salnta 
was falling Into desuetude, and pul­
pit orations to-day left more freedom 
to tho interpretation of the In 
dividual for himself.

The speaker pointed out that there 
was to be reckoned as a pro-union 
factor, the toning down of tempera 
mental differences as to religious 
worship, now very marked, and it was 
a common practice for Presbyterian 
and Methodist ministers to alternate 
It) usihg In the same church every 
other week and the same congrega­
tion attend both services with no 
very serious effect to their con­
science.

Common work in the mission field 
In the new land of Canada brought 
co-religionists Into closer touch with 
a modification of difference* and a 
greater mutual understanding h» 
urged.

Union Is Natural.
Every tendency that pointed to es 

nctural union In the due course of 
time was a symptom of the minds of 
the congregations themselves and not

The churches were drawing closer 
together In the eyes of the public, 
especially In the Prairie Provinces. 
The public saw that each of the 
three churches spoken of in con­
nection with union required the same 
qualities of citizenship and made for 
the same common end. Irrespective 
of churches and creeds the view­
points of all good men were closely 
allied.

These and other factors led to tile 
growth of the spirit of unll^* which 
was now sweeping fanada. and this 
was particularly marked In the West 
where If the Assembly did not re­
affirm Its former stand of 1116 there 
would be a spin In the churches of 
f*ansda at the Great Lakes and the 
East would remain separate and the 
West united.

This would he disastrous for East 
and West alike, as missionary co­
interest would collapse and the West, 
where lay the main field of mis­
sionary work, would be the suffers 
Here the speaker Quoted figures on 
the proportion of union chargee and 
congregations In the three Prairie 
Provinces, which showed the pro- 
union charges heavily In the lead.

In Canada to-day there were $14 
charges Including tietween 2.500 and 
3.000 congregations In favor of 
union.
