I have given
great thought to the same question and I believe that
knowledge is more important than imagination.

Please discuss how each aspect is included.
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Your three body paragraphs should prove your point! Start
them with a topic sentence, then follow that with details.

(This is where your graphic organizer should help)

Look at the following example:

Imagination is more important than knowledge because it
1s more accessible. First, imagination is basically free.
Knowledge needs physical materials to be acquired, yet books,
the internet, or a field trip can be expensive. One is able to
imagine without any of these things. Second, imagining can
be done anywhere. Knowledge, on the other hand, 1s usuaﬂy
acquired in a specific place like a classroom or laboratory.
Finally, imagination is accessible even when you are sleeping.
Anyone who has been inspired by a dream can attest to this!
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Your body paragraphs will benefit from linking words and
linking phrases.

They also help readers
understand how opinions and reasons are connected. Here are some common
linking words and phrases.
