• Located at ziggurat 

• Priests were first leaders     
•  Military leaders were chosen as rulers when conflict in-

creased   
• When a ruler dies they would be replaced by a relative 

• Each society is made up of upper middle lower and slave 
classes     

• Men were head of household     
• Women had some rights 

• Settlements grew into city-states     
• City states were surrounded by dependent rural area , villages 

and towns    
• Uruk was the most powerful government, ruled 76 villages 

• Traded with neighbours     
•  Traded extra grain, wool, clothing, and leather    
• Transported goods by donkeys, oxen, and boat
