Accounting Course Description 
Students will learn the principles and practices of accounting as they apply to both service and merchandising businesses 

that are organized as sole proprietorships.  Students will use mini-practice sets and simulations to gain an insight into 

current accounting procedures.  Accounting I is a valuable foundation for any student considering immediate employment 

or post-secondary education. 

 

Course Goals and Objectives 
Build a foundation of understanding of the double-entry system of accounting. 

Complete one accounting cycle for a service business organized as a sole proprietorship. 
Complete one accounting cycle for a merchandising business organized as a sole proprietorship.
