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SAMPLE TEACHER BEHAVIORS

This is a partial list of what an observer might see when conducting a classroom
observation. And, as such, the list is NOT CANNED COMMENTS, but instead a compilation
of sample evidences to help observers make distinctions about various aspects of teacher
performance.

The list is a mechanism to be used in analyzing what was actually observed in the
classroom. By no means does this list reflect the only behaviors that may be observed. It is
intended to help observers focus attention on what could occur in the classroom so they
can do a better job of describing what they actually see during the observation.

Every observation is uniquely peculiar to the individual teacher being observed, and
observers should strive to reflect the idiosyncratic nature of that teacher’s performance.
