
ABOUT ACUI: 
ACUI is a nonprofit educational organization that brings together college union and student activities professionals 
from hundreds of schools in seven countries. Its members work on urban and rural campuses, in two‐year and four‐
year institutions, and at large and small schools. They are students and administrators whose mission is to build cam‐
pus community. ACUI Region 12 includes schools from Texas, Louisiana, Arkansas and Mexico. 
 

ATTENDANCE: 
Between 150‐250 staff and students who are active in the student union environment attend the ACUI Re‐
gion 12 conference each year. Professional Staff attendees include middle and senior managers who manage 
and run the everyday operations of student union buildings throughout the region. Their buildings include 
meeting spaces with audio‐visual needs, performance spaces, lounges, retail spaces, and food venues. These 
professionals also plan and facilitate entertainment and activities for the general student body at their uni‐
versities . They are generally the decision makers for most purchases. Student attendees at the conference 
are typically leaders on their campus who help choose entertainment and activity options for their college 
union. They may also help run the building, support audio visual services, and plan meetings and events.  
 

EXHIBITING: 
The vendor hall is open on Saturday, October 2 from 10:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. All other conference activities 
stop at the opening and closing of the vendor hall—providing dedicated time to meet with all conference at‐
tendees. The conference also provide snacks and incentives to encourage attendees to visit each vendor 
booth.  If you support the conference at bronze sponsorship level or above, you may attend the conference 
and network with the attendees. Past vendors include architects, audio visual companies, interior designers, 
furniture vendors, food service providers and companies that specialize in collegiate entertainment and ac‐
tivities. An 8”x8” booth area is $150.00.

The conference sponsorship team can work with you to create a sponsorship experience that works with 
your budget and business goals. T‐shirts, lanyards, conference bags, keynote speakers, meals and the student 
leadership conference track are all available for sponsorship.
