
Depending on the 
time of year, 
service delivery 
may begin once 
the DEP is signed 
by parent or may 
be deferred to the 
following school 
year.

Based on team 
decision, Specialist 
either arranges for 
more testing, places 
the student on “wait 
and watch,” notifies 
parents of non-
placement, or 
proceeds with DEP 
process.

Site-based GIT 
meets to review 
individual student 
summary record 
to make 
recommendations 
and/or placement 
decisions. 

Specialist 
consults with 
student’s teachers 
and provides 
advice regarding 
differentiation (if 
appropriate) while 
waiting for team 
to meet.

If testing current, 
Specialist places 
student’s name on 
review list for GIT 
meeting (FALL or 
SPRING) and 
continues to 
collect data 
accordingly. 

Specialist begins 
a summary data 
record and 
provides 
teacher(s) Gifted 
Rating Scale to 
complete.

 Specialist checks 
date student was 
administered the 
nationally-normed 
test. If less than 
two years, student 
does not have to 
be considered.

REFERRAL is 
received from 
parent, teacher, 
student self 
refers, or records  
of newly-enrolled 
student  indicate 
prior service.

START HERE �

The school-based GIT meets 
twice a year (once in the Fall and 

once in the Spring) to review 
student summary records and 

make recommendations on 
referrals.

SCREENING, IDENTIFICATION AND PLACEMENT CYCLE  for 
students NOT identified through third grade universal
screening.
