Your blog must include the following:
Narrative post-

personal narrative, fantasy, adventure, sci-fi, myth, etc.
Informative post-

current event, procedural (how to), personal essay, literary essay, etc.
Opinion post-

review (book, movie, video game), persuasive argument, sports analysis, persuasive letter, etc.
Creative post-

Poetry, art or music with reflection, photoessay, etc.

You are welcome to include more posts than are required! If you have ideas for other posts, please check with
Ms. Jarr first.

As with any writing project, I will ask that you follow the writing process with every post.
*Prewriting- defining purpose, organizing, researching, planning
*Drafting- write, write, write!
*Revising- purpose, word choice, organization, trying new strategies, stretching writing technique

*Editing- spelling, punctuation, grammar
