During the training, | was able to discuss incorporating Audacity (2011) into articulation
therapy as a method for students to not only hear themselves producing various sounds but to
evaluate their performance as well. 1 also introduced the concept of using photo stories and
digital movie makers to help teacher concepts such as following instruction, sequencing and
storytelling. | introduced the software before showing it to the participants. After the brief
discussion, I opened up the software and demonstrated how easy and effective it can be to use in
therapy. The speech pathologists appeared to really enjoy this training. Since many of them are
already making photo stories on paper, they seemed excited and eager to do so digitally with

their students.
