e An altitude is a segment that has one endpoint w X 4

e An angle bisector of a triangle is a segment
that bisects an angle of the triangle and has one
endpoint at the vertex of that angle and the other
endpoint on the side opposite that vertex.

o A perpendicular bisector is a segment or line
that passes through the midpoint of a side and is
perpendicular to that side.
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DF is a median of ADEC. RV is an angle bisector of ARST.
EH is an altitude of ADEC. WZ is a perpendicular bisector

of side RS.
