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On Palm Sunday, Jesus enters the city of  
Jerusalem riding on the back of a donkey.   
People wave palms at Christ to welcome Him. 

At the Last Supper, Jesus also washes the feet of 
the Apostles giving them an example of how to 
serve others.  He institutes the priesthood.  

On Holy Thursday, Jesus and the Apostles eat the 
Last Supper together.  In doing this, Jesus  
institutes the Sacrament of the Holy Eucharist. 
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Jesus goes before Pontius Pilate who sentences 
Him to death.  Christ is then whipped, crowned 
with thorns, and given a heavy wooden cross to 
carry. 

After the meal, Jesus goes to pray for about an 
hour in the Garden of Gethsemane.  Soon  
afterward, Judas Iscariot betrays Him with a kiss, 
and soldiers seize Christ. 

On Good Friday, Jesus is nailed to the cross and 
dies.  To make sure He is dead, soldiers pierce 
His side with a spear.  Christ is then removed 
from the cross and placed in a burial tomb. 

On Easter Sunday, Jesus rises from the dead and 
leaves the tomb. 
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
