• Qualitative Observations =

–Describe characteristic or QUALITY 

–Unaided senses

–Examples:

• Color, shape, smell



• Quantitative Observations =

–Number or QUANTITY

–More exact

–Examples:

• Size, speed



• Control =

–Benchmark

–Remains constant

• Variable =

–Factor being tested

–Only factor that differs

• Theory =

–Hypothesis that has been tested 
and confirmed often enough that it 
is unlikely to be disproved by future 
tests
