	Subject Area: Social Studies-presidents
	Unit Description: This will be a unit on presidents, the bills passes during presidency, and the process of election. Each child will be required to research a specific president and find information on how the president was elected, number of votes and other interesting information from the election, what important bills and laws were passed during presidency and other important information about this president. The students will then combine their information with pictures of the presidency and create and narrarate a photostory. This will tell about the president and what happened during their time as president.
	Lesson Description for Day: Today's lesson will be a introductory lesson to the whole unit. I will model the type of information the students will need to research by providing students with a packet of information on Abraham Lincoln. The students will need to read through the packet and highlight the parts that they feel are important about his presidency. We will then fill out a chart as a class and put the information about his election, bills and laws past, and inportant facts. This will be our way of organizing our information to begin selecting what will be in the photostory. I will allow the students 15 minutes to find and highlight information and then we will take about 30 min to model and organize our information.
