Lyrics are well 
developed, have a clear 
rhythm and pattern 
and express the topic 
in a ‘unique’ way.

Song has a simple verse 
and chorus but it may 
be difficult to tell 
where they start and 
finish. 

Song has a clear verse 
and chorus.  The chorus 
develops the theme of 
the song and is suitable 
for the audience,

Song has a clear verse, 
chorus, verse (ABA) 
structure.  The chorus 
gives a clear message 
about ‘kiwis’.  It may 
have a bridge.

The song reflects some 
elements of a 
particular genre 
possibly not related to 
key New Zealand music

A suitable genre has 
been chosen which 
reflects in some way 
key New Zealand music 
some valid reasons are 
given for the choice.

The genre chosen is 
suitable and clearly 
reflects key New 
Zealand music, reasons 
are valid and examples 
are given.

The musical composition 
shows some awareness 
of elements and how 
they can create effect

The musical composition 
shows awareness of 
elements dynamics or 
tempo

The musical composition 
clearly uses the 
elements of music to 
create effect including 
changes in dynamics, 
tempo and an 
awareness of texture.
