Re-
search shows that art teaches critical skills: math, geometry, science. Art helps our children communi-
cate their ideas in creative and meaningful way, as well as make learning fun!

Depending on the success of the Arts Donation Drive, we can support an
Artist in Residence program where an artist comes to our school and works with each class on individ-
ual or large projects that beautify the school.

Beverly uses an art pro-
gram based on Art Connections, a curriculum purchased by the Seattle Public School district and avail-
able in every school.

Our goal is to raise $10,000 needed to fund an Art program and supplies. We have already reached
20% of that goal through the Special Projects/Arts Supplies for $2,000 voted in by the 2010 PTSA. This
will supply our school with some of the permanent and consumable art supplies needed to support
these programs. The more we can raise, the more robust and sustainable of an Art program we can
support.
