● Present Table 3.1 as a mini-lesson, examine some mentor blogs, and ask: What is a blog 

post? What does it look like? What is the content? (Declarative knowledge) 

● To develop procedural knowledge, examine the work of seasoned bloggers, both students 

and adults 

● Deconstruct the argument presented with a Toulmin analysis (claim, evidence, warrant). 

What is the claim? What evidence is used to support it? What links are present? What 

information can you retrieve from these links? How are they used?
