The incidence of tobacco tiansactioQ« ia 
worth Borac consideration. The raw leaf 
imported for the ivorkmen's ehog, or other 
cheap pipe tobaccos now coets *d. to (W. per 
pound. The grade of tobacco used for the 
middlfr-claEs shags and mirturea "cost 6d. to 
lOd.-per ponad, while leaf used for higher 
grade goods ooet from 10(1. per pound and 
npwands, . , „ 

All theee grudee are separately packed, 
marked, and invoiced, and are easily dis-
tinguishablo by marks and figures a t tho 
Customs. They are not, however, distin-

lished by duty, as all alike pay the some 
j t r , 83 . 8d. per pound. 
The imports may be put ' roughly a t 100 

_iilIion pounds weight per annum, of 
which the loweet grade, cor*ting 4d. to 6d. 
per pound, yield abont one-half of the en­
tire iwenufi from tobacco duty. A fixed 
doty of 3s. lOd. per poaad oin tho cheap 
grade would bring into being the work­
man's . 3d- shag, and would Tev ivo the 
trade's ou tpu t which has felt the drop of 
so many million pounds weight 

Thoeo who emoko the best grades of 
tabacco can weJI afford to pay 3s. 8d. per 
pound duty.

banks , such as tliose of South Africa a n d 
A u s t r a l i a ; b n t village banks, t h e co­
operative banks which no t only he lp , b u t 
uplift, . the small cult ivators, mus t 
emanate from the people themselves. The 
reason is quite simple when you come to 
th ink o f . i t The pr imary-object ot a 
village bank is to lend money to the poor, 
who urgently need it , bu t have no visible 
assets. , The asse t t h e . " c a p i t a l of 
guarantee ," has to he created-r^:haracter. 
And t h a t asset will never be created by 
a State-founded inst i tut ion. Knowledge 
of human na tu re negatives the idea, and 
history confirms the negative. 

Agricul tural credit in Germany sur­
vived the discouragement of the Govern­
ment and tlirove herause i t was created 
by the people for the people. I n F rance . ' 
not being created by the people, i t could 
not survive the patronage of t h e State . 
Proudhon ' s ;* people's banks , " offspring 
of. tho 'Socialism of 1848, wasted 
3,(}00,000 francs in a few weeks and 
failed. Tho Societe du Credit Agncole, 
the Comptoire d'Escompte, of tlie t ime of 
Napo leon - I I I . , t h e Caiase Centrale of 
Gambetta—all these failed, failod 
because the State Usurped the functions 
of Prot tdence. I t was not unt i l M. 
Ih t rand tanght the lesson t h a t tlie people 
should be their ovm Providence Uiat 
F rench agricul tural credit became a real 
th ing : 

Wanted, Assistance!.-
The less . we hear, therefore, of the 

Govei-nment or the county councils esta­
blishing banks the better . "When a bank 
is formed, assistance may bo given by 
guaranteeing a loan, or perhaps by in­
vesting some of the Pos t Office Savings 
Bank ' s money in-deposits in the •village 
banks, b u t no more than t h a t . 

S l a y ; there is one otlier th ing tlie 
Government might do. I t might give 
self-help free play by relaxing some of 
the pedantic restrictions wliich a t present 
l imit i t - This is infinitelr more impor­
t a n t t h a n h e l p in mone^ or by guarantee. 
Financial he lp can easily be obtained for 
Societies' founded on an approved basis ;

Sir Edward Strachey's reply to Mr.

So i t was, b u t sympathv is cheap and in­
effective. "\Mien Lord "Wenlock, in 1808, 
introduced his Thrift and Credit Bank 
Bill , Iiord Crewe overflowed with profes­
sions of ^ o d - w i l l on "the second reading. 
I n Committee, the Government t ranslated 
them into practice by sympathetically 
proposing to excise nine of the eleven 
clauses which composed the Bill , and by 
mangling the other two out of recogni­
tion. 

Thus the Government refused tt> con­
sent to> l low trading and banking func­
tions to bo exercised by the samo society, 
and i t resolutely set i ts face a g a i n s t ^ e 
principle of an unlimited liability. 

I n doing this, the Government allowed 
pedant ry to obscure i t s . vision. On the 
Continent there are something like 
10,000 credit banks, doinq well, revolu­
tionising agricul tural conditions, helping 
those who most need help , slaying t h a t 
usury which is always held np as a warn­
ing against the creation of peasan t pro­
prietary in Bri ta in. Most, if not al l , of 
thein can combine t rad ing with bulk­
ing ; the most effective of them (from the 
agricultural poin t of view) depend on u n ­
limited liability. I n Ind ia and I re land 
Eaiffeisen- banks a r e r d o i n g thc ' same 
beneficent work."
