MOTOR CAR TRAFFIC.

Some Australian motorists assert
that motor cars do no special damage
to roads. Some idea of the sactual
fact is given in the report of the Kent
county surveyor, Mr H. P. Maybury.
“In many of the home counties,”” he
says, ‘‘costs have gone up from 50 to
60 per cent. in three years, and are
still increasing, and the surveyor has
no hesitation in stating that at least
£10,000 per annum of the road ex-
penditure in Kent is now due to
motor car traffic. It is estimated that
in the current year (1907-1908) at
least £8000 will ba expended upon
dust laying alome. The high speed
traffic a prejudicial effect upon
the road surfaces, and as at least 60
per cent. of the cars are now fitted
with armored tires, much greater dam-
age is cansed than formerly. The steel
studs and bands minimise the risks of
side-slip and punctures, and wear of
tires at the expense of the roads. The
evil is imcremsing, and heavy sxpense
is being ca to road authorities in
repairing the ruts caused by motor
cars in an otherwise surface. On
the rural main (which suffer
most, owing to the high speed at-
tained in the open country) the county
purveyor reports that it is impossible
to keep the material tight. The chip-
Fi.ngi nnﬁnnril_y used to bind the sur-
ace are lost in a few days, and no-
thing but tarred macadam will suffice.
The cost of this additional material
and the rost of tar painting to abate
the dust fall at present entirely on
the ratepayers of the distriet through
which these motor cars travel.”
