THE ALL-RED ROUTE.

The All-Red route for a mail service
is apparently still some distance away,
but Ministerial references to the sub-
jeet are of a hopeful character. The
Premier, when interviewed yesterday by
a ‘“Star’’ reporter, said that althouch
there had been no concrete develop-
ments he had been 1n touch with other
conntries interested in the matter, and
efforts were being made to evolve a
definite scheme. Everybody knows
from his utterances at the Postal Con-
ierence that Sir Joseph Ward is strong-
ly in sympathy with the proposal to
establish an All-Red route, and Le has
ecven gone so far as to practically com-
mit the dominion to a handsome sub-
sily i the event of Canada and ths
Australian States throwing in their lot
with Great Britain In organising such
a route.
interviewed on Saturday, was quite as
hopeful. He stated his cmphatic con-
viction that the All-Red service would
come, as hoth Canada and the Oid
Country desired it, and Australia had
aleo Indicated her willingness to pay
a reasonable subgsidy, If may be upon
that qualifying word ‘‘reasonable’’
that the scheme will be wrecked, for
the Commonwealth has already under-
takken heavy responsibilities extending
over a number of years in connection
with her prinecipal mail service, and
may not be disposed to pay what the
other parties would regard as a fair
proportion of the cost of the new route,
Stiil, difficulties of this sort are made
to be evercome, and New Zealand will
certainly not be backward in lending
every assistance to the work of over-
coming them. A fast and regular ser-
vice by way of Vancouver has become
an ahsolute necessitv for tlie dominion,
which is seviously feeling the less of
the San Francisco gervice. There was
a propesition, by the way, to revive
that service, but if Mr Millar’s esti-
mate is a correct one there i1s hittle pos-
<ibility of ceeing the San Franciscoe
stenmers again running. The boats of
the company, according to 3r Millar,
arc not geod enough. “ Thoe Spreckels
hoats,”’ he says, ‘‘ cannot be compared
with the Union Company’s Marama,
for instance, and the Union Company is
in a better position to undertake the
Vancouver service than 1s - the

WHITE OR BLACK?

Qo far as Southern Africa is cob-
corned (writes ¢ Smith's Weekly ’’) the
strong belief of many who ave most
capable of forming an opinion is that it
will be the possession of the black race
in half a century., DBritain and Beer
may struggle for supremacy or live
peaceably together; Germany and other
Powers may strive to acquire territory;

Portugal may cling to Delagea DBay as
a relic of her former colonial greatness;
but it will be all to no purpose, for the
black race will predominate.

In Cape Colony there ave 579,000 Eu-
ropeans and 1,424 000 natives.  Natal
and Zululand have 97,000 Europeans
and 904,000 blacks.  The Transvaal
and Swaziland show 300,000 whites as
against 1,030,000 natives. Orange
River Colony has 143,000 whites and
235,000 blacks. In some parts, as In
North Rhodesia, the blacks hold u{h:h-?-
puted sway in numbers, and it 1s
scarcely to bo expeeted that the con:
ditions will ever materially change. Theo
increase of population is also on the
side of the blacks. The death-rate
may be higher, but the gain to the
whites in this respect is more than out-
weighed by the high birth-rate.

Notwithstanding the influx of ISuro-
peans, the augmentation of the whités
is much less than that of the native
races, so tllat the numerical prepon-
derance will become more evident as
the years pass. In support of this con-
tontion it may be mentioned that even
in tho United States the rapid increase
of the negro population is causing anx-
wty.  What will take place when the
blacks become more fully aware of their
power?  There 1 no love lost befween
the whites and tho blacks., and the
natives always cherish a hope that one
day they will be able to possess their
own country. It can scarcely be dented
that the hope 18 a natural one. 1t is
not, therefore, improbable to sup-
pose that they may make an attempt
anae <ay to regain Southh Africa.
It may be that the beneficent
influcnce of DBritish rule with im-
proved education, will reconecile the
hlacks to existing conditions. Civilisa-
tion, however, 18 » somoewhat slow pro-
cess, and 1t may well be that the blacks
will be powerful encugh to conquer
South Africa before they are European-
ised. That idea eoincides with the
opinion expressed by a Boer leader two
years ago. Ho said: ““In fifty years
South Africa will be no place for
white man.

As for the rest of Africa, will it be
the same ad in the South? It may be
claimed that the Moors and others are
black, that they will side with the
negroes and so drive ocut the whites.
It 15 just a question, however, whether
it 1s correct to take euch a view. It
may be that these dark-skinned races
will die out. Thé Red Indian of North
America is rapidly going. The Mos-
lem tribes of Northern Africa are more
likely to decay; they represent a
former civilisation. \
co down before the white invaders at
first, and afterwards before the black
armies from the other parts of the
African Continent.

It is not certain that the conquest
of Sowrth Africa will be one entirely of
arms;  Among the blacks there will
arice in time some great Jeaders who
will demand equal rights and voting
powers, the negroes wiil become a great
force in many ways, and a bloodless re-
volution may follow. With o large,
well-drilled, and well-led blacx army,
the South African Republic could smile
at the efforts of Furopean Powers,
should those TPowers feel disposed to
attempt reconquest. However, as the
European Powers are not foolish, they
might thidk it wice to accept the posi-
tion, as Portugal accepted the loss of
Brazil under different circumstances,
and as Britain acquiesced in the separ-
ation of her American colonies.

