Randall Darwall

Randall Darwall’s works are made to be wearable while still being
a piece of art. Darwall uses his dying techniques to make colors
in the fabrics he uses. Each pieces of clothing has a different
color scheme from monochromatic or

complementary colors. Also, with the colors he uses a repetition
of lines either vertical or horizontal. This allows the eye to move
around the piece and also make the person wearing the clothing
look presentable. In addition, because he does work with fabric
he utilizes its texture making the clothing look richer in their

appearances.
