Europeana Data Model (EDM)

This document was created in the context of the ASCH project’. It analysis the applicability of EDM according to the requirements defined by the ASCH project.

EDM is the metadata model Europeana developed for the description of European cultural heritage objects in Europeana. It is based on the principles of
Semantic Web and Linked Open Data and is not only used by Europeana but by many Europeana partners and projects. Most of these partners and projects
(like the German Digital Library®) extend and refine the model for their own purpose developing context specific application profiles®. In contrast to common
approaches terms used by Europeana are of different origin. Beside terms defined by Europeana itself (in the edm namespace) it uses terms from die following
namespaces:

e rdf (Resource Description and Framework) and rdfs (RDF Schema),

e ore (OAl Object Reuse and Exchange),

e skos (Simple Knowledge Organization System,

e dc (Dublin Core Metadata Element Set), dcterms (DCMI Metadata Terms) and dctype (DCMI Type Vocabulary),
e dcat (W3C Data Catalog Vocabulary),

e CC (Creative Commons).
