Standards Focus: Exposition

Plot is the action of a story. There are several parts to a plot which work tegether to help make the action of
a story interesting. [t is important that you know the parts of a plot and are able to recognize them in order to
identify the theme of a text.

Exposition /s the part of the story that gives the infroductory background information on
characlers and situation, usually before the action of the story begins.

Harper Lee uses the first two chapters of Te Kill a Mockingbird o really give the reader a complete
exposition, inchuding insight into the tradifions and custems of the people of Maycomb, the details of the
setting, the history of how the fown came to be, and particutars of the Finch family tree.
