Considering the Need for Assistive Technology

Before making a decision about Assistive Technology (AT), the school “Problem Solving
Team” must:

1. REVIEW the student’s skills and functional capability and available evaluation
data.

2. DEVELOP annual goals and benchmarks, when appropriate.

3. EXAMINE tasks required of the student to participate and progress in his/her
educational setting.

4. EVALUATE the difficulty of the task and the student’s functional ability to perform

them.
5. IDENTIFY services, supports, AT that may enable the student to participate and
achieve.
