Introduce new vocabulary prior to lesson.

Use Visual aids (chalkboard, overhead,
charts)

Provide overview of material or expected
learning outcome.

Use NCR paper or photocopying for peers
to take notes to share.

Allow student to use tape recorder for
class lecture/discussions.

Use cooperative learning techniques such
as Think-Pair-Share or Jigsaw to have
student review key points.

Ask student to tell or write important
information that was in the lesson before
class ends.

Arrange time to meet with student after
class to clarify anything student doesn’t
understand.

Provide structured organizers for
note taking: copy of overheads,
outline of lecture, or pre-designed
graphic organizers.

Present material in logical
manner, and use explicit clues to
shift from one aspect to the next.

Provide two-column note-taking
paper format for taking notes.

Key class notes to relevant
pages in textbook.

Break information into steps or
key components.

Repeat, Paraphrase, Summarize
all important points.

Prepare summary of key points
with blanks for students to be
filled.
