ONLINE: Complete and submit the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) electronically at
www.fafsa.ed.gov. If you apply using FAFSA-on-the-Web, you will be able to link to your online TAP
application at the end of the FAFSA session. First, you will be asked to establish a PIN (Personal Identification
Number) for TAP. You will need this to apply later, keep track of your application information, or make
changes, as needed. After establishing your PIN, you will be able to complete your TAP application on-line.
Information from your FAFSA and your family's calculated NYS net taxable income will be pre-printed on your

TAP-on- the -Web application. Go to WWW.tapweb.org to complete you online TAP application.

Check over the information VERY CAREFULLY to make sure all the info is correct. The TAP
application only has ONE college listed (usually the first New York school you listed on the
FAFSA form). You are not required to go to that school - the idea is to simply submit the form
and get it in ASAP to get the free money from New York State! Once you select your final
college choice, you will be able to update your TAP form.
