will be Printed in color for you.

Architecture Firm Letter (20pts)

In choosing the structure you wish to emulate, you will need to gather section, section

elevation, floor Plan, and roof clrawings for that structure. Thisis whg you will need to
research, choose, and contact architects/firms and ask if theg will send you PDF drawings of
structures theg have created. You may contact local custom home clesigners all the way too the
largcst names in the inclustrg. The style and ProFessional is all your choice. You will need to
send your letter out to three different firms asldng if they will share their designs. The letter
you create will be ProoFreacl and graclecl before being sent out. Be sure the firms you are
contacting clesign in the stgle you wish your building to be. So, you will need to do your

research before shotgurming your |e’cter out.

Architecture Firm Thank You (20pts)
You will compose a hand written thank you letter to the architect/ﬁrm that has shared with you

the clrawings needed for you to Complete your Project. The thank you letter will be checked
before being sent out. Your teacher will Provicle the stamps and cards for this.

Abstract: About the Architect/Firm and Building (20pts)

An abstract is a summary or sgnopsis of a Iarger Piece of work. There arejournals, even books

that can be written about architects and the builcling thcg create. You are to simplg write upa
one page ‘newsletter-like’ article highlighting the architect(s) and the structure you have
chosen. If your builcling has no historical interest because it is a recentlg built custom home,
simplg talk about it. Magbe interview the architect and Point out their thoughts about the
structure. This assignmentjust gjves the viewer of your Project a little more backgrouncl

information.

Source of Data/ Drawings Keynote (20 pts)

This kegnote isa simPle ComPilation of all the drawings, Photos, and information you have
gatherecl about the structure you are mocleling in SketchUP. I will be grac]ing the accuracy of
your model using, these Pieces of information. Therefore, you must gather section elevation
clrawings of all four sided of your structure, a Hoor Plan) a roof Plan and at least one Photo of
the built structure. That will gve you enough information to successgu”g create an accurate

model in SketchUP. The more clrawings, Photos, and information you acquire will be more



beneficial to you when builciingyour model. Get clrawing with dimensions on them, trying to

ProPortion a model will be too much work.

intricate, and detailed equals more Points.
