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Stem-and-Leaf Diagrams biaaaaial

A stem-and-leaf diagram is a graph that shows the shape of the data

according to the data place values. The “leaf” of a number is usually

the right-hand digit. The leaf is one digit. The “stem” is the portion of

the number to the left of the leaf. The stem can be one or more digits.
