Lighting fi Only ambient (available)

glares 

fi All scenes have sufficient 

lighting for viewer to easily 

see action 

fi Vivid colors 

fi Innovative use of lighting

Cutting fi Clips begin and/or end 

with slack time or in mid 

action 

fi Most clips edited to 

remove slack time and to 

begin and end with 

thought to action 

fi Clips show no slack time 

and begin and end with 

thought to action

Transitions fi No transitions between
