Welcome to Grade Seven Band! My name is Mr. Farrugia and I am looking forward
to spending this school year helping you learn how to play a musical instrument.

The nature of our class is to have a balanced music ensemble, and as such you can
choose to play any of the following Instruments: FLUTE, CLARINET, BASS
CLARINET, ALTO SAXOPHONE, TENOR SAXOPHONE, TRUMPET, FRENCH
HORN, TROMBONE, BARITONE, TUBA, BASS AND DRUMS/PERCUSSION

Students who choose either BASS or DRUMS/PERCUSSION will be auditioned.
