The conclusion is last part of the outline, end with argumentative and convincing language.

® Remember “evidence” appears in a variety of forms. You should include claims, facts,
statistics and quotes from primary and secondary sources.
® ‘Think about how you vaty and integrate your sources. The expectation for this outline is
that you are making use of at least three different sources- one book, one scholarly journal
and another of your choosing., Remember this is the minimum!
