You should: 

o Come to the lab whenever you need assistance. 
o Consult the Social Studies Lab schedule. 
o Bring your assignment. 
o Bring the rubric to the lab when seeking assistance on a graded assignment. 
o Prepare for your lab visit by thoughtfully working on the assignment ahead of time. 

o e.g., familiarizing yourself with your ideas, proofreading, peer-editing 
o Bring a specific question or concern about the assignment. 

o e.g., How do I analyze this primary source?  Do I have detailed evidence? 
o Prepare to be an active participant during your lab visit. 
o Implement teacher feedback. 
o Understand that you might have to visit the lab multiple times to improve your work. 
o Be aware that there is high demand for assistance in lab so… 

o come early in the process. 
o you may have to wait to see a lab teacher or return at a later time. 

 
Helpful Hints: 

o A teacher signature is not automatic; you earn it by following the norms above. 
o Understand that the lab is not a substitute for meeting with your classroom teacher for clarification. 
o Come to the lab for help understanding concepts and readings, as well as for help with writing assignments. 
o Be open to working with teacher recommendations, which could substantially redirect your final product. 
o While waiting for lab assistance, use the lab as a working space to…  

o look over your own paper. 
o listen to what the lab teacher is saying to another student to see if it applies to your work. 
o work on social studies with peers. 

o Bring all your drafts to the lab.
