Project Checklist: 

☐ Select a topic – any teaching concept one might encounter in a school 

setting (i.e. adding fractions, Haiku poetry, the difference between meiosis and 

mitosis, World War II or any other subject for which you have a clever 

insight). 

☐ Write the dialogue/steps in the process that will be used to explain your 

concept. 

☐ Create paper slides that will serve as the visual portion of your project.  

Coordinate these slides with your dialogue.  

☐ Use Microsoft Word, Power Point, Paint, Cool Text and/or the Digital 

Image Suite to produce your slides. 

☐ Be sure to include an intro/title slide as well as a concluding slide which 

includes the name of your group members. 

☐ Cite any images or photos you did not author on an attribution slide.

☐ Your project should be no longer than 90 seconds. 

☐ Determine the role of each group member.  Who will be the narrator? The 

recorder? The paper slider? (Is that even a word? ☺) 

☐ Rehearse your video project. 

☐ Record your project using a Flip video camera. 

☐ Download your finished project to your Multimedia network folder. 

☐ Wanna get really adventurous?  Add background music to your video 

(optional).  Be sure the audio is not a distraction!  

☐ Be innovative…  Imaginative…  Resourceful! ☺

Once your Paper Slide video is finished, complete the following: 

� Create a new wiki page entitled: Paper Slide Video Project. 

� Produce an original title for your wiki page using the “Cool Text” generator. 

� Upload your paper slide video to your wiki page.
