Be sure to
provide these details in your essay:

1. The name and information about the stock, mutual fund or bond

2. Global or domestic economic or political events that might have
affected the performance of the stock, mutual fund or bond

3. Sources that support the imagined outcome you describe

Judges will base their decisions on the author's understanding of the subject matter, rationale, and writing style.
