What Does a Garden Have To Do With the Ocean?

Urban runoff is the #1 source of
ocean pollution.

Sources:

Nutrients (~nitrogen in fertilizer) increase algae populations
and red tides;

Bacteria & viruses (~dog poo) close beaches;

Oil, grease & brake pad dust (metals)

Debris (~trash) can choke and suffocate aquatic species;

Pesticides can poison fish consumed by humans.

Sediment (~soil) in water reduces clarity;
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Isn’t Runoff lllegal or Regulated Under Federal Law?

Federal Clean Water Act

Regulates dry- and wet-weather runoff from government, industrial,
and construction activities under the Non-Point Source Discharge
Elimination System (NPDES).

Primary objectives:

* Prohibit non-stormwater discharges (dry-weather runoff); and

» Reduce the discharge of pollutants from stormwater to the
Maximum Extent Practicable (MEP) standard.

Permittees must develop and implement programs, e.g., Public
Information and Participation Program.
