Everything that enters a storm drain goes

directly to the ocean (litter, used oil, antifreeze, -

sewage, toxic chemicals, pesticides, etc).
Dumping one quart of motor oil down a
storm drain contaminates 250,000 gallons

of water. ‘
Urban stormwater is one of the top three
sources of pollution of our nation’s rivers,
lakes, oceans, and estuaries.

Three and a quarter million tons of oil

enter the oceans of the world each year.

In the United States, sewage treatment plants
dump 5.9 trillion gallons of waste water into
coastal waters each year.

Over 60% of the world’s coral reefs are
threatened by pollution, sedimentation, and

over-harvesting from curio and aquarium trade.
Fourteen billion pounds of garbage are dumped

into the world’s oceans every year, most of it in
the northern hemisphere.

The average citizen CAN make a difference.
Write, fax, call, and e-mail your Congressional
Representative, Senator and the President
regularly and let them know that you support
stronger environmental laws.
