1.  When did Texas A&M open their doors? Texas’ first public institution of 

higher  learning opened October 4, 1876 

2.  What is A&M’s ranking in enrollment? Ranks as the nation’s sixth largest 

university in enrollment, with more than 49,000 students – including 

9,000+ graduate students – on the main campus 

3.  Who is the 12th Man? Students stand during football games to show sup-

port for the team – and for fellow Aggies – a personification of the Aggie 

Spirit 

4.  What is Muster? Aggies worldwide gather each April 21 to renew friend-

ships and honor those who have died since the previous year’s Muster. The 

largest Muster is held on campus, but hundreds of others are held through-

out the state, nation and abroad 

5.  What is Yell Practice? Yell Practice – Midnight rally on eve of football 

games – held at Kyle Field for home games, and at announced sites for games 

away from campus – to underscore school spirit and rehearse ―yells‖ (Aggies 

yell; they don’t cheer) 

6.  What is Silver Taps? A unique silent campus memorial service is held on 

the first Tuesday of any month during the regular academic year when one 

or more students died during the previous month 

7.  What is the Corp of Cadets? It is among the nation’s largest uniformed 

student bodies and commissions more officers than any other institution, 

except for the nation’s service academies. 

8.  When was the Memorial Student Center originally opened? On Aggie 

Muster Day, 1951 the Memorial Student Center was officially dedicated to all 

Aggies who died in World Wars I and II. A memorial plaque calling out the 

names of all those to whom the building was initially dedicated hangs just 

inside the northern entrance. In 1976, shortly after the end of U.S. involve-

ment in the Vietnam war, the building was rededicated to all Aggies who 

have died in all wars past, present, and future. 

9.  When did Aggie Moms first begin? The Federation of Texas A&M Univer-

sity Mothers' Clubs was organized in 1928 and has grown to include 119 

individual Member Clubs located across Texas and throughout the nation.  

10.  What it the mission of Aggie Moms? The mission of our organization is 

"by individual and united effort to contribute in every way to the comfort 

and welfare of the students and to cooperate with Texas A&M University in 

maintaining a high standard of moral conduct and intellectual attainment".
