General Information

Seat belts are designed to bear upon the bony structure of the body, and should be worn low across the front of the
pelvis, chest and shoulders as applicable. Wearing of the lap/sash section of the belt across the abdominal area

must be avoided.

The emergency locking retractor (ELR) will automatically retract the webbing once the lap/sash and buckle half
have disengaged. This type of seat belt allows freedom of movement to the occupant but will automatically lock
during a sudden impact, or heavy braking, or a change of direction of the vehicle. To test the locking mechanism of

the ELR a sharp tug on the webbing will lock the belt or a firm application
on the brakes when the vehicle is in motion.

Care should be taken to avoid contamination of the webbing with polishes,
oils and chemicals and particularly battery acid. Use mild soap and water to

safely clean the belts.

How To Use Your Seat Belt Correctly

To fasten the seat belt hold the buckle in one hand and hold the sash strap
by the tongue in the other then pull it over the hip and across the chest and
shoulders and insert the tongue into the red buckle mouth until a click

indicates complete engagement.

To release the belt, depress the red button, the tongue will then
automatically eject from the buckle. For proper protection the seat belt

must be worn comfortably tight when sitting in the normal position.
