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Dragon Dictation is an app that allows the user to dictate and uses voice
recognition to translate the spoken word to text that is available instantly for copying,
pasting, e-mailing, etc. Network connectivity is required for Dragon to work.

Steps to Begin Using Dragon Dictation:

Step #1: Download the Dragon App for your device:

Step #2: Open the “Dragon” App. When opening the app for the first time it lets the user know
that it will be using a location (YES) and asks to access contacts (NO). **Make sure
