
Main Menu: From this page the player can navigate their way to the difficulty 
page, look at the instructions and view the rankings. Also on this page are the 
names of the people that created the game. 

Ranking Page: this page is accessed by the player from clicking “Rankings” 
from the main menu. This page displays the people that have got the top 5 
scores. 

Instructions Page: this page indicates how to play the game so that the user has a 
clear understanding of how the game functions Difficulty Selection: This page is used so that the user can select what level of 

difficulty they want to play at or they can choose to play a ranking game

If Incorrect: if the users answer is not correct the user will be shown 
what the correct answer was in green and the answer the user selected is 
in colour red to indicate the answer was incorrect. 

Results: this page is used to show the user how many questions they 
got correct out of the possible 10 and give a rank based upon that score 
(note: that rank is not the same as the ranking game). 

Question Display: All questions are displayed regardless if they are on easy or 
medium.

Correct Answer: if the user got the answer correct the question will be 
displayed with the answers and the correct answer that the user selected will 
be coloured green. Also a tip relating to the question is displayed under-
neath the yellow line.

Question Display: All questions are displayed regardless if they are on easy or 
medium. 

Next Question: since this is a ranking game and it is based on time the user will 
be given the next question straight away as the less time it takes them to complete 
the game the more points they will get.

Results: if the player managed to get a high enough score to get in the rankings 
they will be prompted to enter a name they are comfortable entering into the data-
base; i.e. not their normal name unless they want to
