Fluency - Practice and Drill

“Practice” refers to lessons that are problem-
based and that encourage students to develop
flexible and useful strategies that are personally
meaningful.

“Drill” is repetitive non-problem-based activity to
help children become facile with strategies they
know already in order to internalize (remember)
the fact combinations.
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
