Joe Louis, Detroit Negro haxer wha
this year won the Chicago Golden
Gloves light heavyweight champion-
ship and then the National A. A, U
title, made his professional dehnt last |y
nizht at Bacon’s arena on the south
side.  Louis, fighting as a lheavy-
weight, scored a -lechuical knockout
over Jack Kracken of Champaizn, 1.
in the first round with the same ease
that he had howled over the best
amateurs in the country. Promater
George Tralton announced paid  at-
tendance at 1,133 and gross receipts
of $750.

Shortly after the start of the fizht
[.ouis hit Kracken on the jaw with a
feft hook and the Champaign heavy-
weight went down for a nine count.
Louis closed in and then Knocked his
opponent through the ropes and into
the lap of Joe Triner, chairman of
the INinois athletic commnission, with a
sight.,  Kracken climbed into
the ring at the count of 14. 1lle was
in no condition to continue and Ref-
eree Dave Miller stopped the fight.,

Harry Booker, Chicago lizhtweight
although down for a count of six
came back to win a six round decision
over Carl Scalise of Cicero.  Scalize
was knocked down by a rizht for no
count in the fourth vound and he
also received a deep gush over his
rvight eye.

Other results follow: Johnny Thomas
and  Lou Vetie, Chicugo  bantan-
weights, drew, four rounds; Patrick
iienry, Marion, Ind., welterweight, de-
feated Thurston MeKinney, Detvoit
four rounds, and Jacquotte ISilver-
rillie, Chicago welterweight, stopped
IKid Carsun, one round.
