Manuscript Format
Any paper that is turned in for a grade must follow MLA Manuscript Format. Failure to comply will result
in grade reduction.

Make-up Work
The student is responsible for consulting with the teacher upon his/her return to class.

The student will be allowed to make up missed tests or quizzes after school on Thursday or during AO.
Make-ups in the mornings are by appointment only.

Late projects/papers will receive a ten -point deduction per day for the first two late days. After the second
late day, the project/paper will not be accepted, and a grade of zero will be assigned.

The student will have the same number of days absent to make up any missed in-class assignments.

When an assignment (project, paper, test, vocabulary) has been assigned before the absence of the student,
the work is due upon the student’s return. S/he will be expected to take the test if it has been announced
before his/her absence. No points will be deducted from a project if the student’s absence is excused.
Failure to provide an excused note will result in point deductions.

No late homework will be accepted!
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Behavior Code
At the sound of the bell, each student will be expected to be in his/her desk with books and assignments
ready.