He
was a grandson of Marshal Bernadotte,
whose father was an atiorney at Pau.
Becoming an officer in the Revolution-
ary Army, Bernadotte’s promotion was
rapid indeed he became so formidable
that he was ths only one of his gene-
rals whom Napoleon feared. Such be-
ing the case Bernadotte was usually
chosen for distant enterprises, and in
1808 he wes sent to Denmark with an
order to intimidate if not invade Swe-
den, because the Swedes had declined
to _join  the coalition against Great
Britain. The general remained inac-
tive, whilst Napoleon had his hands
full with the Russian campaign. At
that time the Swedish throne was oc-
cupied by the aged King Carl XIII.;

He
has published several velumes of origi-
nal poems, as well as Swedish transia-
tions of Tasso’'s ‘¢ Jerusalem Deliver-
ed,” of several of the dramas of
Shakespeare and of the “(Cid”? of
Corneille, and to such an extent has
he been regarded by Seandinavian
writers as a man of letters that when
Bjornsen learned that the late King
had criticised one of his plays he im-
mediately insisted that the King had
been prompted thereto_ by mere liter-
ary Jealousy, and proceeded to send
him a challenge to a duel. Xing Osecar

ignored thigs exhibition of pettishness,

and some time Ilater conferred the
Grand Cross of 8t Olaf upon the poet,
sending him aleng with the insignia a
most charming autograph letter ex-
pressive of his admiration of his poems.
The late King never played a promi-
nent part in European diplomacy, but
under his guidance the country made
steady progress. DMuch of the King’s
popularity with the Swedes depended
on hie easy, cordial manners and his
perfect accessibility to all his subjects.
Every Tuesday afternoon at Stock-
holm the King held an open reception,
when varied crowds visited the palace.
The King was a very regular and sys-
tematic worker, and rose early to per-
form the many duties which fell to his
lot Tt was his custorp to write letters
ty all thoe learnedt men in whom he felt
an interest, particularly te those whose
labours had been to the honour and
henefit of Scandinavia. Thus Dr Sven
Hedin, the great explorer of Central
Asia, continually received communica-
tions full of interest and encourage-
ment. from him. When Dr Hedin reach-
ed Pekin, after he had been so long cut
off from the civilised world, he found a
perfect accumulation of letters from
King Oscar awaiting hie arrival, An-
other explorer in whom the King was
keenly interested was the unfortunate
halloonist Andree. Like the Queen-
Dowacer of Portueal. King Oscar wore
npon his breast a medal for saving life.
It was conferred wupon him by the
French Government as far back as
1861, Jong before he ascended the
throne, for two feats of courage pe:-
formed in the neighbourhood of Nice.
The first consisted in checking at the
peril of his life two runaway horses at-
tached to a carriage that were on the
point of dashing themselves and the
vehicle with its occupants over a prect-
pice. Five days afterwards he jumped
into the water and saved a child from
dronwrning.,

The marriage of the King and Queen
was a love match. Tn 183G, the late
King, then Duke of Oestergoetland,
was travelling in. Germany, and at the
Comrt of the Prince of Wied he fell un-
der the charm of the voung Prinecess
Sophia, the orphan daunghter of the late
Duko of Nassau. The Duke hurriedly
left for Stockholin to reguest his
father’s permission to ask for the Prin-
cess’s hand in marriage. The King’s
consent was gained, as well as that of
the Princess’s family, which was one of
the oldest reigning houses in Kurope,
and counected with the Hohenstauffens
and the Honse of Orange. The mar-
riago took place at Biebrich in 1837,
and the early vears of their married
life were spent at Sophiero, wheroe their
four sons were born. ’

The Crown Prince, Gustavus, who
now &uceecds to the throne, was born
ot June 16, 1858, and wae '‘married in
1881 to the Princess Victoria of Baden.
The new Crown Prince. Gustavus Adol-
nhus, the eldest son of the new King,
was married in June, 1905, to Princess
Margaret of Connaught, and a son was
born to them in April, 190G.

INTERESTING CONFESSIONS.

In the ‘‘ New York World”’ has re-
cently appeared a lomg and readable
interview with Sir Arthur Conan Doyle
from the pen of Mr Bram Stoker,

“My real love for letters, my I1a-

stinet for story-telling, springs, I be-
lieve, from my mother, who is of Anglo-
Celtio stock, with the glamour and ro-
mance of the Celt very strongly mark-
ed,’ remarked the movelist. It is
not only that she was—is still—a won-

derful story-teller, but she bhad, I re-
member, the art of einking her voice

to a horror-stricken whisper when she
came to the erisis in her mnarrafive,
which makes me goose-fleshy now when
I think of it. I am sure, looking
back. that it was in attempting to emu-
late these stories of my childhood that
I first began weaving dreams myself.
When I went to school 1 carried the
characteristic with me. There I was 1
some demand as a story-teller. The

1-I:'.rn.la,r' scholastic success I ¢an ever te-

member lay in the direction of English
essays and peetry. I was no good at
either classics or mathematics; even my
Fnglish I wrote as pleasure, not as
work. In 18756 I drifted into the study
of medicine. The reason largely was
that my people lived in Edinburgh, and
there was a famous medical school
there. For four yvears I went through
the curriculum. My pecple were not
at that time wealthy, and it was a
struggle to keep me @t college. So L.
compressed my classes into the winter,
and devoted each summer to serving as
a medical assistant, and so earning a
little money to help to pay the fees. 1
served in this way in Sheffield, in the
country districts of Shropshire, and
finally in Birmingham-—a billet to
which I returned three times. .
